A year ago it seemed that the regional broadcasting of
Czech Radio reached its climax and we even admitted that
the success will be hard to exceed in the following years.
After another twelve years it is obvious that an increase of
regional radio as a public service continues. And in 2005,
four of our radio stations celebrated their 60th anniversary:
together with the 60th anniversary of the end of WW2, we
celebrated the same in Ceské Budg&jovice, Hradec Kralové,
Plzeft and Ustf nad Labem in May. We added another com-
pletely new milestone into radio history in the same month:
since 30 May, Czech Radio Sever has regularly broadcasted
an independent program for the Liberec and Jablonec regions.

The number of regional programs was completed with the
Liberec broadcasting — 11 regions are covered by completely
independent stations, the Zlin and the Karlovy Vary programs
are continuously extended. Therefore, also the total time of
regional broadcasting was rising in 2005. Also seemingly un-
beatable records were overcome: regional stations of Czech
Radio were tuned into by up to 674 thousand listeners every
day, which is almost one tenth of the Czech Radio market.
With practically the same number of employees, our regional
broadcasting managed to extend the scope in a successful
way as well as the impact of the public service that provided
listeners with quick and complete information, which helped
them to become familiar with politics as well as the problems
of everyday life, supported their cultural identity, tried to be
a companion, a guide and a friend in the field of entertain-
ment, education and relaxation.

By its almost 17%-share, Czech Radio Brno was the leader
of the populated South-Moravian radio market, our by far the
most popular region-wide station, with traditionally the highest
participation of sophisticated artistic programs in the broad-
casting of the national stations. The whole fifth of the South-
Bohemian market belongs to Czech Radio Ceské Budgjovice
that completed reconstruction of its building at the end of
2005 after several years of work. Czech Radio kept its posi-
tion in the Pilsen Region. “Our Moravian Radio” in Olomouc
continued to be the most popular regional station also in its
11th year of independent existence — despite continuing in-
sufficient signal coverage in the region. By their improved
programming, Hradec Krdlové and Ostrava radios also at-
tracted their listeners. Also Czech Radio Sever enjoyed big
success among listeners at the beginning of 2005 — in the first
quarter it repeated its maximum number of listeners from
2003, but later it kept losing its listeners.

Emancipation of the two youngest regional stations con-
tinued: Czech Radio Pardubice and Czech Radio Region in
Vysocina. Since the end of the year they have been able to
develop their music format in an independent way, which

Do rozhlasové historie jsme ale ve
stejném mésici zapsali jeden zcela novy milnik: od 30. kvétna
Cesky rozhlas Sever pravidelné vysila samostatny program pro
Liberecko a Jablonecko.

Libereckym vysilanim se pocet regiondlnich program( za-

vrsil — jedendct kraji pokryvaji zcela samostatné stanice, zlin-
sky a karlovarsky program postupné rozsitujeme. Proto i v ro-
ce 2005 ddl rostl Ghrnny cas regionalntho vysilani. A padaly
dal3f zdanlivé neprekonatelné rekordy: regiondlni stanice Ces-
kého rozhlasu naladilo denné az 674 tisic posluchacd, tedy
bezmdla desetina Ceského rozhlasového trhu. S prakticky stej-
nym poctem zaméstnanc tak nase regionalni vysilani do-
kézalo Gspésné rozsifit rozsah i dopad vefejné sluzby, ktera
poskytovala poslucha¢éim rychlé a kompletni informace, po-
madhala jim orientovat se v politice i v problémech vsedniho
dne, podporovala jejich kulturni identitu, snazila se byt spo-
le¢nikem, radcem a piitelem na poli zdbavy, pouceni i od-
pocinku.

VetST Gcasti ndro¢nych uméleckych poradi ve vysilani celo-
plognych stanic. Celd pétina jihoceského trhu pati Ceskému
rozhlasu Ceské Budgjovice, ktery na sklonku roku 2005 za-
vrsil nékolikaletou stavebni rekonstrukci své budovy. Vyni-
kajici pozici si v Plzefiském kraji drzel Cesky rozhlas Plzed.
,Nase moravské radio” v Olomouci zstalo v 11. roce samo-
statné existence nejposlouchanéjsi regiondini stanici — a to
i pres stile nedostatecné pokryti kraje signalem. Zlepsenym
programem ziskavali posluchace i v Hradci Krélové a v Ostra-
vé (zde také v 1. etapé rekonstruovali budovu). Velké pfizni
posluchact se pocatkem roku 2005 t&sil také Cesky rozhlas
Sever — v prvnim Ctvrtleti zopakoval své posluchacské maxi-
mum z roku 2003, potom ale posluchace ztracel.

Pokracovala dalsi emancipace dvou nejmladsich regional-

nich stanic: Ceského rozhlasu Pardubice a Ceského rozhlasu
Region na Vysociné. Od konce roku uz mohou zcela samo-
statné rozvijet i svllj hudebnf format, do té doby spolecny se
stredoceskym Regionem.

Vedle samoziejmého zpravodajstvi vénovaly regionalni sta-

nice stdle veétsi péci publicistickym Zanrdm — od reportdzi
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a rubrik pres magaziny a servisni formaty az k zdbavnym talk
show ¢i vaznym diskusnim pofadim. Obzvldsté vitanym zpe-
stfenim programu byly stéle castéjsi zivé pfenosy z pozoru-
hodnych mist a akcf. Zde se uplatiovaly prevazné kontaktnf
formaty, nejcastéji rozhovory a besedy. Prévé v pfenosech z te-
rénu lze snad nejicinnéji napliovat smysl regiondlni vefejné
sluzby — byt co nejblize poslucha¢iim, naslouchat jim a po-
slouzit jim jako ,jejich” médium, profesiondlnim pfistupem
vyrazné odlisné od komer¢niho radia.

Until then had been in common with the regional station in
Central Bohemia.

Besides obvious news, the regional stations were paying
more and more attention to current affairs genres — from re-
ports and short slots to magazines and service formats as well
as entertainment talk shows or serious discussion programs.
More frequent live transmissions from various interesting places
and events were a welcome variation of the program. Mostly
contact formats were applied here, preferably interviews and
discussions. These are in particular live transmissions that meet
the objective of regional public service in the most effective
way — to be as close as possible to listeners, to listen to them
and serve as “their” medium, very different from commercial
radios by their professional approach.

Last year, the Brno regional studio continued its deve-
lopment: we reached another listeners’ record, we increased
the number of broadcasted minutes, and we extended the
broadcasting of the Zlin studio. The quality of sophisticated
programs of the national station is indeed of no less import-
ance, as well as important promotion activities related to the
cultural life of both regions.

The Zlin broadcasting from the newly reconstructed stu-
dio reached almost all the expectations that we had when
preparing it; it was probably not only the long-time concept
preparation of this model of broadcasting that contributed to
the success, but in particular the careful selection of em-
ployees for demanding combined roles. In the small team,
more activities are done by almost everyone; the newscast
abilities of the team had been known for a long time, and in
the difficult moderator work, the Zlin staff reached the very
high standard of their Brno colleagues in a very short time.
The studio broadcasted about twenty hours a week, both in
its own separated local gaps, specifically for the Zlin region,
and in the joint broadcasting for both regions. These are the
key programs of our broadcasting the morning Appetite and
afternoon Rendez-vous, where the Zlin presenters have the
opportunity to compare themselves directly with the popular
presenters from Brno — and the current listeners’ reactions
prove the correctness of this strategy.

The success of the Brno regional broadcasting is mostly
based on infotainment by expressive and popular presenters.
We are very pleased (and our listeners too) that besides those
on Brno radio of free radio production, also the Zlin presen-
ters are growing — and also our presenters of music programs
enjoy comparable success — even the external ones whose
number was significantly increased (mainly in programs of
brass music). We were preparing the big return of other
persons of the Moravian music environment for the whole
second half of the year because the legendary Brno Radio
Orchestra of Folk Instruments (BROLN) is returning to the
Czech Radio Brno.

However, the Brno radio broadcasting never depended
only on widely popular personalities; for the importance and
mission of a studio also persons and producers are of the
same importance that are respected in areas of culture, even
in the minority culture. Also last year, the specialized sections
— music, literary and drama as well as the section of literary
primary production — were preparing artistic and cultural
programs both for regional broadcasting and for the national
stations. The highlight of cooperation of all the mentioned
stations was so called Napoleon’s Day when on the occasion
of the 200th anniversary of the Battle of Slavkov, CRo 3 —
Vltava broadcasted a 16-hour composed fresco of artistic

Redakce vysi-
lala pfiblizné dvacet hodin tydné, a to jak ve vlastnich roz-
pojenych lokalnich oknech, urcenych vyhradné pro Zlinsky
kraj, tak ve spole¢ném vysilani pro oba regiony. Pravé v téch-
to klicovych poradech naseho vysilani, v dopolednim Apetytu
a odpolednim Rendez-vous, maji zlinské moderatorky a mo-
derétofi moznost pfimého srovnani s oblibenymi moderator-
skymi osobnostmi z Brna — a dosavadnf posluchac¢ské ohlasy
svédci o spravnosti této strategie.

Uspéch brnénského regionalniho vysildni je totiZ postaven
z velké miry na infotainmentu v podani vyraznych a oblibe-
nych moderatorskych osobnosti. Tési nas (a hlavné poslu-
chace), ze vedle téch z brnénské redakce volné rozhlasové
tvorby vyrdstaji i zIinsti moderdtofi — a Ze srovnatelné oblibé
se t&i i nasi moderdtofi hudebnich poradd — a to vcetné
externich, jejichz pocet jsme (hlavné v pofadech dechové

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hudby) vyrazné rozsifili. A velky navrat dalsich osobnosti mo-
ravské hudebnf scény jsme pfipravovali celou druhou polovinu
roku, protoZe do Ceského rozhlasu Brno se vraci legendarni
Brnénsky rozhlasovy orchestr lidovych néstrojd.

Ale brnénské rozhlasové vysilani nikdy nestavélo jen na
osobnostech siroce populdrnich, pro vyznam a posldnf studia
jsou stejné daleZité osobnosti a tviirci, kteff jsou respektovani
predevsim v oblasti kultury, a to i té tzv. mensinové. Odborné
redakce — hudebni, literdrné dramaticka i oddélenf slovesné
prvovyroby — i v loniském roce pfipravovaly umélecké a kul-
turni porady jak pro vlastni regiondlni vysilani, tak i pro celo-
plosné stanice. Vyvrcholenim spolupréce viech jmenovanych
byl tzv. Napoleonsky den, kdy u pfilezitosti 200. vyroci bitvy
u Slavkova jsme z Brna vysilali na stanici CRo 3 - Vltava
Sestnactihodinovou komponovanou fresku uméleckych re-
flexi této udalosti v Ceské i svétové hudbé, literature, filosofii
a politice, prolnutou s vysilanim p¥imo z rekonstrukce bitvy.

Vysilani ze slavkovského bojisté zajistovala redakce zpra-
vodajstvi a publicistiky, jez byla po cely rok — nejen obrazné
feceno — na vSech bojistich v obou regionech. Pro jesté spo-
nocnich pohotovostf, redaktorim pfibyla povinnost upravo-
vat aktudlnf zpravy a regiondlni publicistické ¢lanky pro nase
internetové stranky. Kvdli zlinskym lokdlnim okndm redakce
zvysila pocet publicistickych relaci ,Otazky a odpovedi” i ser-
visnich pofadd. Nejrozsahlejsi porad této redakce, ,Dobré rano
z Brna”, dlouhodobé vykazuje stabilni vysokou poslechovost,
mimofadné ddlezitou pro pribéh poslechovych kfivek po
cely den.

Hudebni tvadf naseho vysilani v lofiském roce jesté
zvyraznila svou regionalitu: stoupa podil hudby z moravské
produkce, a to jak ve specializovanych hudebnich poradech
(evergreeny, jazz, folklér, folk, dechovd hudba, vazna hudba),
tak i v plochdch organizovanych pomocf selektoru. Tam hra-
jeme téméF vyhradné ceské pisnicky. Hudebnf redakce pfipra-
vila i jeden zahrani¢nf koncert: v rakouském zdmku Craffenegg
zaznél koncert Komorniho orchestru Bohuslava Martind,
ktery pfimym prenosem vysilaly dvé rakouské a dvé vefej-
nopravn{ ¢eské stanice.

reflections of this event in Czech as well as foreign music,
literature, philosophy and politics, interwoven by broadcast-
ing right from the reconstruction of the battle.

Broadcasting from the Slavkov battlefield was organized
by the section of newscasts and current affairs that were on
all battlefields — not only as metaphor — in both regions. For
even more reliable organization of these activities, the radio
introduced a new system of night shifts; a new obligation was
added to the editors, that being the preparation of current
news and regional documentary articles for our website. Be-
cause of the Zlin local gaps, the editors increased the number
of documentary programs “Questions and Replies” as well as
service programs. The biggest event of the radio — “Good
Morning from Brno”, has a long-standing and constantly high
rate of listeners, very important for the course of listening
curves during the whole day.

Last year, the music aspect of our broadcasting empha-
sized its regional nature: the ratio of music of Moravian pro-
duction increased, both in specialized music programs (ever-
greens, jazz, folklore, folk music, brass music, classical music),
and in areas organized using a selector. We play mostly Czech
songs there. The music section prepared one concert abroad
too: in the Austrian castle Graffenegg, a concert of the Cham-
ber Orchestra of Bohuslav Martin(i was held that was broad-
casted live by two Austrian and two Czech public service
radio stations.

For promotion of our regional broadcasting we chose two
successful forms, linked to the programs as closely as possible.
Such events included e.g. the regular competition “My First
Love”, also family singing competitions “Vacation at Grand-
ma’s” and “Christmas Singing” were accepted with much
success. It was really crowded with listeners at three Open
Days that were organized last year: two in Brno and one in
Zlin.

All these events would not be possible without the reliable
performance of our technical section that solve the problem
of complete connection and organization of separated local
gaps from Zlin. In cooperation with the production centre,
the technology also participated in the largest event last year,
i.e. the transfer from the SRS system to the standard radio AIS
system. This demanding action in the largest regional studio
required not only technological and software changes, but
also the “re-programming” of many employees.

In 2006 we want to intensify the regional character of
our broadcasting, which should also support further
development of the Zlin studio and involvement of BROLN
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not only in the program, but also in our promotional events.
In the artistic production for the national stations we will be
testing new stage directors; for the second half of the year we
are preparing a new program scheme of the weekend broad-
casting.

Czech Radio Ceské Bud&jovice broadcasts 15 hours of its
own programming (5:00-21:00) daily on the South Bohemian
frequency 106.4 MHz and the local frequency 88.2 MHz (for
the Dacice and Slavonice regions). In the remaining time, it
adopts the programming of Czech Radio 2 — Praha. Within
the South Bohemia Region, it has been the most successful
radio station for a long time, which is listened to by approxi-
mately every fifth South Bohemian inhabitant. The program-
ming of Czech Radio Ceské Budgjovice was stable and suc-
cessful with the listeners in 2005. Individual programming
lines followed the tradition of previous years, and the channel
has been presenting itself from the long-term perspective as
a medium with a wide-genre spectrum of radio production.

At the end of 2005, the building of Czech Radio Ceské
Budéjovice was finally approved, which meant the last step in
reconstruction of the object that had lasted for several years.

In May 2005, Czech Radio Ceské Bud&jovice commemo-
rated its 60th anniversary with a live broadcasted festive con-
cert called “Big band of Czech Radio and Evergreen Stars”.
All year round, the radio series “Fragments from the 60 Ra-
dio’s Years” commemorated the history as it remains stored in
the extensive South-Bohemian radio archive. With program-
mes about people whose lives were marked by the war,
Czech Radio Ceské Budéjovice focused mainly on the 60th
anniversary of the end of World War I1.

Operating the offices in Tabor and Prachatice proved
beneficial and the amount of information from the respective
localities in broadcasting increased. Therefore, we are con-
sidering extending the network of local redactions between
2006 and 2007. The redaction of publicistics implemented
a successful series “About addictions”. Positive response was
also raised by the series “On healthy nutrition”. In 2005, 52
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sections of continued reading were created from books by
FrantiSek Rada “When They Wrote C.K.” and “When they
wrote TGM”.

At the XIV year of the “Report” contest show, the publicis-
tics from Czech Radio Ceské Budé&jovice was very successful.
In “the Invisible actor enquiry”, the radio reading interpre-
tation that was recorded in Czech Radio Ceské Budgjovice
was awarded.

A lot of music events were broadcasted live; the new ones
include e.g. the series of advent concerts (Spiritudl Kvintet,
Stépan Rak, Pavel Sporcl, Musica Bohemica).

In the sphere of the Web, a transfer to the new appear-
ance of the pages was prepared which would bring changes
in the content as well.

Systematic digitalisation of shots from the studio sound
recording library continued.

One of the original activities was “Theatre in Radio”, a pro-
ject shared with the South Bohemian Theatre and involved
five evenings in the Studio Hall of Czech Radio Ceské Bu-
déjovice. Recordings of theatre plays were adjusted for radio
broadcasting and recorded in the presence of the audience.
Because the Studio Hall interior has not been finished yet,
the project was discontinued.

South Bohemian Thalia, the South Bohemian Studio award-
ed the traditional prize for radio acting.

In 2005, the much-visited exhibitions continued in the
rooms of the café in the radio building, where 12 regional
artists exhibited.

Czech Radio Ceské Budé&jovice prepared an Open day
and “Days with the Brass Band on the Exhibition Ground”
(Dny s dechovkou na Vystavisti) in May and August. A na-
tional contest of phonoamateurs was held in the radio studio.

Czech Radio Hradec Krélové celebrated sixty years of re-
gional broadcasting in 2005 (it was an East Bohemian transmit-
ter at the beginning, later Czechoslovak radio Hradec Kralové).

Thanks to the project “Media Cooperation Development”
approved in June, our channel received almost CZK 1.5
million from the structural EU funds within the Interreg IlIA
programme for acquiring and furnishing a transmission van.
Completion of the project is planned for June 2006. The
Doyen of the redaction, Vaclav Soucek was awarded the
journalistic Ferdinand Peroutka’s Award 2005 for his radio
feuilletons  the third position and an honourable mention.

After consulting with the programming section and
research department of Czech Radio, we have applied more
significant programming changes since March. A new type of
contact discussion programming, where listeners express their
opinions to topical events, is the “Radiofénum” broadcasted
every workday afternoon.

In 2005, we used our extensive programming archive,
gradually transformed into the digital form, to produce not
only new programmes but also memories of the 60-year
history of the channel. Another important event that we com-
memorated with a series of programmes was the sixty years
since the end of World War Il. “Growth-rings of the region”
and “Time Saloon” were devoted to both of the anniversaries.
In addition, a new series “Forts” was created (about forts in
the East-Bohemia borderland), a series of programmes with
witnesses, as well as several demanding documentary episo-
des such as “Invalid Ticket to Heaven” and “March of Death”
which ranked second in Report 2005, the review of radio
production. Much interest was raised by the second year of
the musical, entertaining, contest-type programme “Every Czech
is a Musician” for children up to 15 years of age. Winners of
the individual monthly rounds competed for the first position
in the finals in January 2006.

Great attention of the public was drawn to two of our
traditional prestigious events, XIIl. Media Ball organised toge-
ther with the newspapers Deniky Bohemia and the Congress
Centre Aldis, and the 9th year of the nationwide listeners’
enquiry “Graceful Personality of the Year”, whose winner was
the actor Radovan Lukavsky. At the same time, the gala even-
ing was a magnificent celebration of the sixty-year history of
our channel and it was broadcasted live by Czech Radio 2 —
Praha as well.

Expres R 60 was the name of a contest for the summer
holidays. It was involved in the series of celebrations of our
sixtieth anniversary. Listeners answered questions with regio-
nal topics related to radio history. A correct answer meant an
opportunity to choose a number of an imaginary compartment
where valuable prices were prepared. Like in previous years
and in cooperation with the ZOO in Dvir Krdlové nad La-
bem, we addressed the visitors of this garden and distributed
80,000 contest and enquiry tickets among them promoting
our programme. In the September the festival “Ji¢in — the City
of Fairy Tales”, we presented ourselves with an hour-pro-
gramme on the main stage in cooperation with actors from
the Drak Theatre in Hradec Kralové. By means of live broad-
casting and Radioclubs, we supported other important cultu-
ral events as well, however, their presentation here would re-
quire several pages.

In 2005, Czech Radio Hradec Krélové dealt with verbal
artistic production as well. In the “Time Salon” series, there
was e.g. a seven-part reading from “India” by J. Vagner, a lite-
rary documentary episodes from “Turf Ballad” by V. Zajic,
a radio play “And So | Went” by A. Gsolhoffer, and a literary
episode “May the Theatre Be Greeted” by J. Soucek.

In the course of the year, changes continued in the R1
production workplace. The old multi-track digital recording
Soundscape was replaced by Pro Tools Digi02 system. A sig-
nificant change in the activities of the technical department
of Czech Radio Hradec Krdlové was brought about by open-
ing the reconstructed hall of the Hradec Kralové Philharmonic
Orchestra. We provided live broadcasting from the festival of
“A Music Forum of Hradec Kralove 2005” for Czech Radio 3 —
Vltava. It meant a relatively significant shifting of the technical
equipment of our channel to the overhead sound in the
building of the Hradec Krélové Philharmonic Orchestra, which
is not ready yet. In 2006 we are preparing an even closer
cooperation with the Hradec Kralové Philharmonic Orchestra.

2005 was a good year for Czech Radio Hradec Krélové.
Among other things, the listening rate rose in the daily as well
as weekly figures, the market share was bigger and the plan-
ned results from operations were achieved. | am pleased that
I can thank not only my colleagues and external co-workers
for that, but also our dear listeners.

In 2005, Czech Radio Olomouc succeeded to fully con-
firm its position last-year as the most listened to regional
channel in the region. We were listened to by 86,000 lis-
teners (WR), and 60,000 (DR), and even though the results
from the last measurements were traditionally weaker (sum-
mer), we passed the test. In all respects, we emphasised variety
and the statutory character of our broadcasting, and our
effort to stabilise the programming as well as the focus on re-
gional programmes, news service, and publicistics was paid
back... Our hard work was appreciated not only by listeners
but also by experts: the redactor Radka Kvasnickovd received
an honourable mention in the contest of the Governmental
Committee for Physically Handicapped Citizens for her pro-
gramme Apatyka, which mapped the world of autistic child-
ren in a non-traditional way. Then she was nominated for the
Award of “Forum of Donors for Journalists” for her con-
tribution to the development of philanthropy in the Czech
Republic. Editor Ivana Pustéjovskd was awarded 1st prize in
the category of radio reports on the topic of refugees by a high-
ranking OSN Commissary for refugees for her series “Our
Countrymen”, devoted to the life of Erika Pedretti.

Our channel’s programming fulfils our main slogan “Czech
Radio Olomouc — your Moravian Radio”. We know from the
listeners” responses that this term took well and we are very
pleased about that. Off-air promoting was also comple-
mented successfully with picture graphics by the graphic artist
Véclav Hradecky, which involved the slogan “Love Your Ra-
dio”; and we will develop this trend also in the future.

We continued in presenting traditional projects in the re-
gion: “A Good Shot From ...” cities and communities in the
Olomouc region, “From Pradéd to the Hand Region”, “Walk-

" ou

ing for Moravian songs”, “Wandering in the Country”, “Map-
ping”, “Moravian Cultural Weekly”, “A Week in our Region”,
“Our Reporters’ Notes “ or “Written by Life”. Listeners also
follow the new magazine “Country Overview” which deals
with the countryside and the publicistic “Curious Microphone”.

This year we included several publicistic cycles, where the
listeners could look into the past of our region: “Folk Year”,
“Mythological Year” and “Famous Visits to Olomouc”. An-
other regional series “Technical Sights of Moravia and Silesia”
continued, lively response was received by the regular pro-
gramme “Come to Talk” broadcasted in the Hana dialect.
Local topics were further presented in the morning docu-
mentary series “Between Heaven and Earth”. Our presen-
tation of regional music which we record ourselves continued
successfully.

Redaction of the news service strengthened the
organisational structure this year. We saw how useful the
editorial system which we had built last year was. The result is

a news service which keeps up with the other regional chan-
nels of Czech Radio as well as other media. The priorities of
the news reporters still include: quickness, truthfulness, high-
quality, communicativeness and humanity.

The publicistic broadcasting of Czech Radio Olomouc
maintains high quality. We are pleased that the series on
confessions of important Moravians “All Our Countrymen”
are successful with the listeners; reportages “Written by Life”
are also of good standard, as well as the “small” publicistic
formats such as “Our Reporters' Notes” or reportages in the
programme “A Week in the Region”. The most popular dis-
cussion forum is “Hot Purée” where the listeners can express
their opinions to current problems openly.

Czech Radio Olomouc contributes significantly to the edu-
cation of listeners. In particular the language column “Around
the Czech Language”, the health service magazine “Apothe-
cary”, “Wandering to a Moravian Song”, the programmes
“Folk Year” and “Mythological Year”, “Wandering in the
Country”, “Curious Microphone”, “Between Heaven and
Earth”. One of the traditional instructional programmes is
“Calendarium”. We broadcast “Plantain” magazine for the
physically handicapped, the religious related “Christian Echo-
es”, a daily offer of free jobs, stock market listeners can also
benefit from “Studio Contact” and a “Dating Service”. An
overview of cultural events is offered in “Moravian Cultural
Weekly”, “Film Magazine” or in the new magazine “To the
Theatre” sport events are covered in special reports. Czech
Radio Olomouc keeps its Sunday programme for children
“Fairytales and Plays”. Entertainment in 2005 brought a new
Regina’s serial “Tune in Fun”, infotainment “Strong Coffee”,
contest programmes “Who's the Feast?”, “Nails”, “We lived
and Live”, “Meeting with Literature”. Entertaining elements
can also be found in the talk show “Vane” and the travelling
magazine “Up to the End of the World”, the very amusing
men's “Life in Trousers” or ladies’ “Lady Magazine”. Listeners
appreciate feuilletons by the writer Roman Ludva “With
Head and Heel” as well as “Minute for You” or the section
“Wake up Smiling” with a selection of gags and jokes for the
day.

This year as for innovations was marked by strengthening
the broadcasting with small periodical elements that enriched
the stream and block programmes in particular.

We have succeeded in keeping the trend of the regionally
tuned artistic production for several years now. The successful
programme “Meeting with Literature” continues, for which
28 new dramatised reading sections were created in the total
length of more than 700 minutes. We also created cycles and
solitaires for special broadcasting. They involve e.g. pro-
ducing the play which won in last-year’s radio literary contest:

“Do You Hear Me?” by Tereza Semotamovd, then the
read-ing: “All | Really Need to Know | Learned in
Kindergarten” by Robert Fulghum, the reading: “There Were
Many Storks in Africa” by the local author Drahoslava
Svobodovd, a poetry line “Between the Flatland and the
Hills”, the two-part read-ing: “You, Jurors of Athens” by
Viktor Fischl, and a fairytale cycle: “Tales from String Buttons”
by Miroslav Kobza. For the purpose of broadcasting on Czech
Radio Olomouc, more than 40 hours of artistic programming
were created at our studio.

At the beginning of the year, a self-service recording room
was finished, equipped by technology, and put into
operation. Problems with the DALET system from the
previous period did not return, but the problematic server
was preventively replaced by another one at the system
upgrade to a higher version. Within the upgrade, the
workstation DALET was complemented with the R2
overhead, and the possibility of automatic sound import from
other systems into DALET was added (making work
procedures more effective, removing routine tasks).

All-year hard work of promotional and marketing activities
was topped by the “Christmas Contest for a Home Cinema
and 555 other prizes”. This event, connected with direct e-
mail all over the Olomouc region, was organised in close
cooperation with the daily newspaper MF Dnes.

As in the past, we participated in the release of CD Blues
Alive - to the international blues festival in Sumperk.
Announcing “the Radio and Literary Contest of Czech Radio
Olomouc” was also an interesting initiative for the purpose
of supporting young talents.

Even if | list only the breakthrough and exceptional
moments and events of 2005 at Czech Radio Olomouc, all
365 days were filled with hard work and the continuous
search for the best for the programme offer, artistic
production, technologic solutions as well as the everyday
operation of the whole channel. At this point | usually thank
the listeners for their loyalty and favour, and the colleagues
for all the good work.

The year 2005 was marked in Czech Radio Ostrava by
a positive stabilisation and extending the varied programming
format of the channel which had been significantly adjusted
in the previous year. After a decrease at the beginning of the
year, the listening rate results were improving during the rest
of the year.

We continued the tradition of live broadcasting and re-
cording attractive music concerts, and again we produced an
immense volume of external as well as studio music to be
used not only in our own broadcasting but also in the pro-
grammes of the nationwide stations of Czech Radio as well as
in the EBU exchange network.

Redactors from the News Service and Publicistics, and
from Music and Free Radio Production redactions showed
again that their journalistic work is of a constantly high stan-
dard, which can be seen in the repeatedly highest amount of
reportages taken up and broadcasted on the stations of Czech
Radio 1 — Radiozurnal and Czech Radio 3 — Vltava of all the
regional stations of Czech Radio.

Music programmes and music production have long be-
longed to the strongest features of the Czech Radio Studio in
Ostrava. In the programming spectrum of specialised pro-
gramming, no important music genre is missing, and we en-
riched our broadcasting with attractive live concerts by people
from the Czech as well as the Slovak popular scene last year:
Pavol Hammel and his band Pridy, the Rock and Roll Band
of Marcel Woodmann, Robert Kiestan and his Druhd Trava
Band, Ivan Hlas, Eva Pilarovd, Iva Bittova, or the Nefez Band.

Positive response met the live broadcasting of performan-
ces by the Jandcek Philharmonic Orchestra, Eva Dfizgova-
JiruSovd, Schola Cregoriana, and the festive concert from the
International Folklore Festival in Straznice.

In the sphere of verbal production, one of the exceptional
artistic works, without any doubt, is the radio adaptation of
the already cult theatre performance “Tésin Sky” featuring
actors from the Czech as well as the Polish stage of the Tésin
Theatre and the radio adaptation of 12 parts of original
feuilletons written by an anonymous author and named
“Ostravak’s Diary” whose printed version became one of the
bestsellers in 2005.

As for the production and technology, one of the import-
ant successes was the smooth and complete transfer process
of the work in the AlS redaction system, and the demanding
technologic preparations before starting the complete digitali-
sation process of the extensive audio archive of Czech Radio
Ostrava.

At the end of 2005, the 1st phase of the planned general
reconstruction of Czech Radio Ostrava buildings was finished
at a cost of CZK 6 million which involved a new passenger
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lift, new lavatories on all floors of the building at Dr. Smerala
2, and the reconstruction of the central parts of the corridors.

The main objectives of the channel in 2006 include main-
taining the rising trend in the number of regular listeners,
implementing the 2nd phase of the construction-technolo-
gical reconstruction of the channel buildings, successful ac-
complishment of the election broadcasting in the period before
the election of the Chamber of Deputies of the Czech Parlia-
ment, and strengthening the position of Czech Radio Ostrava
in the regional radio market.

2005 was the third year of independent broadcasting of
Czech Radio Pardubice. The main milestone of this period
was the transition to CartMaster, a new broadcasting system.
Together with that, the channel adjusted the programming
scheme more towards the small news service, live entries and
contact with the listeners. It took place on 1 February 2005.
The increase of self-promotional activities of the channel
during the summer months is also noteworthy. Unfortunately,
these measures did not have any significant influence on the
increase in the amount of listeners, and the observed indi-
cators stagnated more or less all year round.

In the news relations, we consistently observe the em-
phasis on regional events. The channel is traditionally inten-
sively devoted to sports. With the adjusted programming
scheme, the stoppages of long publicistic units were slightly
shortened. The music programme “Regional Selection” was
an excellent idea. The original several-minute-long window
demonstrating the music production of local bands has chan-
ged into a one-hour programme since the autumn of 2005.
All through 2005, the channel received playlists from Czech
Radio Regina, a channel from Praha. Since the beginning of
2006, it plans the formation of its own playlists. 80 per cent
of the dramaturgy will be similar to the original one. The
regional music will get more space.

This channel, originally an infotainment format, succeeded
in 2005 to shift towards other forms of radio activities. Wider
cooperation with the festival Smetana's Litomysl is also note-
worthy (its own recording of the concert), year-round coope-
ration with the East Bohemian Theatre (a series of chamber
programmes “A Complaisant Evening with a Book”), or the
geographical talk show “I Have Experienced That” whose co-
author is the violin virtuoso Jaroslav Svéceny.

We appreciated the cooperation with Czech Radio Re-
gion/Regina and with Czech Radio Hradec Kralové. The first
mentioned channel is still the “mother base” of the Czech
Radio Pardubice. It delivers full night programming including
news reports. The colleagues from Czech Radio Hradec Kra-
lové are helping the ones in Pardubice as well.

The size of the team reached the optimum in March
2005. At present, there are 13 employees and 12 external
co-workers at the station. The number of employees cor-
responds at the moment to the programming needs and
possibilities of the studio space. With regard to the planned
extension of the programming as well as the marketing acti-
vity of the channel in 2006, it will be necessary to start further
negotiating with the management of Czech Radio on extend-
ing the Czech Radio Pardubice team a little.

The change to CartMaster broadcasting system can be
considered as unambiguously positive. Compared to the ori-

Za zminku stojf Sirsi spoluprdce s festivalem Smeta-
nova Litomysl (vlastni realizace zdznamu koncertu), celoro¢ni
spoluprace s Vychodoceskym divadlem (seridl komornich po-
fadl Laskavy vecer s knizkou) nebo zemépisna talkshow Zazil
jsem to, jejimz spoluautorem je houslovy virtuos Jaroslav Sve-
ceny.

Velmi kladné hodnotime spolupraci s CRo Region/Regina
a s CRo Hradec Krélové. Prvnf stanice je stale ,matefskou za-
kladnou” pardubického rozhlasu. Dodédva kompletni no¢ni
program vcetné zpravodajskych relaci. Stejné tak kolegové
z CRo Hradec Kralové podavaji pardubickym pomocnou ruku.
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Velikost tymu se v bfeznu 2005 dostala do optimalniho
stavu.

Ginal solution Dalet, there has been a great jump forwards in
terms of quality. Broadcasting is stable, there are no technical
failures. The only technical problem is the insufficient signal
coverage in the north-east part of the Pardubice region. We
hope to succeed in our plan of installing additional trans-
mitters for this region in 2006.

The largest marketing events of the channel certainly
include weekend programming at the Aviatic Fair or Velkd
Pardubickd Horse Racing. Only briefly, we can mention the
tens of other media cooperation initiatives in the cultural
sphere as well as in sports, the youth, and in particular
charity. Pardubice Radio supports all the Children’s Homes in
the region on a long-term basis, as well as a hot line for
people in need (Linka Duvéry), special schools for the han-
dicapped, abylimpionics, Institutes of social care, asylum
houses, etc. For many of these partners Czech Radio is the
only medium that gives them chance to inform the public
about their activities.

Despite the older age structure of its listeners, the channel
devotes increased attention to the Internet. Traditionally, it
filled two web portals at once with complete news service
(www.rozhlas.cz/pardubice — the basic portal of the channel,
www.pardubickysport.cz — a sports portal mapping in detail
the sport activities in the region where all the Sports News
Service of the channel is stored including what was already
broadcasted).

As the first regional channel of Czech Radio, we started
offering the service “Wish Radio”. Listeners can use a comp-
lete archive of all the larger programming channels in their
original sound form (publicistic, music channels, sports). The
archive will not be deleted, which means the possibility of
returning to any of the programmes stored since the project’s
implementation (summer 2005).

Another important Internet activity of the channel is send-
ing information e-mails — newsletters. It is a common project
of Czech Radio Pardubice and a private subject. Users do not
have to search Internet pages but they receive the necessary
information via e-mail. In the future, we consider the com-
mercial use of this service. The address is www.rozhlasova-
ebrana.cz.

As for the quality of the broadcasted programming and its
popularity with the listeners, the year 2005 can be consi-
dered the most successful year of the new history of Czech
Radio Plzen so far. Even though the channel went through
a great personnel crisis at the end of 2004 as well as during
several months in 2005, there is no doubt that the quality of
programming as well as of other organisational criteria incre-
ased. Events of the previous year deserve a more compre-
hensible as well as more objective assessment because our
experience can help other divisions of Czech Radio in their
effort to shift towards a more modern public service media.

The greatest change of the programming scheme was the
already exhausted and low-quality sections between 8 and 9
a.m. on workdays, and introducing a longer contact and
service section “We Will Give You Advice”. Every day a diffe-
rent topic, but in the same style, always in the presence of
a specialist in the given field.

Almost every hour of the broadcasting, there was a place
for one of the publicistic genres; we included small topics
closer to the life of the listeners as well. Repeats were limited
only to the traditionally established and successful ones.
Without any doubt, the broadcasting is lighter, we experi-
enced for ourselves in the past that the regional listener has to
be addressed in a different way than the listener of Czech Ra-
dio 1 — Radiozurnél, Czech Radio 3 — Vltava or Czech Radio 6.
Disrespecting this differentiation is punished by the lack of
listener’s interest. However, this does not mean that a more
demanding subject is not acceptable for us, the main point is
only a comprehensible presentation.

The background music played an important part, while
we constantly improved the planning and announcing system
for all of the programming. Several of these changes took
place already in the fourth quarter of 2004, as | mentioned in
the 2004 annual report. After reading this information, | can
say that | do not have to change hardly anything in its con-
clusions or expectations for 2005.

Long-term contests, where the listeners were enriched
significantly with knowledge of regional personalities and pla-
ces, were successful for the first time only in 2005, and then
two high-quality contests also took place — all through the
summer, there was the weekly “Secret Trip”, and then the
“Mysterious Personality” in December.

If I criticised our News Service in the last yearbook, | can
declare that there has been some improvement. No big sub-
jects such as floods or elections were needed, on the con-
trary, our news redactors found interesting topics in the life of
the region and particularly in the communities, gradually and
in a constantly improved presentation. The results of long-
term voice instructions become apparent, the work of editors
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improved as well as the choice of “Topics of the Day”, which
were much closer to the lives of West Bohemia inhabitants.
Lack of standing “regional” reporters remained (only two
deliver the news regularly today), however, the long-term
operated, weekly “Travelling Radio” led the listeners to larger
or smaller localities of both the regions and they could
observe the living conditions, success and failures of the inha-
bitants, all day long, with a climax in an evening discussion.

We are not completely satisfied with the form of the News
whose content has not improved, but including the regional
news at the beginning has brought the image of a better
usefulness for the listeners. Obviously, there is only little really
regional news, mostly local information is ranking in the
News, and only after that the serious Republic and Inter-
national News are broadcasted. The topicality of the Sports
News has improved, but not the monotony of news readers.

| can say that no serious event in both regions missed our
news service and that the listeners receive a generally balan-
ced, mostly objective, even if brief overview of life inside as
well as beyond the region. Organisationally, a system of ser-
vices and emergencies was created, so that no serious event
misses us, not even at the weekend, and they could be
quickly passed to the nationwide stations, in particular to
Czech Radio 1. Important news initiatives include the detail-
ed observation of the Techno Party in the region, important
investment and reconstruction events, anniversaries and jubi-
lees related to the half-round year, cultural first runs, contests
and festivals in both regions.

In the last quarter, the channel received a grant from the
European Commission for media in the amount of more than
CZK 0.5 million which will be realised during 2006 under the
name European Meetings.

Our employees received several prestigious awards: The
EUROREGIO EGRENSIS award for 2005 went to Zdenék
Trnka for the long-term activity in improvement and deve-
lopment of Czech-German relations. The China Radio Award
was received by Lubomir Smatana for his contribution to the
development of China-Czech relations during his internship
at China Radio in 2003 — 2004. Honourable Mention went to
Miroslav Buridnek in the 8th year of journalistic contest “Me-
dia in Support of Sights” for his programme series “Trips with
the Vltava River”. Second Prize was given to Ondfej Vaculik
in the same contest for the series “Trips with the Vltava River”
section “The extinct industry in Krusné Hory”. In the national
contest show Report 2005, O. Vaculik ranked Second for his
publicistic programme “To the Springs of Mze river”. In the
same show, M. Buridnek ranked Third for his documentary
“Scaffold in Becov”. In Report 2005, the journalist Kvéta
Bodéllova was awarded Third Place in the category of daily
journalism as well as for the programme “A Vietnamese
Woman with a Chodsky Dialect”

2005 brought a boom, and twice in succession the histo-
ric First Place among the nationwide as well as regional chan-
nels in the West in most of the observed categories. For the
first time in the | quarter, and for the second time in the Il and
Il quarters, moreover, with an immense 18.1% share in the
Plzen region. Even the end of the year, despite a slight de-
crease of the listening rate, confirmed our first position in
West Bohemia.

The complex digital overhead R 2 was put into operation
already in January, after the complete reconstruction, and it
was furnished with a Yamaha DM 2000 board and a software
recorder /editor Digidesign ProTools 6 TDM. The extensive
equipment of the complex and its acoustic parameters are
suitable for the widest sound production. Installing the Dalet
broadcasting system enables us to manage regular broad-
casting from both of the studios, which is done regularly.

After several years of much effort, we gained the rest of the
covering frequencies for the city and the surrounding of Ta-
chov (106.3 MHz / 200 W) which would help the listeners to
better listening comfort after the termination of broadcasting
on medium waves where we have a lot of supporters.

In the course of the year, four news reporters discontinued
their activities for station, mostly leaving for better working
and financial perspectives, also outside the Republic. As in
previous years, we accepted new redactors, mostly without
work experience. A new general editor was appointed who
made positive use of his radio experience.

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Rok 2005 by se dal nazvat pro program stanic CRo Regina
a CRo Region, Stredocesky kraj rokem stabiliza¢nim. Koncem
roku 2004 doslo k obméné ¢asti vrcholového vedeni stanic
a byla provedena reorganizace a persondini audit tak, aby
organizacni struktura lépe odpovidala jejich zadani a poslant.

2005 could be called a stabilisation year for the program-
ming of the stations Czech Radio Regina and Czech Radio
Region, Central Bohemia. At the end of 2004, part of the top
management of the stations was replaced and a reorgani-
sation took place as well as a personal audit so that the
organisational structure better corresponded to their setting
and mission. During 2005, both the stations succeeded in
profiling such a programme which would provide the liste-
ners with objective and comprehensive information about
their region. Part of the long-term programming strategy in
2005 was offering the listeners not only information but also
a high-quality, tasteful and non-pandering archive of entertain-
ment.

Personally, | focused on the programming, on strength-
ening the role of the News Service and publicistics in the
broadcasting. | am deeply convinced that the future of the
station from Praha in particular, i.e. Regina, is in a successive
diversion from the entertainment formats and a move to-
wards the more or less metropolitan radio with the emphasis
on information from Praha in the widest possible sense. In
relation to the increase of concessionary fees, and upon the
appeal of the General Director V. Kasik, | prepared a con-
ception of broadcasting for the Regina station based on the
above mentioned principles. The conception for 2006 was
approved at the end of 2005, and implementing it would be
another impetus not only for me, but for all employees of
Czech Radio Regina and Region, Central Bohemia.

In the atmosphere of these activities, we succeeded in
creating a standing studio in the second half of the year at the
Municipal Authority of the capital Prague, which is used for
news service and discussion programmes, mapping current
events in Prague in the presence of Prague representatives,
experts as well as listeners via a constant telephone line where
they can call contributions into the discussion. A regular pub-
licistic weekly “On Sight” was incorporated into the scheme
of the Regina channel, which depicts in reportage form the
problematic or inconsistent moments and situations of the
public life of common Prague citizens.

Together with the effort to improve the broadcasting of
both the stations, we do not forget the promotions either.
One of the most interesting and for the marketing most be-
neficial events in 2005 was the third year of “Karlin Film
Summer” during which we projected about 50 films, which
were often previews of foreign films that had not been distri-
buted yet. Individual film projections were connected with
jazz production and so a natural public centre was created
from the historic building of Czech Radio in Prague Karlin.
Open Day in Regina also met with a high visit rate and the
listeners could not only see the off-stage of radio broadcasting
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there, but they were having fun in the cultural programme
which we prepared for them in our garden as well. For the
station Czech Radio Region, Central Bohemia, we prepared
a lot of contact marketing — programming events, such as “Go
Go Choo-Choo” (in cooperation with Czech Railways CD),
“Wandering to Castles and Manor Houses”, etc.

The programming as well as the marketing strategy of
Czech Radio Regina and Region, Central Bohemia corres-
ponds to the demands of the listeners who we decided to
address, with the emphasis on the statutory mission of Czech
Radio.

Czech Radio Region, Vysocina has three and a half years
of existence behind it and it is getting stronger. After a large
programming emancipation, the music dramaturgy was eman-
cipated in the autumn of 2005. The music playlist, which so
far had been taken from Czech Radio Regina, was replaced
by our own playlist which we create with respect to the music
preferences of the listeners, aged 40 — 60, in the Vysocina
region. | consider this change, the last step to full quality
regional broadcasting in the Vysocina region.

More than on introducing new programming elements,
we focused on settling and chasing the current scheme of
programmes. Because most of the programming elements are
new (1-2 years), we did not initiate any significant changes
and we rather tried to let the listener become use to the
broadcasting scheme, so that they were not stressed by the
necessity to get used to new elements. They were logically in
abundance at the very beginning of the channel, when its
programming was formed. A speciality of Czech Radio Re-
gion is the second year of the project “Close View of the
Region” — live broadcasting via ISDN Kodek from interesting
events and places in the Vysocina region. In the course of the
year, we visited 13 places in our region. The series of live
broadcasting was begun on May in Zd4r nad Sézavou where
the annual exhibition of “Vysocina’s Garden” takes place. We
did not miss Pelhfimov and its “Festival of Records and Curio-
sities” either, the UNESCO celebrations in Trebi¢, or Havli¢-
kiv Brod and the “Handball Help” event.

Own music planning enabled us to insert “Songs From
Your Region” in a more sophisticated way, i.e. songs by local
authors and bands, which we had broadcasted from the very
beginning of the channel. “Regiondda”, the hit parade of
regional music has become renown among the regional
musicians during the three and a half years of its existence,
which can be seen in the extending offer of new songs as well
as the number of voting listeners. In this way, Regionada is
a unique forum for the local musicians, where they can pre-
sent their own production as well as learn about the pro-
duction of their colleagues. The established contacts were
used in a music contest “Confession to the Region”. Anybody
could join who wrote and recorded a song about our region.
More than 25 songs related to Vysocina or its parts were
created.

Unfortunately, | have to admit that Czech Radio Region
suffers an excessive fluctuation of employees. Just this year,
two news reporters, two redactors, and two technicians left,
which had a significant effect on the small “Jihlava” team. All
the more, our emphasis is on bringing up young “radio staff”.
The first year of the Summer School of Journalism in Hav-
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lickliv Brod is an example. During 14 summer days, thirty
secondary school students attended lectures by renowned
journalists, media experts and college lecturers. In addition to
the studio work, students experienced the work of a redactor
in the terrain. The climax of the course was the students
broadcasting on Czech Radio Region. We expect that
cooperating with the best students will continue even in the
future and a reservoir of human resources will be created
which is still missing in the Vysocina region. The first year of
the Summer School of Journalism should not remain the only
one.

Replacing the broadcasting software Dalet for the more
reliable and simpler CartMaster showed itself as a very posi-
tive change. During one-year of operation of the new software,
no serious failures occurred which would cause a breakdown
of broadcasting. At the same time, CartMaster is more flexible
and enables broadcasting from the terrain as well.

From the tens of events, | would like to point out at least
one which surpassed our expectation. The Bethlehem making
tradition of Vysocina was to be commemorated by building
a large Bethlehem of the region where the figures were added
by Trest Bethlehem makers together with our listeners. At the
end, more than 238 enthusiasts collected together more than
300 figures, each one being more beautiful than the other.
Thanks to the skills of our listeners, the Bethlehem of the
region entered the Czech Book of Guinness Records as the
Bethlehem created by the largest amount of creators.

The listening rate results have been a disappointment so
far. The number of listeners reached the climax in the spring;
unfortunately, it decreased again in the following measure-
ments and returned to the level of the previous year. To
achieve growth, the programming committee approved per-
forming drastic changes in the morning as well as afternoon
block in 2006. Standard stream broadcasting will be replaced
by thematic blocks based on the personality of the mode-
rator. The blocks will be filled mostly by interviews with
guests and contact with the listeners. The moderator will
change from an “announcer of reports and mover of the
events” to a co-author and “leader” of the broadcasting.
Reorganising the channel will also be important the current
team consisting exclusively of redactors and journalists will be
adjusted so that it is able to provide a more varied program-
me. To address new listeners, the transmitter covering the city
should serve from May in Trebi¢, the second largest city in
the Vysocina region.

Everything in the festive atmosphere of celebrating the
60th anniversary of regular radio broadcasting in Northern
Bohemiawithout exaggeration — that characterises Czech Radio
Sever in 2005. The key event of the year at the opportunity of
a round anniversary was opening the disconnected broad-
casting for the Liberec and Jablonec regions. 30 May was the
historic date when we started the everyday broadcasting of
three news relations and two programmes of news publicis-
tics by means of two local transmitters.

The Liberec redaction was strengthened with two employe-
es in relation to the disconnected broadcasting (a producer
and a news reporter for Czech Lipsko) and three new exter-
nal co-workers (moderators of the disconnected broadcast-
ing blocks). After the initial technical difficulties due to the
change of signal distribution methods, we succeeded to elimi-
nate the occasional failures of disconnected programming.
Liberec broadcasting was operated from the currently rented
rooms in Lidové Sady, while completion work on the building
in the Zelené Udoli Quarter began at the end of the year.

Czech Radio Sever succeeded in confirming its except-
ional qualitative position among the regions in news service
when it became the most important news supplier for the na-
tionwide ranges of Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl and Praha
again. From the very beginning, the redactors of the channel
have actively participated in the broadcasting of the new di-
gital stations — Cesko and Leonardo. We extended the co-
operation with Czech Radio 2 — Praha which started to take
the music programme Oldies Club Ivana Dolejsiho, and our

Divadla Archa v uprchlickém tdbote v Bélé pod Bezdézem.

I v roce 2005 jsme pokracovali ve spoluprdci se saskym
vefejnopravnim rozhlasovym domem MDR. P¥ispévky z Né-
mecka se pravidelné objevovaly ve dvojjazycné vysilaném
Cesko-némeckém magazinu ,Sousedé”. Od listopadu jsme
navic do vysilani zafadili pravidelny telefondt od nasi redak-
torky z Némecka, komentujici aktualni déni v némeckém pfi-
hranicf.

Novinky a zmény ve vysilani bohuZzel nestacily na elimi-
naci celkového vyznéni programu stanice a na zatraktivnénf
jeho poslechu. Zatimco na zacétku roku se ndm podafilo zo-
pakovat historické maximum poctu dennich posluchact, v pri-
béhu roku jsme postupné posluchace ztraceli.

redaction and moderators cooperated in October on all-day
broadcasting of Czech Radio 2 - Praha from Ceska Lipa region.

Since the beginning of the year, we have innovated the
programme with the aim of extending the cultural broad-
casting and regional publicistics and making the selection of
guests in the broadcasting more attractive. We introduced
Cultural Diary, a workday programme mapping the regional
culture, then a weekend programme Morning Gathering (Do-
polednf posezenf) connecting the learning of new, interesting
places in the region with a traditional section on gastronomy,
hobbies and life-style. Regional sports topics focused more on
the lower contests and “minority” sports.

As for the publicistics, we created and broadcasted two
publicistic series documenting the 60th anniversary of World
War Il in Northern Bohemia and the 60th anniversary of North-
ern Bohemia regional broadcasting. Extraordinarily, two pub-
licistic documentaries originated — the first for the anniversary
of 21 August 1968, documenting the events related to the fall
of a Soviet helicopter near Mile$ovka in Ceské Stredohoff, the
second at the opportunity of introducing the Archa Theatre in
the refugee camp in Béld pod Bezdézem.

In 2005, we continued in our cooperation with the Saxon
statutory radio house MDR. Contributions from Germany ap-
peared regularly in the bilingual broadcasting of the Czech-
German magazine “Neighbours”. Since November, we have
also involved the regular telephone calls of our redactor from
Germany commenting on the current events in the German
border country.

Unfortunately, the news and changes in the broadcasting
were not enough to eliminate the final image of the channel
programming and to make its listening more attractive. While
we succeeded in repeating the historic maximum of the
number of daily listeners at the beginning of the year, we
were losing the listeners in the course of the year.

As for the promotions, we continued to take part in tra-
ditional events (exhibitions and “Bohemian Garden” in Lito-
méfice, the music festival Trampska Porta in Usti nad Labem,
“Open Day within the European Heritage Days”, the “Folk
Run” in Louny, as well as in preparing special activities. And
especially the already mentioned celebrations of the 60th
anniversary of radio broadcasting in North Bohemia (a series
on broadcasting history, a birthday contest, a strong pro-
motion of the anniversary in the regional press, a meeting of
former and current employees of the channel).

During the year, we extended the Internet broadcasting
presentation. In connection with the introduction of detach-
ed broadcasting for the Liberec and Jablonec regions, indi-
vidual pages for the Liberec region were created. Gradually,
we extended the pages with “Radio on Demand”.

The objective for 2006 is extending the signal coverage of
the Liberec Region and finishing the construction of the new
residence of the Czech Radio redaction in Liberec.

Rok 2005 znamenal zasadni zménu v oblasti digitdlntho
vysilani rozhlasu a televize v Ceské republice, nebot doglo k fak-
tickému zahajenf fadného vysilani v systému digitaIni pozem-
ské televize DVB-T, a tedy k nastartovdni digitalizace u nas.
Cesky rozhlas byl piimym zi¢astnénym na tomto kroku, jeho
programy se staly soucasti historicky prvniho fadného progra-
mového baliku (multiplexu), ktery byl v Praze spustén do vy-
silani dne 21. 10. 2005.

Cesky rozhlas jiz v minulych letech povaZoval problema-

Year 2005 meant a fundamental change in the sphere of di-
gital radio and television broadcasting in the Czech Republic
because of the factual introduction of the regular broadcasting
in the system of digital terrestrial television DVB-T, and thus to
starting the digitalisation in our country. Czech Radio was a di-
rect participant in this step, its programmes became a part of
the historically first regular programming package (multiplex),
which was put into operation in Praha on 21 October 2005.

Czech Radio considered the digital broadcasting issue as
one of the important ways of strategic development, and so
the programmes of Czech Radio were represented in the
experiments with all three technological systems of the ter-
restrial digital broadcasting, i.e. T-DAB (1999 — 2002), DVB-T
(2001 - 2005), and DRM (2004).

In relation to the acceleration of the legislative process
which led to accepting the “Law on Electronic Communica-
tion” and the partial changes of other important laws, par-
ticular steps were introduced within the broadcasting at the
turn of 2004 and 2005 as a preparation for the digital broad-
casting. The “Concept of Czech Radio Digital Broadcasting”
was prepared where all the basic efforts of the broadcasting in
the programming sphere were introduced including new stations
emerged, as well as technical, technological, legislative and mar-
keting, and then two work groups were created whose activities
were targeted at realising the legislative, programming and
technological aspects of digital broadcasting.

In March and April, two new stations were prepared — Czech
Radio Radio Cesko, a news channel, and Czech Radio D-dur,
a classical music channel. These channels were planned to be
opened on air on 1 May 2005, however, only Internet broad-
casting of the stations was put into operation due to the legis-
lative restriction (a portal, web pages, audio streaming).

In July and August, the preparations began for opening
another new channel — Czech Radio Leonardo which started
broadcasting on 1 September 2005, again by means of the
Internet. The programming of the channel deals with popular
educational and science and instructional programmes. Thanks
to the interconnection with the Internet division, this channel
is focused on a providing of content in the multimedia platform
from the very beginning.

During September and October, we succeeded in over-
coming the legislative difficulties and Czech Radio gained
approval for the broadcasting of its current as well as new
programmes via the digital broadcasting network. 21 October
2005 was the official opening day of the regular (commercial)
operation of DVB-T broadcasting in the Multiplex A network
at Prague on two transmitters with radio programmes Czech
Radio 2 — Praha, Czech Radio 3 - Vltava, Czech Radio D-dur,
Czech Radio — Radio Cesko, Czech Radio Leonardo.
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The problems of broadcasting on the T-DAB radio system
is more complicated from the perspective of the frequency
use, regular operation is still not possible. At the opportunity
of the World DAB forum annual assembly at Prague (3 — 4 No-
vember 2005), Czech Radio participated in the monthly ex-
perimental T-DAB broadcasting operation. Even if the broad-
casting was more of a demonstrative character and several
technical issues were being checked, certain response was re-
ceived from the media as well as from experts. One of the
interesting facts was the introduction of video broadcasting on
the DMB system (Digital Multimedia Broadcasting). Within
the DAB forum discussion, the participation and presentation
of Czech Radio activities was greatly appreciated. Similarly,
the promotional activities of Czech Radio in connection with
the digital broad-casting included participating in the fair In-
vex/Digitex in Brno where e.g. the real operation of the broad-
casting channel Czech Radio Radio Cesko was presented.

After that Czech Radio prepared and opened the fourth
digital station, Czech Radio 4 — Radio Wave, which started trial
broadcasting on 1st December 2005 and full operation in
January 2006.

As of 9 February 2006, the regular broadcasting of the
DVB-T network A was extended to the region of Brno and Ostra-
va, and the digital offer of Czech Radio was complemented
with programmes of Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl and of Czech
Radio 4 — Radio Wave. This resulted in covering roughly 34%
of the population by four new digital programmes of Czech
Radio and in achieving the objectives set for the first phase of
the Concept of Czech Radio Digital Broadcasting.

Zpravodajské stanice poslouchaji predevsim lidé s vysoko-

Informace k nastaveni programu nové vznikajici stanice
jsme cerpali predevsim z Némecka (Bavorsko) a z Francie,
kde maji's all-news formatem dlouholeté zkusenosti.

Czech Radio, as a medium of public service, lacked a pres-
tigious news-publicistic channel. This role has been fulfilled
by Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl, which has although a 40 per
cent share of music. Together with Alexander Picha and Jan
Pokorny, we started to prepare the programme of a new
channel focused on purely spoken word at the end of 2004.
It was clear that digitalisation would change the media envi-
ronment in the Czech Republic, and the worldwide research
report stating that listeners and viewers appreciate the digi-
talisation in particular because it brings the possibility to listen
to as well as watch the newly created radio or television pro-
grammes. Digitalisation makes it possible to extend the current
number of stations significantly and to profile them more, in
order to reach particular listeners.

Since the beginning of its broadcasting, Radio Cesko fo-
cused on listeners who expect the radio to provide them with
detailed and fast information. According to colleagues abroad,
we know that listeners tune into the new station several times
a day, approximately for 20 minutes, and they expect to learn
all the fundamental events at home or abroad as well as from
the economics or sports during this time. News channels are
listened to in particular by people with university education,
managers and people who have a great share in deciding
about the events in society.

Information of how to set the programming of newly
emerging stations was drawn mainly from Germany (Bavaria)
and from France where they have long experience with the
all news format. France Info Channel of French Radio is as
well as Bayern 5 — Aktuell in Bavaria are prestigious radio
stations. The management of France Info provided us with all
the necessary information about the programming structure
as well as the available research results. Based on this infor-
mation, we assembled the basic parameters for the morning
broadcasting of Radio Cesko in the first quarter of 2005. We
decided that Radio Cesko would broadcast the morning news
programme from 6 to 10 a.m. at first. The basis for the
broadcasting was formed by the news which the listeners
could hear every 15 minutes. Every hour, there is some pre-
set time in the programming for analysing the main home and
foreign events and for economic and sports news service.
Since the beginning, a great part of Radio Cesko broadcasting
should have been formed by the news service from the regions
as well namely in cooperation with the regional channels of
Czech Radio. Radio Cesko had only 4 core employees from
May, the team has been extended to 12 employees since
October.

After the experience with the morning programming, we
were deciding whether to extend the broadcasting of Radio
Cesko into the afternoon in summer 2005. Because of the In-
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ternet ratings, we were long considering a shift of the morning
broadcasting as well. Internet users use this medium only
after 7 a.m. and so it was useless to broadcast from 6 a.m.
until the programming of Radio Cesko is broadcasted also in
a way different from the Internet. Since 1 November, the
broadcasting should be extended to two streams from 7 a.m.
to 11 a.m. and from 1 p.m. to 6 p.m. However, organisers of
Invex, a fair on information technologies in Brno, contacted
us in August. They were introducing something new — they wan-
ted to organise Digitex, a fair where they would present di-
gital radio channels as well. We used this offer of theirs and
the extended programming of Radio Cesko was broadcasted
for the first time as early as 24 October 2005, directly in the
Brno fair. The basic features of the programming for the after-
noon broadcasting remained the same as well. Each program-
ming hour has a strictly given structure.

In 2006, Radio Cesko has to increase the quality of the
current broadcasting and make it stronger. The team of re-
dactors will be extended (in particular with redactors termi-
nating at BBC). We are going to start working together with
external co-workers and experts in order to extend the broad-
casting commentaries and analyses. Thanks to extending the
network of foreign reporters of Czech Radio, the news service
and publicistic section from abroad will be stronger. Direct
transmissions from important negotiations and events will be
included into the broadcasting much more frequently. In the
period before the elections to the Chamber of Deputies, Radio
Cesko will prepare special one-hour analytical programming
on key topics of the election campaign together with Czech
Radio 1.

The Czech Radio D-dur channel was put into full opera-
tion on 1 May 2005 as the first “digital” channel of Czech
Radio. It is devoted to broadcasting on the Internet and in the
networks of terrestrial digital broadcasting. It broadcasts clas-
sical music 24-hours a day together with a very brief com-
mentary. Other information about the songs is displayed
parallel with the broadcasting on the web page. Immediately
after its opening, it became very popular with classical music
lovers who had been waiting for such a mono-topic station
for many years. Programming is prepared by music redactors
of Czech Radio 3 — Vltava and its operational departments.
The redactor prepares the broadcasting in the computer sys-
tem; music as well as messages is also “drawn” into the com-
puter environment. After that everything is run automatically,
without a single tough of a human hand. There are also
discussions with the listeners and public inquiries on the
Internet pages of the channel. More than 2,000 listeners ex-
press their opinion to various topics there every month. The
first months of the broadcasting allowed assuming that the
station succeeded in addressing two groups of listeners: clas-
sical music lovers and people who use classical music as a nice
companion while working or relaxing.

Czech Radio Leonardo is one of the four new stations
which originated in 2005. It focuses on popular educational
and instructional topics. Broadcasting was opened on 1 Sep-
tember via the Internet; Czech Radio Leonardo has been
distributed via DVB-T technology in multiplex A since 21 Oc-
tober.

The idea to build a popular educational station did not
originate until the beginning of 2005. Several starting points
were at its origin: a social need of popular educational and
instructional programmes; the fact that Czech Radio is crea-
ting a whole range of them but they are broadcasted in a dis-
integrated way on many stations and vice versa, it cannot pay
sufficient attention to some topics; the assumption that chan-
nels with a high proportion of spoken word could be suc-
cessful on the Internet and in digital broadcasting.

The programming of Czech Radio Leonardo is thus crea-
ted either by programmes taken from affiliated stations, or by
its own programming. A typical feature of the programming is
a high rerun rate. Unambiguously, the most requested and
most successful among the taken-up programmes is “Wan-
dering through Czech History”. From the original program-
ming of Leonardo, the greatest response is received by the
one-hour interview with scientists named “Enter!” which is
broadcasted as the first release every workday afternoon.
Other programmes of Leonardo are the publicistic streams
two-hour “Morning” and one-hour “Afternoon” with Leonar-
do, music programmes such as “Nota Bene”, and magazines
scientific “Natura”, technological “Zero-One”, medical “Gin-
seng”, historical “Mirror”, and the geographically focused
“The Seventh Continent”. In addition, edited programmes
are prepared. The objective of the redaction is to form a trust-
worthy popular educational channel with a wide spectrum of
topics which will be professionally correct as well as com-
prehensible at the same time. It reflects the main scientific

Internet pages are of key importance for Czech Radio
Leonardo. A great amount of broadcasting is available for the
listeners even in the form of a text or audio recording. How-
ever, the Internet pages of Leonardo also offer a “live” view
into its studio.

Czech Radio Leonardo obviously has the largest audience
among digital stations. Moreover, its name became well-
known especially thanks to “a slightly different reality show” cal-
led “The Revealed” (more in the chapter Czech Radio Online).
Unfortunately, broadcasting the programming only on the In-
ternet and in DVB-T does not enable Czech Radio Leonardo
to gain a larger audience.

A half year of preparations and a month of trial broad-
casting this is the 2005 development of the youngest channel
of Czech Radio, the long awaited “The Four”, in a nutshell.
The original team which arose between 2000 and 2005 in
Czech Radio Online (Radium Internet Stream), moved to the
Redaction of Broadcasting for the young in Czech Radio 2 —
Praha in May. The framework idea was clear: “The Four” had
to be a station with a large music volume, which was, by the
way, based on further research results. The main focus of
the channel will be rock, black music and other related gen-
res, which together form approximately 80% of the broad-
casting time. The remaining 20% of the time will have verbal
content, i.e. the News, moderating and publicistics.

The first half of the preparation period was devoted to
mastering the programming scheme and “testing the terrain”,
i.e. selecting and archiving suitable music, attending to va-
rious administrative and technical requirements needed when
creating a channel, designing the studios and others. We
drew upon our rich experience from submitting various pro-
jects, however, it was a real situation this time. By the end of
the summer, Markéta Peskova had created the base of the
music archive including the dramaturgic layout of positioning
interprets (around 1000 carefully selected songs), a supporter
joined us in September Jakub Alexa who worked out the da-
tabase of guitar music, one of the other fundamental pillars of
the programming. He was later joined by Ladislav Zeman cal-
led daPoeta and Richard Mokras aka Abd52, they provided
specialities from the sphere of black music. During the au-
tumn, the selected music was transformed to the databases of
Selector and Enterprise. At the same time, we were looking
for new co-workers, the News Service model was prepared,
and the form of moderating and some programmes were ad-
justed; the almost definitive form of the programming sche-
me including the casting by individual moderators and authors
was handed over at the beginning of October.

Since the beginning of the preparations, it was clear that
Vinohradska 12 would be only a temporary location for “The
Four”. During the summer, negotiations for relocation conti-
nued, and the option of reconstructing the IT building in Praha
Zizkov was selected. The reconstruction project was given to
Ing. arch. Vladimir Senky¥, the channel interior project was
processed by Arch. Tomas Legner, a fresh graduate from FA CVUT
College. Moving is planned for the middle of 2006, until then
Czech Radio 4 — Radio Wave broadcasts from the rooms of
the Radiozurnal’s former broadcasting studio in the old build-
ing in Praha Vinohrady which was put into operation again
thanks to the great effort of the IT department. Broadcasting
is dispatched by the moderators themselves in the Cartmaster
system, planning is done by the Selector.

The climax of the preparations came in November when
the channel Czech Radio 4 — Radio Wave was officially estab-
lished, and the first employees arrived and began to prepare
the programme so that the trial broadcasting could soon be
festively opened. With a lot of media attention, this happen-
ed on 1 December 2005 at 1 p.m. The opening sequence
was prepared by Jifi Kokmotos and Markéta Hylova; the first
moderator, former student Veronika Mayerova, then wel-
comed the General Director Vaclav Kasik in the studio. Du-
ring the December trial broadcasting, programming structure
details were tuned, technical equipment tested, further
sound graphics designed, the setting of the Selector finished,
and everything was conformed to the approaching real start
which came on 13 January 2006. At the end of 2005, “The
Four” had 9 employees and roughly three times more exter-
nal co-workers, some of which joined the “staff” at the begin-
ning of the following year.

In 2005, international co-production gained in import-
ance, which Czech Radio 7 — Radio Praha takes part in. The
most important co-production project is Insight Central Eu-
rope (ICE). It is a half-hour programme produced by Radio
Praha where five other European radio stations contribute. In
2005, ICE was financed from a grant of EUR 20,000 which
Radio Praha received from the Vysehradsky Fund. Project
web pages at www.incentraleurope.com exceeded 6,000 visits
a month. In addition to ICE, Radio Praha contributes to three
other projects: Treffpunkt Europa (Deutsche Welle), Network
Europe (Deutsche Welle), and Europe East (Polish radio). In
January 2005, English Redaction together with BBC Radio 3
took part in the co-production of the programme “We Still
Breath Their Air”. The importance of co-productions has been
increasing which means that the co-produced programme is
less expensive (more subjects participate in its production)
and it reaches larger audience (all the partners broadcast it).
Moreover, co-production projects can get a grant easily.

As for the programming, Radio Praha started the broad-
casting of a new programme in Russian “On the Way to De-
mocracy” in 2005. The programme focuses on the countries
of the former Soviet Federation which are at the beginning of
their democratic development in particular Byelorussia and
Ukraine. The aim is to show the Czech transformation pro-
cess whose beginning the mentioned states are just experien-
cing. They can learn from us. A similar programme named
“From Totality towards Democracy” is broadcasted by Radio
Praha in Spanish and it is gaining the deserved response in
Latin America.

We succeeded in extending the number of partner radio
stations in the world, even though some of them dropped out
later. In the area of the former USSR, there are two standing
partners Studio Gorod Jekaterinburg Radio (2002) and Majék
Odésa Radio (2003) which take over the Russian broadcast-
ing from Radio Praha. In 2005, Czech Radio 7 began to
deliver programming via Internet for the stations Radonéz
Moskva, Vostocnyj Expres Celjabinsk and Autoradio Moldova.
The cooperation with some of those partners is reciprocal
when Radio Praha occasionally uses their reports. The Iberian
American Redaction of Czech Radio 7 established a very
interesting cooperation with the Mexican nationwide station
Radio 13 which broadcasted a five-part series about the
Czech Republic. Redactors of Czech Radio 7 participated in
its production as well as in the live broadcasted discussions.

An inseparable part of the Radio Praha production is
broadcasting for compatriots. It is implemented through the
programme by Czech Radio 7 Czech Redaction “The Czechs
Abroad” and “Compatriots” Press”. In addition, Czech Radio 7
operates web pages for compatriots www.krajane.net, which

originated in 2004. Since 2005, the pages have their own
editor and their visit rate has exceeded 3,000 visits a month.
We are pleased that we succeeded in establishing coope-
ration with compatriots in Croatia, Serbia and Germany who
contribute to the compatriots' pages. The Czech Redaction of
Czech Radio 7 also provides the production of programmes
for compatriots’ radios. Some channels download the program-
me via the Internet (SBS Sydney, SBS Melbourne, 4EB Bris-
bane, Radio Daruvar, Radio Temesvar), others receive a ship-
ment of the programmes on CDs (Radio Zitomir, Radio Slonce
Bela Crkva, Radio CMS Canberra, Radio Adelaide and Cze-
choslovak Club of South Australia). In 2005, 184 hours of
programming were sent to compatriots' stations, 47 hours
from which are via the Internet, and the rest on CDs. This is
an increase of 30 hours compared to 2004.

The Internet plays a more and more important role in the
activity of radio stations. The Redaction of the Internet Czech
Radio 7 implemented 10 larger projects during the year to
support the broadcasting (help for Asia after tsunami, MFF
Karlovy Vary, the 60th anniversary of the end of the World
War 11), and several smaller ones. The visit rate of the pages
www.radio.cz increased, compared to 2004, by more than
one third from 360,000 visits monthly in 2004 up to about
500,000 visits in 2005. The most visited product is the News. An-
other approximately 30,000 visits a month are registered with other
Internet projects of Radio Praha — Roma pages www.romove.cz
(average monthly visit rate 21,200), or the already mentioned
Insight Central Europe project www.incentraleurope.com (6,200
visits a month). Compared to 2004, the visit rate of those pro-
jects increased by more than a third. The number of contractual
partners was extended again, who take over the news service
of Czech Radio 7 in foreign languages CzechInvest and Czech
Industry joined. At the end of 2006, podcasting was opened
in Czech Radio 7 web.
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l. Program

The most important medium for broadcasting the pro-
gramme of Czech Radio 7 is still the short wave. In 2005, the
retranslation to short waves was strengthened to Central and
North-West America via a short-wave transmitter in Sackville
(Canada) owned by the VT Merlin Company and in Miami
via Radio Miami International. Since 2004, the retranslation
to short wave has continued by means of the transmitter on
Ascension Island in the Atlantic, and the transmitters in Novo-
sibirsk and Krasnodar. The long-term cooperation with World
Radio Network continues, which provides the broadcasting
of Radio Praha programme in English, German, French and
Russian via satellite. By means of the WRN channels, Radio
Praha entered the systems of satellite radios WorldSpace,
Sirius and Sky, and several radio and cable networks in Ame-
rica and Western Europe.

The greatest marketing event on Czech Radio 7 is still the
listeners” contest. In 2005, it took place for the fifth time. 721
responses from all over the world came to the contest whose
topic was Czech beer. The winner was Agnes Simoni from France
who visited Prague with her husband in October. Sponsors of
the contest were the Falckensteiner Maria Prag Hotel and CSA
airlines. The total number of letter responses in 2005 was
19,000 letters.

The common broadcasting of Radio Praha and Deutsche
Welle from the fair of consumer electronics IFA can be con-
sidered a success. The only two channels who were offered
this opportunity were Czech Radio 7 and RFI. The good
image of Radio Praha can be also seen in the rising number of
student applications for internship in Czech Radio 7. Their
amount exceeded 20 in 2005.

In 2005, Czech Radio Online joined the preparations for
digital broadcasting. It had an inconsiderable share in drafting
the concept of this broadcasting, it developed the EPG (Elec-
tronic Programme Guide), prepared the integration of IT sys-
tems together with the Technical Department, etc. What is
most important, two of the four new stations of Czech Radio
originated on this background. The team providing Radium,
a pilot project of broadcasting for the young in Czech Radio
Online, created Czech Radio 4 — Radio Wave, and directly
within this division Czech Radio Leonardo, a popularly edu-
cational channel emerged.

In several respects, “a slightly different reality show” “The
Revealed” was a break-through, a multimedia project which
applied the principles of a commercial reality show onto a group
of gorillas in the Praha Zoo. It was “a slightly different reality
show” not only because its “participants” were the lowland
gorillas, but because it had an educational content. Gorillas
were followed by a total of 16 cameras over 70 days, and
several scientists interpreted their behaviour. The Internet pages
of Czech Radio offered two “television” programmes 24-hour
a day, in addition to many texts and photographs. “The Re-
vealed” was used in the broadcasting of Czech Radio Leonardo
as well as of several other radio stations and programmes
created on Czech Radio. The releases were broadcasted every
workday by television channels CT 1 and CT 24. “A slightly
different reality show” “The Revealed” drew an extraordinary
interest in the Czech Republic as well as abroad (television
channels practically all over the world reported about it) and
it was awarded the Annual Award by the General Director of
Czech Radio.

The Revealed project also had some technologic conse-
quences, such as the television production on Czech Radio,
the live show from the gorillas” pavilion was broadcasted on
the Internet in the top-quality Theora format, and it also
served for presenting the technologic possibilities of DMB in
experimental broadcasting during the international DAB con-
ference.

Other more important projects of 2005 involved e.g. an
Internet special devoted to CzechTek. New topical pages were
created as well, for example pages devoted to folk archi-
tecture, religion, etc. Czech Radio Online belonged to the
major organisers of “Flying over Natura 2000”, a project
where eight countries of the European Union participated.
Following the migration of storks from various parts of Europe
enabled providing information about the European system of
protected areas Natura 2000 on the Internet and in the broad-
casting of several television stations, and contributed also to
a higher awareness of citizens about protection of the envi-
ronment and landscape.

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The year 2005 was exceptional also because the Internet
pages of Czech Radio changed their traditional layout and
structure after many years into a new, more modern and user
friendly form.

At the same time, Czech Radio Online paid attention to
its “standard” activities, i.e. filling the content of Internet pa-
ges, their administration and creating new ones, developing
the editorial system and “Radio on demand” etc. These acti-
vities can be illustrated by the fact that during 2005, the number
of reports on the Internet pages of Czech Radio rose by
49,000 up to 178,000 and the number of audio recordings
by 14,000 up to 23,000.

The visit rate of the Internet pages of Czech Radio incre-
ased as well — it grew to double in comparison with the pre-
vious year.

Il. Technika

A very important event took place in 2005. Regular digital
broadcasting began in the Czech Republic. A separate report
was issued in relation to digital broadcasting and so | mention
it here only because its introduction aroused a need to adjust
several sites substantially, to establish new sites, to distribute
the signal in an entirely new way, to develop several SW
modules for supporting supplemental data etc. Czech Radio
also introduced the broadcasting of the first “fully automatic”
channel Czech Radio D-Dur within the digital broadcasting.

The first phase of reconstructing the historic building was
also finished in 2005, and the technology department put
a new, modern IT hall into operation. It meant moving all key
information systems completely to those new rooms while
minimising the influence of the moving on the operation of
all the Czech Radio departments. | am convinced we accom-
plished the task with honour.

We also succeeded in fully rehabilitating the quality of
music production at Karlin “A¢ko” this year, which was linked
to its famous tradition after an extensive reconstruction last
year.

In the sphere of department structure and human resour-
ces, 2005 was a stable year, and it did not bring any signi-
ficant changes or fluctuation beyond the normal changes of
the staff.

As for the sound production, we have traditionally pro-
vided recording and live broadcasting of all music genres
(symphonic and chamber music, opera, ballroom dance and
brass orchestras, small groups as well as soloists, choirs), in
the studios of Czech Radio, in churches and other interesting
historic objects, halls and exteriors in the Czech Republic as
well as abroad. Our participation in music festivals and com-
petitions (Prague Spring, Prague Autumn, Concerto Bohemia
etc.) is also already a tradition. In connection with the com-
pletion of the building reconstruction in Karlin, the major part
of the verbal production moved to studios located in this
building in 2005. Recording activities began again in full after
finishing the building on Vinohradska Street as well. In rela-
tion to creating the new educational channel Czech Radio Leo-
nardo, we adjusted one of the sites originally destined for verbal
production to suit the production and broadcasting needs of
this channel. Broadcasting Faraon, a ten-part series from an-
cient Egypt, which is noteworthy for its music-sound collage
as well, was an extraordinary verbal project in 2005. The high-
quality skills of the sound department workers contributed to
the award which was given to the play “How Kuba Outwitted
Papejs” at the international radio festival Prix Bohemia Radio
2005 in the category “Radio Plays for Children and the Young”.

As for the reconstruction of technical sites, the next three
sites for archive funds digitalising were completed, new sites

V pribéhu roku 2005 doslo k velmi vyznamné uddlosti.
V Ceské republice bylo zahajeno fddné digitalni vysilant. Vzhle-
dem k tomu, Ze digitalnimu vysildni je vénovdna samostatnd
zpréva, dovoluiji si tento fakt zminit pouze v tom sméru, ze
jeho zahdjeni vyvolalo potfebu vyrazné tGpravy nékolika pra-
covist, zfizeni pracovist novych, zcela novy zptsob distribuce
signdlu, vyvoj nékolika SW moduld pro podporu doplitko-
vych dat atd. V ramci digitalniho vysilani také Cesky rozhlas
zahéjil vysilani prvni ,zcela automatické” stanice CRo D-dur.

V roce 2005 byla také dokoncena prvni etapa rekon-
strukce historické budovy a UT se dotkla zejména skutecnost,
Ze byl zprovoznén novy, moderni sal vypocetni techniky. To
znamenalo kompletni pfestéhovani vsech klicovych infor-
macnich systémd do téchto novych prostor s minimalizaci
vlivu stéhovani na provoz viech slozek CRo. Domnivdm se,
Ze jsme se tohoto tkolu zhostili se cti.

V tomto roce se také podatilo plné rehabilitovat kvality
hudebni vyroby v karlinském ,A¢ku”, které po rozsahlé rekon-
strukei v predchozim roce navdzalo na svou slavnou tradici.

V oblasti struktury tseku a personalnf situace byl rok 2005
rokem stabilnim a nepfinesl Zadné vyrazné zmény nebo vyky-
vy nad rdmec zcela béZzné obmény pracovnikd.

V odboru prace se zvukem jsme, jako tradi¢né, zajistovali
nataceni a piimé prenosy vSech hudebnich Zanrl (symfonic-
kd a komorni hudba, operni tvorba, velké tane¢ni a dechové
orchestry, malé skupiny i sélisté, pévecké shory), a to ve stu-
diich CRo, v kostelech a dalich zajimavych historickych ob-
jektech, sélech a exteriérech jak v CR, tak i v zahrani&f. Tra-
di¢ni byla nase Gcast na prestiznich hudebnich festivalech
a soutézich (Prazské jaro, Prazsky podzim, Concerto Bohemia
atp.). V ndvaznosti na dokoncenf rekonstrukce budovy v Kar-
Iiné byla v roce 2005 pFevdzna st slovesné vyroby presu-
nuta do studii umisténych v této budové. Po ukoncenti stavby
na Vinohradské se znovu naplno natacelo i v pracovistich na
Vinohradech. Se vznikem nové vzdélavaci stanice CRo Leo-
nardo jsme upravili jedno z pracovist plivodné uréenych pro
slovesnou tvorbu pro potfeby vyroby a vysilani této stanice.
Mimotfadnym slovesnym projektem roku 2005 bylo natacenf
desetidilného seridlu ze starovékého Egypta ,Faraon”, ktery je
pozoruhodny i svou hudebnézvukovou koldzi. Viysokd kvalita
zvukovych pracovnikil prispéla k ocenénim mezindrodniho
rozhlasového festivalu Prix Bohemia Radio 2005 v kategorii
,Rozhlasové hra pro déti a mlddez”, a to za hru ,Jak Kuba
vyzrédl na Papejse”.

V oblasti obnovy technickych pracovist byla dokonc¢ena
dalsi tii pracovisté pro digitalizaci archivnich fondd, zprovoz-
néna pracoviété pro vysilani novych stanic CRo (Radio Cesko,
D-dur, Leonardo a v zavéru roku také Radio Wave), pro po-
treby CRo Regina bylo vybudovano technické pracovité na
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prazském magistratu. Zajimavosti je vybaveni malého preno-
sového vozu CRo Regina rozhlasovou technologii, u kterého
bylo uplatnéno fesenf s vyjimatelnym prenosnym kontejne-
rem umoziujici provoz jak v rdmci pfenosového vozu, tak
i samostatné po vyjmuti z vozu. Jiz pravidelnou akci se stalo
vysilani z MFF v Karlovych Varech a s tim spojené vybudovénf
rozhlasového zédzemi v prostordch hotelu Thermal. Naopak
novinkou bylo vysilani stanice Radio Cesko z veletrh(i Invex/
Digitex v Brné, kde bylo vybudovano jak vysilaci pracovisté
s pifimym napojenim na centrdlni systémy v Praze, tak i kom-
pletni newsroom. Systém Dalet byl doplnén o nové centrdlnf
diskové pole. Tim doslo jednak k vyraznému navyseni datové
kapacity, které umoznilo zahdjit vyrobu a vysilani novych ,digi-
talnich” stanic CRo, ale také snizit naklady na support tohoto
klicového prvku celého systému. Presun kompletni zvukové
databédze byl proveden za plného provozu viech stanic. Za-
roven byly obménény servery urcené pro distribuci zvuko-
vych soubord. V oddéleni rozhlasovych pienost doslo k na-
hradé nejstarsiho VKV vozu (vyuzivaného pro zpravodajské
tésné pred koncem roku.

Ko-
necné v priibéhu listopadu byl u piileZitosti zasedani general-
ntho shromazdéni World DAB féra v Praze spustén mésicni
experimentdlni provoz digitalniho rozhlasového vysilani systé-
mem TDAB z vysilace Praha — Strahov.

V oblasti informacnich technologii se vyznamnym mez-
nikem stal fakt dokoncenf prvé etapy rekonstrukce budovy
Vinohradska a s tim spojené zprovoznéni nového centrdlniho
sélu vypocetni techniky. Znamenalo to prestéhovani viech
klicovych centrélnich aplikacnich serverdi, a to za podminky
minimdlniho naruseni bézného provozu. Kromé stéhovanf
téchto centrélnich prvki pak bylo nutné zajistit prestéhovani
desitek jednotlivych uZivateld do novych prostord a s tim byla
spojena i ¢astend vyména zastaravajici techniky.

Také v roce 2005 probihalo rozsifovanf digitdlniho archivu
diskovy prostor pro docasné dlozisté digitalizovanych soubor(
byl rozsiten na kapacitu 10 TB. V prostorach budovy Vinohrad-
ské byl také zahdjen pilotni projekt bezdritového pfipojenf
k vnitinf siti CRo (technologie WiFi) pies odpovidajici autenti-
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for the broadcasting of new channels of Czech Radio (Radio
Cesko, D-Dur, Leonardo, and Radio Wave at the end of the
year), and the needs of Czech Radio Regina were satisfied by
constructing a technical site at the Prague Municipal Council.
An interesting initiative was furnishing a small wireless truck
of Czech Radio Regina with radio technology. The solution of
a removable transportable container was applied there which
enabled operation inside the wireless van as well as indepen-
dently when removed from the van. Broadcasting from the
International Film Festival in Karlovy Vary had already be-
come a regular event, and background broadcasting was
established in the rooms of the Thermal Hotel in relation to
that. Broadcasting of the Radio Cesko channel from the In-
vex/ Digitex Fairs in Brno was just the opposite. Not only was
there a broadcasting site created which was linked directly to
central systems in Prague, but also a whole newsroom. The
Dalet system was completed with a new central disk array.
This resulted in a significant increase in data capacity, which
made it possible to implement the production and broad-
casting of the new “digital” channels of Czech Radio as well
as to reduce the cost of supporting this key element in the
entire system. The moving of the complete audio database
was performed during the full operation of all channels. At
the same time, servers destined for the distribution of audio
files were exchanged. In the radio broadcasting department,
the oldest VHF van was replaced (which had been used for
the news coverage of major events) with a new one that was
finished just before the end of the year.

We continued in our efforts to gain new frequencies this
year as well as in the subsequent construction of covering
transmitters according to the needs of the individual chan-
nels. As of 1 January, a new transmitter was put into operation
at the Czech Radio 3 — Vltava channel network in Benesoy,
and then the channel transmitters of Czech Radio 2 — Praha
in Usti nad Labem and in Vsetin in October. We have pro-
vided the broadcasting of local windows from Czech Radio
Sever redaction in Liberec on the relevant transmitters since
June, and the Czech Radio Plzen transmitter was put into
operation in Tachov in October. The traffic news signal has
been broadcasted via RDS — TMC system on the Czech Radio
Regina Praha transmitter since July, and the whole transmitter
network of Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurndl since October.
Finally, a one-month experimental operation of digital radio
broadcasting was put into operation via the T-DAB system
from the Prague — Strahov transmitter in November at the oc-
casion of the general meeting of the World DAB Forum in
Prague.

An important turning point in the sphere of information
technology was finishing the first reconstruction phase of the
building on Vinohradska Street which was linked to launching
a new central IT hall. That meant moving all key central ap-
plication servers under the condition of as little disturbance of
the regular operation as possible. In addition to moving those
central elements, it was also necessary to move tens of indi-
vidual users into the new spaces, which was related to a par-
tial replacement of the data technology.

Extending the digital archive continued in 2005 as well
the disk array for the temporary storage of digitalised files was
extended up to the capacity of 10 TB. Within the rooms of
the building on Vinohradskd Street, a pilot project of wireless
connection to the Czech Radio internal network (WiFi tech-
nology) was also launched via the appropriate authentifica-
tion gate. Another new element in the technologies we use is
launching the IP telephony. Currently, it serves in particular
the needs of the call centre which was established for the
radio fees department, and which is used in relation to the sig-

nificantly growing number of concessionaries administered
directly by Czech Radio, and for communicating with them.
This system will extend gradually and it will enable using the
IP telephony even for the connection between Prague and
the individual regional channels, the Chamber of Deputies,
the Senate, etc.

Other achievements included finishing the transition from
using the SRS system to AlS 2.0 in all regional studios in 2005,
providing full support of digital broadcasting required by the
new channels of Czech Radio, and establishing full support
for accepting concerts from the international music exchange
in the MUSIpop system.

Eventually, I would like to thank all my colleagues for their
good job as well as for all the ideas and suggestions which
have enabled us to create high-quality conditions for pro-
ducing and broadcasting the radio programming.

2005 was an extraordinary year for the Czech Radio

the sightless. We organised the second year of the music
Festival White Sticks at the beginning of spring in cooperation

She can study at Jan Neruda Music Grammar School
together with healthy children thanks to Lightning Fly’s sup-
port; she has a personal assistant and a “speaking computer”.
Little Réchel was very happy due to the major prize and she
was looking forward to using the grant for buying a new mu-
sical instrument — an accordion which she would use to “amuse
friends at the campfire”. Roberto Lombino and Sara Kiliasova
received a special committee award for their extraordinary
talents.

Lightning Fly Lights the Way

Not Only for Sightless People

Lightning Fly helps the sightless also by teaching “sightfu
people to see through their hearts. What is important is often
hidden from the eyes. Therefore, we continued our cam-
paign “Don’t Be Blind to the Blind” in cooperation with our
media partners (City light Showcases, the press, the Internet)
in the first half of the year. A postcard with a “Lightning Fly”
painted by a blind girl, Pavla Francova was added to the edi-
tion of Tyden and Instinkt magazines in June and July. This step
launched our largest campaign so far. The author of the new
design with the expressive message “The Needs of the Blind
Are Invisible” was the Kaspen agency. A new television spot
and a cinema advertisement were created in its workshop as
well. The extensive campaign was supported by our long-
term media partners. In addition to print media and radio,
people from all over the Czech Republic could see it on light-
ed large-screen displays, on telephone boxes and in the Prague
metro. CT1 and CT2 television programmes included a new
spot into their broadcasting in autumn which was made for
Lightning Fly by the film director Dominik Miskovsky. Bistro
Films and Barrandov Ateliers participated in the production.
The spot with the Lightning Fly was projected on the screens
of all multiplex cinemas in the Czech Republic from Sep-
tember to November as well as in twenty well-known cine-
mas in Prague and other regions.

Lightning Fly lighted the streets of hundreds of Czech
cities again on 15 September. People could contribute by
purchasing a key pendant for the token prize of CZK 25,
which was collected by volunteers in original Lightning-Fly
costumes into their sealed lanterns. The singer and the new
patron of the project, Aneta Langerovd, also bought one Light-
ning Fly. She explained her decision with these words: “I have
chosen the Lightning Fly Project because it helps fulfil the
dreams of concrete sightless children.” The Day When Light-
ning Flies Shine was traditionally coordinated by Children and
Youth Centres in the regions, five thousand volunteers as well
as almost 300 secondary schools took part in the project.
Lightning Flies managed to collect almost CZK 4.4 million
into their lanterns.

The evening was moderated by Michal Hordcek and Alenka
Schutova, a sightless student of the Conservatory of Jan Deyl.

The purpose of the concert, where all the artists perfor-
med free of charge, was to support the idea that “sightless
people belong home not to medical institutions” which is
a long-term objective of Lightning Fly, and to gain funds for
projects that are needed so much by children handicapped in
this way.

The concert was broadcasted live by Czech Radio 1 —
Radiozurnal, and by Czech Television on the CT1 television
station. In the course of the live broadcasting, viewers and
listeners sent 164,000 donor SMSs for the Lightning Fly, and
contributed thus with CZK 4,422,000 on the collection account.
The final proceeds from the concert, including admission fees
and subsequent donations on the collection account, reached
CZK 5,200,000. Lightning Fly is able to support special aids
financially such as speaking computers, optical magnifying
lenses, guide dogs, or personal assistance for visually handi-
capped children integrated into regular schools. The Czech
Radio Foundation supports visually handicapped students,
and finances projects developing the talent and creativity of
people with a visual handicap. What is most important is that
it helps concrete people. In order to present them to the
viewers and listeners as well as to the audience in the hall, we
went to see them with a camera of Czech Television. Touch-
ing mini-stories of those who were lighted by Lightning Fly
already were created. The final surprise of the entire evening
was the common performance of Aneta and the students of
the Conservatory of J. Deyl who sang the song “Voda Ziva”
(Live Water) together.

The concert “Aneta for Lightning Fly” met with a positive
response among the general public as well as among the sight-
less, and the Popular Music Academy awarded it with an
Angel statue as the most important charity initiative of 2005
at the annual prize awards.

Even if it is more and more difficult for corporate donors
to find financial means for charity in their budgets, Lightning
Fly is successful in establishing and developing long-term
partnerships with trustworthy corporate donors. Many of them
have been providing us with free services, know-how, or gift
objects for several years so that the operation costs of the
Foundation are as low as possible. The current partners were
joined by several other important companies in 2005, such as
OMD, Kaspen, Bistro Films, Pietro Filipi, or Juturn Media.

The Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra has become a re-
gular guest of important domestic festivals, and this was true
in 2005 as well. Concerts at Prague Spring, Prague Autumn,
Smetana’s Litomy3l, the International Music Festival in Cesky
Krumlov, where the Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra per-
formed at the opening as well as the closing concert, the
Prague Music Festival, Moravian Autumn in Brno and others,
all document the importance of its position on concert stages
in the Czech Republic not only in the capital, but also in the
regions. From this perspective, we are very pleased to have
established the intensive cooperation with the International
Music Festival in Cesky Krumlov, where the Prague Radio
Symphonic Orchestra became a “resident orchestra” while
Czech Radio was its media partner. This cooperation was not
only for one year, but we agreed with the festival manage-
ment that this status would be for the following years as well,
including 2006.

The orchestra performed in March, as is already a tradi-
tion, at the “Concert for Blood Donors” held in the Smetana
Hall of Obecni Dém, in the final evening of the Concertino
Praga radio contest in June, and the festive concert for the
40th anniversary of this contest was included to the serial line
of the Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra.

The orchestra confirmed its statutory character with its
performance in the series “Prague Opening Nights”, orga-
nised by the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, which is devot-
ed exclusively to presenting contemporary music. The Prague
Radio Symphonic Orchestra also took part in a similar event
in November 2005, when it performed at the concert orga-
nised by the Conservatory of J. Jezek and HAMU, also with
works by contemporary authors.

The Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra joined the pre-
paration for Mozart’s Anniversary in 2006 “MOZART PRAGUE
2006" with the Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, Prague FOK
Symphony Orchestra, National Theatre, State Opera, Prague
Chamber Philharmonic Orchestra and other important cul-
tural institutions from Prague, where Czech Radio as a whole
was a media partner.

The traditional serial line, whose audience is 100% faith-
ful thanks to the dramaturgy created mainly by the major
conductor, and which is always completely sold out, reached
its indisputable peak in 2005 with the Opening Concert of
the serial season 2005/2006 that was actually devoted to the
jubilee of the conductor of the Prague Radio Symphonic Or-
chestra, Vladimir Valek, taking place on 2 September 2005 in
Dvordk Hall in Rudolfinum.
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Thanks to the support of the General Director, and to the
agile negotiations and activity of the Communication Depart-
ment of Czech Radio, we succeeded to continue in the coope-
ration with Czech Television, which began with the docu-
mentary “Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra in Japan” in
2004. A documentary on Vladimir Valek was prepared and
subsequently broadcasted for this anniversary, where the main
point was actually the long-term cooperation of the conduc-
tor with the Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra. This pro-
gramme received a more than positive response from the
viewers, even from those who do not watch CT 2 regularly.

The tradition of general public rehearsals became an indi-
visible part of our activity and the hopelessly sold out Dvofdk
Hall in Rudolfinum was the proof of the growing interest in
our orchestra from the music audience inside as well as out-
side Prague.

Traditionally, an important part of the activity of the Prague
Radio Symphonic Orchestra is its trips abroad. One of the im-
portant initiatives was the February tour of the Prague Radio
Symphonic Orchestra around Germany, where the orchestra
introduced itself in the German Garmisch-Partenkirchen, Aug-
sburg and Norimberk with its conductor Vladimir Valek and
the pianist Jonathan Gilad. Then there was the engagement
of the orchestra in Munich Gasteigu, again under the leader-
ship of Vladimir Valek and with the pianist Jan Simon. De-
cember concerts in Istanbul in the Cemal Resit Rey Concert
Hall, the most prestigious concert hall of Turkey were a signal
to renew the concert activities of the orchestra in other, so far
less-common territories. As for prestige, the trip of the or-
chestra to Athens was interesting as well as very successful
afterwards, where the Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra
had 4 performances of the “Lulu” opera by A. Berg within the
inaugural project of the new Athens Opera House.

The recording activity of the orchestra went on in coope-
ration with Czech Radio 3 — Vltava. In this context, | want to
mention producing a complete recording of the symphonies
by P I. Tchaikovsky which the SUPRAPHON Company deci-
ded to release after the successful introduction of the Dvorak
set in 2004, and whose release was celebrated within the fes-
tive concert for Vladimir Vélek's jubilee.

In the past years, listeners met several personalities of the
Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra in the programme broad-
casted mainly on Czech Radio 2 and Czech Radio 3 — “Along
the Musician’s Path,” and “Life Stories” with Vladimir Vilek,
among others.

In Music Gallery on Czech Radio 3 - Vltava, we inform
listeners about the songs we are presenting, and their authors
or interpreters, and also about new activities of the Prague
Radio Symphonic Orchestra. We invite them to concerts,
public general rehearsals, as well as to listen to other program-
mes, which offer radio recordings of the symphonic musicians.

Czech Radio 1 — RadioZurndl broadcasts regular adver-
tisements for the general public rehearsals of the Czech Radio
Symphonic Orchestra, while promptly including details of the
current activities of the Prague Radio Symphonic Orchestra
into its broadcasting.

Finally, I would like to say I consider the orchestra very
stable and competitive, thanks also to the conductor Vladimir
Vilek’s personality, and it is in its current state an indivisible
part of the Czech cultural scene. It fully fulfils its statutory
mission by the virtue of its activities in the sense of the pro-
clamation and rules set by the Czech Radio Board.

The Big Band has inherently belonged to Czech Radio for
almost fifty years. Since its first public performance, originally
the Dance Orchestra of Czechoslovakian Radio in 1960, this
group has changed its name several times as well as its art
managers. Vdclav Kozel has been its leader since 2002.

The orchestra recorded regularly public concerts in the
legendary Studio A in Karlin every month in 2005 with such
singers as Karel Cernoch, llona Csakové, Antonin Gondoldn,
Michal Malatny, and many others. At present, several excel-
lent players perform in the classic “Big-Band” group Svato-
pluk Kosvanec, Vaclav Husicka, or Véaclav Tyfa.

The conductor Vaclav Kozel pays continuous attention to
searching and presenting young hopeful talents, soloists and
groups, while organising the public concerts.

Czech Radio prepared, together with the publishing house
Radioservis in 2005, a profile CD of the Czech Radio Big
Band called “Orchestra’s Greeting” with 13 legendary melodies.

The Children’s Choir of Czech Radio was sixty years old
last year. In the life of an individual, this period is equal to
almost one human life. In the life of the children’s group, it is
several hundreds or thousands of girls and boys who have
changed in the course of many generations. Those who for-
med the core of the newly created Children’s Choir of Cze-
choslovakian Radio in September 1945 are about seventy
years old today. They remember the first singing rehearsals of
the choir in “Hasi¢arna”, in the studio above the former Theatre
of Spejbl and Hurvinek in Rimskd Street in Vinohrady. The
most faithful founding members came to remember and listen
to the current Children’s Choir of Czech Radio at the Jubilee
New Year’s Concert in Smetana Hall on 15 January 2005.
The concert programme included the traditional Smetana’s
“My Star” and “Children’s Choirs” by Pavel Borkovec with ver-
ses by Jaroslav Seifert. At the end of January, the Children’s
Choir performed the same programme on the Stairs of the
National Museum for parents and friends of the Choir.

The songs by Ilja Hurnik belong to the golden fund of the
choir production for children. These works are still lively, re-
sourceful, and the contemporary singers sing them with the
same interest as those who sang them for the first time 40
years ago. The Children’s Choir studied and recorded the
Hurnik’s cycle “Silesian Songs” eight & capp. folk songs for
children’s choir, and solos from the composer’s home region,
Silesia. The cycle was incorporated into the programme broad-
casted live from Studio 1 in June. Ilja Hurnik who was present
at the concert remembered the long and fruitful cooperation
with the Children’s Choir of Czechoslovakian Radio and with
its then conductor Dr. Bohumil Kulinsky. For the live broad-
casting, the Children’s Choir studied not only the “Silesian
Songs”, but also the song “Ovcaci, Ctveraci” by Zdenka Lo-
rencova with Jifi Suchy’s text, and “Podivejte, Panecku” toge-
ther with “Cinky, Linky”, an older hit by the author. The little
songs by Zdenka Lorencovd were not selected accidentally.
Actually, Zdenka was a member of the Children’s Choir of
Czech Radio between 1957 and 1967. She belongs to the
many Choir leavers who devoted themselves to music in their
adult lives. The concert from Studio 1 was a beautiful and
dignified memory of the whole sixty-year activity of the Child-
ren’s Choir in the Czechoslovakian as well as Czech Radio.

Year 2005 confirmed again that it was a good decision to
establish the Production Centre as an over-channel unit. Rea-
lising radio plays and other art programmes, concerts of clas-
sical and jazz music as well as organising Concertino Praga
and Concerto Bohemia, two contests for young musicians, is
a necessary and very prestigious part of the activity of Czech
Radio as a statutory institution.

Production Centre adopted new activities and thus ex-
tended the range of its impact in 2005. On one hand, it was
producing concerts of jazz and popular music for Czech
Radio 3 — Vltava and then it took the whole line of verbal art
programmes for Czech Radio 2 — Praha (e.g. “Meteor”, “Thous-
and Stories”). All over 2005, we organised listening of pre-
openings of radio plays for Czech Radio staff and experts. The
main purpose to popularise and provide a more dignified role
for this part of Czech Radio art production was achieved.

A team of directors led by Hana Kofrankova, General Di-
rector, prepared the broadcasting of art programmes for Czech
Radio in the total stoppage of more than 20,000 minutes in
2005. This figure is amazing, but what is more important is
that many noteworthy works are hidden behind it. Authors
and directors could boast about them in the international
contests in Germany, Italy, and Slovakia as well as in “our”
Prix Bohemia Radio Festival. The majority of radio plays were
created for the broadcasting of Czech Radio 3 — Vltava (43),
then there were documentaries, poetry series, essays, “good
night pages” and continuous readings. Czech Radio 2 — Praha
had 12 plays and fairy tales for children and the young, and
several shorter literary forms for Hajaja, a good night fairy-tale
series.

The team of sound directors for the programme particip-
ated, in addition to the regular sound cooperation in verbal
works, in projects for the 60th anniversary of the end of World
War Il and the bit different reality show “Discovery”.

Music Director Michal Rataj engaged also in projects of
acoustic art last year. His acoustic project “Meanders and Se-
diments” was nominated in two renowned foreign contests.
The first of them was the traditional and relatively important
contest Phonurgia Nova, which runs in France every year in
close cooperation with such institutions as IMEB and INA.
The second nomination was sent to the international contest
of Radio France called Urti, which is the home contest of the
French statutory Radio focused on contemporary forms of
radiophonic art.

Music directors and producers provided a recording or
live broadcasting of one classical or jazz music concert prac-
tically every other day in 2005. The most important projects

of 2005 included live broadcasting, and concert recordings
from Prague Spring, the Concentus Moravie Festival, South
Bohemian Festival of Concertino Praga, International Music

the Czech Radio Symphonic Orchestra was an indivisible part
of that. One of the very important events of the year was the
project “Prague, the City of Music” which also included the live
broadcasting of the opera “Jeji Pastorkyna” from the National
Theatre.

All year round, Czech Radio took part, by means of its
International Department, in the International Music Exchange
(EBU), in organising international events of EBU in the Czech
Republic, providing technical help and studios to foreign re-
dactors, and ensuring participation in international contests,
workshops and events.

One of the most important activities of the International
Department is contributing to Euroradio, the system of the
international exchange of music programmes.

A unique possibility of promoting our culture as well as
the capital was the project “Prague — the City of Music” in the
week from 26 September to 2 October 2005 within the Eu-
roradio programme line “Cities of Music”. The series “9 Live
Broadcastings” in the peak evening time included symphony
and chamber music, a concert of an ensemble of early music,
an organ recital, contemporary music, jazz as well as an
opera performance of “Jenufa” by L. Janacek.

Summer Festivals included four concerts from the interna-
tional music festivals Concentus Moraviae, Cesky Krumlov, and
Prague Autumn.

Special Euroradio projects prepared recordings for the anni-
versary of H. Ch. Andersen, selected parts from the ballet
“Andersen” by O. Nedbal /Czech Radio Symphonic Orches-
tra, conducted by V. Vilek/, for the 250th birthday anniver-
sary of W. A. Mozart: “Young Interpreters Play Mozart’s Piano
Sonatas” in the interpretation by Véclav Macha, the contest
laureate in the Concertino Praga. A miniature from ars acus-
tica “Mozart in New Clothes” was created by Prof. Milo§ Stéd-
ron per order.

In 2005, the International Department of Czech Radio
processed a total of 105 offers of music programmes from the
2004-05 and 2005-06 concert seasons of the Czech Radio
Symphonic Orchestra, Czech Philharmonic Orchestra, State
Philharmonic Orchestra Brno, Prague FOK Symphony Or-
chestra, the international festivals Prague Spring, Prague Autumn,
Smetana’s Litomysl, Prague Proms, Moravian Autumn, Young
Prague, Concentus Moraviae, EuroArt Prague, Cesky Krumloy,
the international contest Concertino Praga, etc. 19 jazz con-
certs were offered successfully for the first time.

In 2005 about 3,000 concerts were offered in the EBU
database. Czech Radio ordered a total of 290 concerts from
this offer, from which 64 jazz concerts and 44 concerts of
world music, folk and folklore were for the redaction of Jazz
and Popular Music. Redaction of Classical Music on the Vltava
channel ordered a total of 142 concerts and opera perfor-
mances for its broadcasting.

The newly created channel for the young — Czech Radio 4 —
Radio Wave already ordered 35 concerts from the EUROSONIC
offer for its broadcasting that year.

Trumpet player Lukas Koudelka represented Czech Radio on
the tour of the EBU European Orchestra of Young Jazz Musi-
cians in cooperation with the organisation Swinging Europe
from Denmark from 17 April to 8 May 2005. There were 17 par-
ticipating musicians from Canada, Hungary, Estonia, Serbia,
Latvia, Switzerland, Poland, Finland, Turkey, Germany, Norway,
Slovenia, Denmark, Austria, Sweden, and the Czech Republic.

In the first half of 2005, APF participated in activities for
important anniversaries and events. For the 200th birthday
anniversary of H. Ch. Andersen, the Library in cooperation
with Czech Radio 3 — Vltava, and Czech Radio 2 — Praha
prepared a 24-hour cultural programme for children within
the national event “A Night with Andersen”. A similar pro-
gramme for adults was prepared by the Archive. For the 60th
anniversary of the end of World War Il and the May Revolu-
tion, Radiozurndl prepared accompanying programmes to-
gether with APF: a CD, Reconstruction of the Battle for the
Radio, and a film documentary. The Library, together with
the Praha and Vltava channels, again joined the national 12-
hour non-stop reading in October.

APF participated in the Open Day (exhibition of exposits
in the research room, a guide). Traditionally, historic docu-
mentaries contributed to promotional costs May 1945 and
August 1968. The Archive cooperated in the scenarios of “Gol-
den Times of the Media” exhibition in the National Museum,
and it lent several exhibits for it. PhDr. Martin Sekera, the ex-
hibition commissar, appreciated its professionalism and accom-
modating approach. In the course of the year, APF also
cooperated with the National Technical Museum, Museum of
Workers” Movement, National Film Archive, National Archive,
and several other cultural and educational institutions. Thanks
to the long-term cooperation with the National Archive,
Czech Radio gained a truly unique item a part of the original,
never before published, audio recording from the trial of
Dr. M. Horakova.

Sponsored by APF, another two parts of the theoretic re-
vue “World of the Radio” were released (No. 13 and 14), the
only periodical which is devoted to the history and the pre-
sent of radio from various points of view. Radio, scientific
libraries, colleges as well as scientist are interested in it.

Czech Radio launched the broadcasting of three new digi-
tal channels during the year, which draw a lot from funds and
collections while preparing their programming. Regional chan-
nels used the Archive and Sound Recordings Library more,
which increased the requirements for the activity of the funds.
Contrary to previous years, there were significant changes in
APF as well as a radical rejuvenation of the staff. Seven em-
ployees out of the nine accepted were younger than 30 years
of age. We are pleased that the vacant positions are suc-
cessfully filled with young perspective workers.

APF employees who are members of the Group for Radio
Production participated in organising its events as well as in
lecturing and publication activities. They contributed to the
successful course of the verbal production show BILANCE

Technické novinky

Digitalizace archivnich fondd a sbirek pokracovala, avsak
bez vyraznéjsiho urychlent.

V tnoru byl v Dokumentaci vyménén skener i PC na OCR
pracovisti a provedeny zmény aplikacniho software ve vazbé
na ProLector a Topic. Byl upraven a odzkousen novy program
ISA pro denni monitoring tisku. Usp&sné probéhla konverze

2005, a workshop with the topic “Radio Education” within
Prix Bohemia Radio (published in World of Radio No. 14) as
well as in the XIV year of REPORT 2005, the contest show of
publicistic and documentary programmes. APF prepared
an anthology from the workshop organised by the Group for
Radio Production and FSV UK Prague with the topic “Ques-
tion Marks of Radio Problems.”

Informal cooperation of APF with special schools for the
sightless and poor-sighted was extended with the Brno School
for Visually Handicapped. Publishing House prepared two
sheets of music in Braille — songs by Hradistan, and the author
pair P Hapka — M. Horacek. The sheets of music were handed
over festively in the school in Loretdnské Square. The excel-
lent atmosphere was supported by the performance of the
Hradistan band. This event, like the autograph giving by the au-
thors Hapka and Hordcek at World of Books, met with a great
media response. Not only the public, became more aware
about the Publishing House, these activities also contributed
to fulfilling the statutory mission of Czech Radio.

Acquisitions

Funds and collections were enriched with almost 200,000
acquisitions — audio recordings on various media, commercial
CDs, books, sheets of music, special periodicals, and cuttings.
The acquisition of the document material in the Archives was
170 running metres.

Processing and Accessibility

Discarding written materials was discussed at the regional
channel Ostrava and in the Economic Department. Internal
discarding in the Archive, Sheet Music Fund, and Documents
was done depending on the need. The selecting and dis-
carding committee for audio recordings dealt with in 12 meet-
ings with 102 delete orders and 31 transfers to the Archive.
1,367 recordings were discarded, 31,763 recordings were
deleted in DALET.

Acquisitions were catalogued and current recordings re-
trospected and reviewed. The APF staff processed a total of
110,000 recordings. The update of files in the Main Catalo-
gue continued which are used in particular by researchers.

Information materials, mainly for internal use, were publish-
ed on the Intranet: selection catalogues of audio documenta-
ries for anniversaries, a bulletin of acquisitions in the Gramo-
archive, an overview of acquisitions in the Library, a Calendar
of important anniversaries of famous people and events, a pri-
celist of recording material. ..

Publishing House concluded the total of 29 contracts for
191 titles in 2005, extended the number of titles issued in the
main line (classical music) by 16, and by 2 in the popular line.
Its activity was presented on web pages, in updated printed
catalogues as well as by means of PR events and articles.

Using the Funds

Using the funds and collections is documented by almost
112,000 realised lendings. The research room of the Archive
was visited by 815 researchers, the reading room and the study
of documents registered approximately 5,500 visits. The main
subject of interest of the archive researchers were documents
for the 1945 May Revolution and for World War II.

Technical News
Digitalising archive funds and collections went on, how-
ever, without any significant acceleration. Similar to the second
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half of 2004, the Technical Department took part in it as well.
A total of 79,799 documents were stored in the digital archive.

A device for repairing disc media (CD, CD-R, CD-RW,
CD-ROM, DVD) TDR One-Step Electronic was purchased for
the Sound Recordings Library, which would enable repairing
most of the damaged media.

Relief Il and Convera software was upgraded in the Sheet
Music Fund. Relief was extended with an agenda of archive
materials and manuscripts with picture supplements, Convera
user interface with text output. The scanner and PC were
replaced in the OCR site of the Document Department in
February, and there were also changes in the application soft-
ware in relation to ProLector and Topic. ISA, a new program-
me for daily press monitoring was adjusted and tested. Data
conversion to Relief 1l and the upgrade of the research pro-
tocol in the Library were carried out successfully.

What to say at the end? Despite difficulties of various
kinds, APF succeeded to conform to the rising programming
requirements, to take good care of the cultural heritage, to
take part in a line of important projects as well as to develop
its own socially beneficial activities above the framework of
its commitments.

Group for Radio Production, which was established to
connect radio producers and to substitute the non-existent
Study Department in the Radio, regularly focuses its activity
in four directions: on the young generation of future radio
employees in the Spring Workshop and by inviting them to
shows; on the creators of verbal art production by the non-
contest show BILANCE; on the radio staff by a more or less
theoretical or historical workshop and by PBR; and finally on
journalists by the REPORT contest show of reporting, publi-
cistic, and documentary programmes.

In addition, the members of the Group participated con-
siderably in producing the revue World of Radio in 2005. After
its report was approved last year, a work group commissioned
with preparing the proposal of a radio play conception on
Czech Radio finished its activity which had been initiated by
the Group some time ago. Implementing some of the sug-
gestions included in the report began at the end of the year.

The activities of the Group were supported by Czech
Radio, which was very helpful by providing technical services,
by the Ministry of Culture of the Czech Republic and Radio-
servis, a. s. which provided financial support, by the Czech Li-
terary Endowment Fund and the general director of Czech
Radio who were giving the awards in the REPORT Contest.

The spring workshop with the Journalistic Department of
FSV UK was called “Question Marks of Radio Problems.” This
title covered various current topics or topics focused on cur-
rent problems. Fundamental works on foreign theory of mass
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communication were characterised as well as domestic work
on radio history and theory; the contribution of the director
Jitl Frejka to radio theory, and the radio work experience of
the writer Jan Grmela were analysed; the relation between
premises and results in broadcasting were considered as well
as the impact of new technologies on radio work; one third of
the seminar presentations was formed by contributions from
FSV students who came to compare the radio education in
Prague and at the university in Mainz, to evaluate the music
dramaturgy of Czech Radio, to comment on the problems of
student radio channels, and to evaluate the Internet pages
of Czech Radio. A group of contributions was issued for PBR
2005 in a separate brochure as usual (already the tenth one
in the line of spring workshops by the Group for Radio Pro-
duction).

BILANCE

offered 18 recordings for public discussion (including one
originally from Kogice, and one originally from the Prague Jour-
nalistic Department). Works of verbal art production were
realised on the basis of literary, dramatized, and dramatic
models. Creat attention was drawn to “Krabat,” a play for
younger listeners by Véclava Ledvinkova, directed by Ales
Vrzék who (according to OldFich Knitl) “produced a play rich
in fantasy, plot, motifs, as well as in the sound and casting.”
What the “audience” of the show appreciated was later con-
firmed by the Prix Bohemia Prize.

Also appreciated were the literary recordings from Hradec
Kralové, Olomouc and Brno, and also the recordings devoted
to literature from the Vitava and Ceské Bud&jovice channels.
“We could see again that there is a great potential in the Czech
Radio regional channels in connection to literary dramatic
and related production.”

The workshop of the Group for Radio Production

in the Prix Bohemia Radio Podébrady 2005 was devoted
to the problems of “Radio Education.” Nine referents were
discussing resources of extracurricular education, its history in
the broadcasting of Czech Radio, and seven examples of suc-
cessful audio programmes of educational character in the past
and at present. Full text of all performances and the summary
of the lively and vivid discussion is presented in the World of
Radio 14/2005 for more detailed study.

20 contributions were sent to REPORT in the category of
Daily Journalistic, 12 in the category of Publicistics, and 8 pro-
grammes in the categories Documentary, Feature, and Pro-
gramme Line. A pleasant surprise was the participation of
Czech Radio Sever in two categories after many years. Well-
established champions won their way to the finals of the
contest, two prizes were taken by Czech Radio Ceské Budé-
jovice and three went to Plzen, the highest award — the award
of the general director of Czech Radio, Ing.

Czech Radio promotes all its channels every year, and it
endeavours to reach the largest possible amount of listeners
with the information about them. Promotion is realised in the
whole course of the year in the form of media campaigns, PR
campaigns, radio spots, advertisements, various events etc. In
2005, we focused on promoting Czech Radio 1 — Radiozurnal
(campaign for morning broadcasting “Can You Manage All
That While Having Breakfast?”), and Czech Radio 3 — Vltava
(“Drop of Art — Sea of Energy”). The end of the year was cha-
racterised by communicating the change of radio fee.

There was intensive communication with journalists. The
Communication Department issued almost 70 press releases,
and 500 news items were placed on special Internet pages for
journalists in 2005. We organised or participated in organi-
sing many press conferences. One of the biggest was the press
conference for the event “Reconstruction of the Battle for the
Radio” at the 60th anniversary of the end of World War II, then
for the launch of Czech Radio Leonardo channel broad-
casting, for the events of Concerto Bohemia, the Concertino
Praga or for the events organised by the partners of Czech
Radio — such as the Czech Paralympic Committee, and others.
Several press materials were prepared for journalists as well
as for the public, the most important of them included: the
bilingual Yearbook of Czech Radio, the internal monthly ma-
gazine VInénf, a catalogue and reports on festivals on the oc-
casion of Prix Bohemia Radio, various informative press mate-
rials, leaflets, and others.

Important activities of Czech Radio included media co-
operation in interesting cultural, humanitarian or scientific
projects. In 2005 we were partners of almost two thousand
events and activities from various spheres of social life. Our
major partners included these organisations and projects: The
National Museum, National Theatre, State Opera, Prague Castle
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Management, World of Books Fair, Prague Spring Festival,
Prague Autumn Festival, One World Festival, The Internatio-
nal Festival 9 Gates, Khamoro, Folklore Group of the Czech
Republic, International Folklore Festival Straznice, Olympic
Committee, Czech Paralympic Committee, Endowment Fund
“Our Child,” and many others.

Nearly 20,000 letters were delivered to the address of Czech
Radio in 2005. Based on the orders for the personal use of
the listeners, we re-recorded 11,700 minutes of radio recordings.

An indivisible part of the Communication Department ac-
tivities was organising events for listeners as well as for the
Czech Radio staff, such as:

On 9 March, 15 June, 14 September, and 14 December,
there was the initiative “Donate Blood with Czech Radio”.
A special bulletin for blood donors was issued with current
information about Czech Radio. The initiative was joined by
regional channels, and a total of 3,557 donors took part in
the blood donations. Donors were rewarded with the traditi-

onal Concert for Blood Donors, which was held in the Obecnf
Dim in Prague on 30 March.

There were two reverent acts in front of the building of
Czech Radio at the occasion of 60th anniversary of the end
of World War Il on 5 May, and at the occasion of 37th an-
niversary of the August Events on 21 August. For the 60th
anniversary of the end of World War I, the Reconstruction of
the Battle for the Radio was organised, watched by many hund-
reds of viewers directly, while others could listen to its live
broadcasting on the radio waves.

There was an Open Day at Czech Radio on 21 May. Ap-
proximately 2,000 people visited the radio building or the
accompanying programmes. Many were interested in visiting
the newly reconstructed rooms of the historic building. Be-
sides the Open Day, we held a total of 45 excursions in the
building they were mainly pupils from the Czech Republic as
well as from abroad.

Czech Radio had its presentation stall at the traditional
international fair World of Books. Within the accompanying
events, all channels of Czech Radio were presented.

The Light from Bethlehem was festively presented in the
cathedral of St. Vit in Prague Castle on 23 December. The
light which was brought by the employees of Czech Radio
Czech Budéjovice was presented by children to His Eminence
Cardinal Miloslav VIk. A light shone in the hall of the building
in Vinohradskd Street from early morning as well.

The beginning of December was devoted to the initiative
called “Give a Toy.” In the hall of Czech Radio in Rimska
Street, a record-breaking amount of toys was collected within
14 days, which were given to handicapped children from
Children’s Homes.

Czech Radio is authorised to perform commercial
activities, which are dealt with by the commercial section of
the Communication Department. Business activities of the
statutory Czech Radio contribute to the supporting provision
of financial means for the budget. The key commercial acti-
vity of Czech Radio is the sale of radio advertising and spon-
soring. The company ARBOmedia.net Praha was chosen again
after a demanding selection procedure for this activity in
2005, which adopted the task of selling advertising times for
the nationwide and also partially for the regional channels of
Czech Radio. The legal limit of advertising time is 3 minutes
a day on nationwide channels and 5 minutes a day on regional
channels. Other commercial activities of Czech Radio include
providing the unutilized capacity of recording studios and
transmission technology to people interested in short-time
rental, and providing licenses, or radio rights for sound record-
ings which are owned by Czech Radio. 42 subjects altogether
were interested in purchasing a licence for some of the Czech
Radio recordings.

1,874 million listeners in the age group of 12-79 years
followed at least one of the channels of Czech Radio daily in
2005, which is monitored by MEDIA PROJECT, the major me-
dia research centre in the Czech Republic. This forms 21.4%
of the given population and roughly 30% from all radio liste-
ners in the given age. In the course of a regular week, the rate
of listening to Czech Radio reached 2.469 million listeners,
which is approximately one third of the weekly radio audience.

One of the Czech Radio channels was mentioned by 2.06
million listeners as the radio they listen to most. The share of
Czech Radio within the Czech radio market was 26.4%; this
is 17.0% for nationwide channels, and 9.3% for regional chan-
nels. Results according to the individual Czech Radio channels
are shown in the chart below:

V. Poslechovost a publikum

The long-term trend of light decrease continued in the lis-
tening rate of nationwide statutory channels in 2005. The
total share of regional channels, which had been slightly but
constantly increasing for several years, showed a slight de-
crease this year. In the case of regional channels, that is not
a common trend. Different results reflect the different com-
petitive situation in the individual regions in particular. The
unambiguous favourite whose results go beyond the deve-
lopment of the rest of the radio market is Czech Radio Brno
which had succeeded to gain an audience more than three
times larger since the end of 2000.

New regional channels of Czech Radio whose emergence
was a gradual reaction to the administrative division of Czech
Radio into 14 regions, gained their audiences very slowly.

A decisive factor for a listener to choose statutory broad-
casting is their preference of a higher verbal programming
share. The majority of the public perceives the radio mostly
as a source of music background. Therefore, listeners looking
for programming which is typical for statutory broadcasting
form a relatively distinctive group with a constant range. The
audience of the new statutory channels is thus formed by
means of dividing the respective territorial parts of the au-
dience of traditional Czech Radio channels, and only a small
proportion of listeners are gained who have never listened to
any of those channels.

To sum up, the forming listener group of a statutory radio
reflects the changes of value structures in the whole popu-
lation.

The decrease in the income from operations in 2005 pro-
ved true which was announced in advance. Czech Radio
showed a loss of CZK 24.1 million. Compared to the last
version of the budget, it is a better than expected result by
CZK 13.8 million. The main cause of the negative develop-
ment was the long-stagnating radio fees. They were increased
by adopting a new law as late as October of the evaluated
year, which could not reverse the trend.

The external costs of the institution were higher than was
planned by CZK 34.7 million. Thanks to the adjustment of
the fee rate, the revenues exceeded the planned value as well,
by CZK 48.5 million. The loss thus created was so immaterial
that it did not threaten the existence of the institution. The
development in the income from radio fees is a guarantee of
a balanced financial management for future periods, provided
we stay reasonably cautious.

The internal transparency of the economy is ensured by
observing the Rules of Economic Management of the Insti-
tution. The functionality of the information system has been
gradually extended. Thus the possibility of gaining compar-
able data is constantly broadened in the individual groups of
accounting items as well as organisational sections.

The decisive resource for financing the activities of indi-
vidual departments is the radio fees. In 2005, they formed
85.5 % of the total revenues of the institution. Revenues from
sponsoring developed positively as well. Not only did their
rise cover the decreasing revenues from regulated advertising
time, but it contributed to the total improvement of the eco-
nomic indicators.

RADIO FEES

Increasing the rate by virtue of adopting the new law in
effect from 1 October, and by publicising the whole problem
in the media, we succeeded to achieve CZK 39.4 million more
than estimated. In particular, the activity targeted at clearing
the individual provisions of the law contributed finally to in-
creasing the number of registered contributors. This trend is
necessary with respect to the income structure of Czech Radio.

In the sphere of radio fees, 2005 was targeted at mana-
ging the set functionality of the registration system perfectly,
with the aim of preparing it for the mass transition of corpo-
rations under direct administration. The development in the
fee collection by Czech Television enabled the Czech Post to
ask for the ultimate end of administering this agenda by the
end of 2006.

At present, we see the way we have chosen will contri-
bute to making the section of corporations more transparent,

IR ROCENKA CESKEHO ROZHLASU 2005
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which has not been sufficiently updated either from Czech Post
employees or by the contributors themselves. After eliminat-
ing the “dead souls”, we will have to replace them by newly
gained contributors in the future, access to which will be provided
through databases of energy distribution companies.

The current form of the law promises gaining new tools for
registering and collecting the fees. The collected fees enable
creating higher-quality work conditions for the respective de-
partment, with the aim of reducing the influence of other
subjects by the registration and collection.

NEW ACTIVITIES OF CZECH RADIO
The legislative development in the last year opened up
the space for developing activities of the individual divisions
of Czech Radio. Thus, the budget for 2006 featured higher
resources for routine activities which were increasingly regu-
lated in the past years due to the unfavourable development.
This will lead to a gradual elimination of the deficit in relation
to keeping the property, remunerating our own employees,

their further education and development.

In addition, brand new activities can flourish. They include
preparing and launching the new radio station Czech Radio 4 —
Wave, a station for the young. In this way, Czech Radio filled
the missing stone into the mosaic of its listeners’ age structure.
Currently, the analogous broadcasting of the programme uses
the transmitter in Central Bohemia.

2005 was a breakthrough year in the sphere of broad-
casting digitalisation. It is also very positive that it is Czech
Radio who has been the actual pioneer in the sphere of trans-
mitting radio broadcasting in the digital way. Not only is it
possible to receive nationwide stations and the Wave station
in the analogous as well as digital form, the institution also
launched brand new digital stations the music station D-dur,
and the educational channel Leonardo. The list also includes
the news-publicistic station Cesko. Originally, it was created
as a digital station as well, but it is also transmitted in the ana-
logous form today thanks to terminating the Czech broadcast-
ing on the BBC frequencies.

CARE FOR EMPLOYEES

As already mentioned above, the financial situation which
has been developing positively since the last quarter of last
year made it possible to concentrate on the sphere of rewarding
our own employees. This helped to eliminate the increasing
tension in the institution. Obviously, signing a new collective
agreement for another five years proves that too. Wage funds
are not distributed on a flat basis, but they should help to
support the most pivotal activities of Czech Radio. By adjust-
ing the salaries, we expect to reduce or eliminate the amount
of qualified employees leaving for better paid positions outside
the institution. Increased attention is also paid to removing
the undesirable internal differences in remunerating compar-
able efforts, which does not result in wage-levelling, though.

The care for employees does not include only reasonable
remunerating but also the use of other features of the social
programme. One of the much-used forms is the boarding al-
lowance for employees provided in the form of serving fresh
food as well as by means of a voucher system in places where
running a cafeteria is not possible. The social fund is a source
for providing loans for solving the living condition of the em-
ployees. This form has become increasingly popular in the time
when flats are sold as several estates, and it is a positive fea-
ture of a stabilisation.

NOVE AKTIVITY CESKEHO ROZHLASU

Legislativni vyvoj v uplynulém roce oteviel prostor pro roz-
vijenf aktivit jednotlivych divizi Ceského rozhlasu. V rozpoctu
na rok 2006 se tak objevily vyssi zdroje pro bézné cinnosti,
které byly v minulych letech diky nepfiznivému vyvoiji stile
vice regulovany. Povedou tak k postupnému odstranovani de-
ficitu ve vztahu k udrzovani majetku, v odménovani vlastnich
zaméstnancd, v jejich dalsim vzdélavani a rozvoji.

Vedle toho se mohou rozvijet zcela nové aktivity. Mezi né
patfi pifprava a spusténi nové rozhlasové stanice CRo 4 —
Wave, stanice pro mladé. Cesky rozhlas tak doplnil chybgjict
kaminek do mozaiky vékové skladby svych posluchacd. V sou-
¢asné dobé je pro analogové Siteni programu vyuzivan vysila¢
ve stfednich Cechdch.

Rok 2005 se stal priilomovym rokem v oblasti digitalizace
vysilani. A je jisté velice piiznivym jevem fakt, ze prikop-
nikem v oblasti Sitenf rozhlasového vysilanf digitdni cestou je
pravé Cesky rozhlas. Nejen, Ze je mozné piijimat celoploiné
stanice a stanici Wave v analogové i digitalni podobé.

The ad-
ditional financial resources of the institution eliminated the
unfavourable development. In particular, the first weak years
had contributed to discovering internal reserves and helped
to make the financial management on the various levels of
the organisational structure more objective.

Thanks to this experience and to the newly acquired
resources, Czech Radio can concentrate on fulfilling its sta-
tutory mission in the sphere of radio broadcasting for the
widest possible range of listeners. It also remains an equal
partner in the development of new technologies. Last but not
least, we can objectively presume that it retains its high-
standard of frequented broadcasting workplaces and quali-
fied employees.

Despite being in a complicated environment that is not
very favourable for radio broadcasting, Czech Radio keeps its
prominent position as a source of information in news re-
porting, education, sports and culture.

The activities of Radioservis in 2005 saw the largest chan-
ges in our Representation Shop and the Internet Shop. Since
May 2005, we have connected our shop with Czech Tele-
vision, and now we are the Representation Shop of Czech
Radio and Czech Television, which resulted in the extended
range of items. Another considerable change was moving into
the new and much larger rooms on the corner of Vinohradska
and Balbinova Streets.

The Internet Shop at www.radioservis-as.cz also changed
its design, especially the internal layout, which is more com-
fortable for the customers now. E-shop has considerably ex-
tended its offer of items so that you can find not only the
complete catalogue of Radioservis here but also items of Czech
Television on DVD, VHS, and books. But not only E-shop has
been experiencing many changes, the internet design of Ty-
denik Rozhlas magazine is also new.

The financial management of Radioservis, a. s. ended in
profit in 2005 which we expect to be about CZK 1,726,000
before taxation.

Tydenik Rozhlas magazine has continued in fulfilling its
function as a cultural reporter with the most extensive radio
reporting. In the course of the year, there were gradual changes
of the design of the Tydenik, as mentioned by the Editor-in-
Chief Milan Sefl in more detail. The circulation of the Ty-
denik is balanced or slightly decreasing. Tydenik is fully self-
sufficient economically.

Music Publishing House

Music Publishing House released 37 new items of all gen-
res on the market in 2005. The most successful were the items
with spoken word again this year. The re-edition of parts of
“Wandering through Czech History”, which were originally
on tapes, was greatly appreciated. We have now prepared two
representative 5-CD collections. At the same time, another
three separate parts were released on CD and tapes — the 12th
and the 13th part devoted to the personality of Jan Amos
Komensky, and the 14th part — “Two Czech Saints” (on Anezka
Ceska Pfemyslovna and Zdislava from Lemberk).

New titles were among the other well-established edition
lines as well “Voice for Today”. The earlier released 2-CD line
“Birds of Our Cities”, “Birds of Our Forests”, and “Birds of
Our Fields and Meadows” was joined in 2005 by another
item, “Birds of Our Waters.”

We also continued in cooperation with the Paraple Centre.
After the CD “Stories of Petr Sabach” and “Little Pearls of
Bohumil Hrabal”, another charity CD was created whose sale
profit went to the benefit of people with spinal chord injury.
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Another new item from last year is called “Who Wrote It,
Reads It” where Arnost Goldflam, Vaclav Havel, lvan Martin
Jirous, Zdenék Svérak, and Petr Sabach read their fairy tales
for children and adults.

“World War Il from the Czech Radio Archive” is the name
of a 2-CD which was produced within the events comme-
morating the 50th anniversary of the end of the war. Another
CD was related to this period “V+W Winning 'V"” with radio
broadcasting recordings of this famous pair from the USA in
1941 —1942.

In cooperation with the Endowment Fund “Life of an
Artist,” within which we try to make interesting items from
Czech Radio archive accessible, the 2-CD “Cyrano De Berge-
rac” was released featuring Karel Hoger in the major role. On
the other hand, the contemporary radio dramatic production
is represented by the CD named “Concert in the Orange Or-
chard” which is formed by a play of the same-name by Eric
Westphal about a string quartet — featuring Viktor Preiss, Jiff
gtépni(':ka, Jifi Ldbus, and Frantisek Némec — which rehearsed
Mozart’s “Hunting” Quartet, and then this quartet as inter-
preted by the Martinl Quartet.

The constantly ordered items by Frantisek Nepil (the al-
ready released “Lime Alley”, “Bast Shoes”, and “Good and
Even Better Mornings”) were joined by the CD “Gunman”
with thematically varied feuilletons rendered uniquely by the
author himself. Great interest was stirred by two other re-
membrance items “Vladimir Svitacek on Life or Be Glad That
It Is Raining...”, and Vladimir Komdrek — “Only Short Visits
Please.”

V roce 2005 jsme nasi nabidku rozsifili o prvni dvé CD
nové edice Great Artists in Prague, kterd by méla postupné
zpfistupfiovat mimoradné interpretacni vykony predevsim
z mezindrodntho hudebniho festivalu Prazské jaro. Symbo-
licky je prvnim CD této nové edice Ma vlast v podani Ceské
filharmonie dirigované Karlem Ancerlem, jako druhé vyslo CD
s nahravkou prazského koncertu svétozndmého pianisty Gar-
ricka Ohllsona z roku 1973.

V rekapitulaci loriské produkce nemizeme pominout také
profilovou desku Marta Krdsovd — Operni recitdl, ktery poprvé
Siteji predstavuje tuto mimoradnou pévkyni na CD.

Ani v lon-
ském roce jsme neopominuli soucasnou ¢eskou tvorbu, tento-
krdt zastoupenou cédéckem Tii koncerty skladatele Jindficha
Felda (koncert pro violoncello a orchestr, koncert pro housle
a orchestr a koncert pro hoboj a orchestr).

We also published two new detective CDs — “Famous
Cases of Sherlock Holmes 3” (this time featuring Viktor Preiss
in the main role), and the second CD with Rudolf Hrusinsky
senior in the role of commissar Maigret — “Port in the Mist.”

We did not leave out an item for children last year either
we prepared a CD “Caesar’s New Clothes and Other Fairy
Tales” featuring Milo$ Kopecky, Dana Medfickd, Jifina Jirds-
kova, and Vdclav Voska within the two hundredth birthday
anniversary of Hans Christian Andersen.

The offer of our music items was substantially extended
again. We contributed into the well-established Fonogram
Edition, which we publish together with the Publishing House
of Frantisek Rychtafik, with two CDs last year “That Was Me!”
by Ferenc Futurista, and “Fanda, You Old Mate” by Fanda
Mrézek. Unique archive recordings were involved in the CD
“Treasures of US Country” with original recordings from the
1920s and 1930s. The former successful record “Stars over
Brno” with melodies from the 1950s and 1960s was joined
by another selection from this period last year, this time with
the name “Songs over Brno.” The fully contemporary Czech
Radio Big Band conducted by Vaclav Kozel was presented on
the profile CD “Orchestra’s Greeting,” and the CD recordings
“Evergreens of Karel Vlach’s Orchestra” are also contem-
porary.

The “Light Muse” was represented in last year’s pro-
duction as well, this time by a CD “Operetta Hits” by Oskar
Nedbal.

We extended our offer in 2005 with the first two CDs of
the new edition Great Artists in Prague, which should gra-
dually make the outstanding interpreting performances acces-
sible in particular from the international music festival Prague
Spring. It is symbolic that the first CD of this new edition is
“My Country” in the rendering of the Czech Philharmonic
Orchestra conducted by Karel Ancerl, the second CD was re-
leased with the recording from the Prague Concert of Garrick
Obhllson, the world-famous pianist, from 1973.

From the chamber production, we could mention the
new CD of the Epoque Quartet “Debussy & Ravel — String
Quartets.” We did not forget the contemporary Czech pro-
duction last year either, this time represented by the CD
“Three Concerts Composed By Jindfich Feld” (a concert for
violoncello and orchestra, a concert for viola and orchestra,
and a concert for oboe and orchestra). On the contrary, the
last new CD from last year “Czech Vespers with Prague Cham-
ber Singers” goes back several centuries.

Financial management of the Music Publishing House
ended in profit.

Book Publishing House

Book Publishing House prepared four new items. The 4th
part of “Tips for Trips to Outlook-Towers and Old Castles” was
published in the spring. In the period before Christmas, we pub-
lished the book “Polish Notebook” by Pavel Novak, the Polish
reporter of Czech Radio. Pavla Jazairiovd wrote about her
summer trip to Santiago de Compostela in her book “The Way
of the Star,” and the book by Milan Pokorny remembered the
great personality of radio broadcasting “Karel Kyncl: Life as
|.” The interest in the last two items was so large that
an additional edition had to be printed. The financial mana-
gement of the Book Publishing House ended in profit as well.

The redaction of the radio magazine tried in 2005 as well
to maintain the position of Tydenik Rozhlas as a reliable and
trustworthy periodical which provides not only programming
information but also a whole range of sections, series and
articles related to the mission and sphere set for the statutory
media.

All the year round, page 3 continued to feature the grand-
scale lay-out project “Chapters from the Broadcasting History
of Czech Radio” prepared by several experienced publicists
who participated in the representative publication “From the
Microphone to the Listeners,” too. A one of its kind also re-
mained, the section “Reflection on Radio Production”, whose
team of authors were joined by the renowned critic Petr Pav-
lovsky. The prestigious section “From the Start of the Week”
gained new contributors — Jifina Siklovd and Ivan Medek.
Readers were attracted by other authors as well whose ar-
ticles they had only seldom met so far: Petr Viybiral, the spe-
cialist in Czech studies and language consultant of Czech
Television in the section “Talking about the Czech Language,”
or lvan Ruml, the music redactor of Czech Radio 3 — Vltava in
the cycle “Music Streams on Vltava”. Several “senior” constant
co-workers of Tydenik Rozhlas (such as Jan Petrdnek, Jindra
Klimovd, Zden&k Veliek, Mirek Kovafik, Jiff Padevét, Jan Spata,
Jaromir Stétina) retained their readers.

The redaction also continued to author front-page inter-
views with important people of Czech culture. The major in-
terviews which were provided to the redactors or co-workers
of Tydenik Rozhlas in 2005 included, for example, Jifi Pilka,
Viktor Preiss, Adolf Branald, Frantisek Frohlich, Viktor Kalabis,
Ivan Martin Jirous, Daniela Fischerovd, Vaclav Cilek, or Jifi Lang-
majer. The magazine commemorated outstanding radio per-
sonalities as well: Josef Vesely, Jaromir Janey, Libor Dvorak,
Ji¥i Vejvoda or Véra Heroldova-Stovickova.

In cooperation with Radioservis Publishing House, the re-
daction also prepared a questionnaire to find the most po-
pular acting performance behind the radio microphone in
2005.
