Dear Listeners and Colleagues,

It is again an honor and a pleasure for me to in-
troduce the Czech Radio Annual Report.

2001 was a stormy year indeed. Allow me to re-
mind you of the beginning of the year, when we pro-
ved to be a highly useful and accurate broadcast me-
dium during the time of the ,television crisis.” The
good work of the reporting and journalism sections of
Czech Radio during the entire year was also apparent
during the events of September 11. It was further
proof of the singular role of Czech Radio in emer-
gency situations. This is something of which | am very
proud.

I would like to draw your attention to the enor-
mous number of cultural events that Czech Radio has
initiated, mediated, covered, etc. We have managed
to maintain our position as an cultural institution of
considerable, often international importance. As an
example, we may mention the well-established coo-
peration with other EBU network public media,
where we provide our services in the field of interna-
tional music exchange, live concert broadcasts and re-
cordings, creating a standard level program.

We have allocated more funds to new technolo-
gies, and we certainly do not want to neglect our re-
gional stations. On the contrary, new regional stations
have started to emerge. New studios have been es-
tablished in Jihlava, Pardubice, and in Karlovy Vary
under the patronage of Plzen. In this connection,
I cannot but stress the extraordinary performance and
the pioneering position of CRo Regina.

Among other things, we have established the
Czech Radio Charity Fund, which commenced its ac-
tivities with several wonderful events, such as the
White Crayon public collection.

Even this year, maybe more than ever, | would like
to thank the Czech Radio Council for their wisdom
and efficient attitude. | hope that they will manage to
keep up their effort in the future.

The following year will see many rationalization
changes. We will continue to work with the frequen-
cies, since some transfers are absolutely necessary.
I would also like to re-open the issue of CRo 4. A sta-
tion for young listeners is the only one that we fail to
provide, even though the number of programs for
young people has increased.

It has fulfilled one of its major
tasks, which is to create, within the framework of pub-
lic broadcast, a widely acceptable alternative to com-
pete with other, mostly commercial media. The
Program Division consists of the International
Department, Program Archives and the Young
Reporters group.

Our major tasks for the near future include the
consistent coordination of all program and support di-
visions, the gradual formatting of the stations in order
to keep the leading position of CRo on the Czech ra-
dio market, where it is being perceived as a medium
capable of providing the fastest, objective, balanced,
and complex news. At the same time, it is a cultural
institution, monitoring and promoting the best works
of music and literature. Last, but not least, we will
further improve our broadcasts in the new administ-
rative regions, and attempt to react to their identity in
society, with its newly emerging administration and
cultural centers.

The programming of CRo 1 - Radiozurndl has un-
dergone several innovations, which have further con-
tributed to its character as a news and current affairs
station. The extreme events that occurred in 2001 -
the crisis in Czech Television, and the events of a ter-
rorist attack against the USA - have also proved the
flexibility, comprehensiveness, and high quality of the
news service of CRo 1.

CRo 1 - Radiozumal has also foreseen future trends in the
development of multimedia. The news service of Czech
Radio 1 has maintained its traditional radio program form, but
since 2001, it has also a full textual, sound and visual Internet
form - the iZurndl.

The strengthening of the news service character of
the station has caused a partial drop in the audience
ratings; in spite of that, CRo 1 - Radiozurnal has re-
mained the most successful radio station in 2001,
with the market share of 12.5 percent, and 1,038,000
listeners.

NEW PROGRAMS

At the beginning of 2001, CRo started broadcas-
ting the Morning Radiozurnal seven days a week. On
Sunday mornings, we have kept some of the success-
ful program series, but we have also introduced seve-
ral new programs. The show How Their Life Goes
compares the lives of people of various professions in
the Czech Republic and in the world. The show On
the Bench has acquired a brand new form, taking
advantage of the connection of radio broadcast and
Internet communication. Since the middle of the year,

NATION-WIDE STATIONS

CRo has begun re-formatting the Afternoon
Radiozurnal. Fifteen minutes after every full hour, we
broadcast The News of the Day, mostly a domestic
one, which allows us to look at the main events of the
day from various perspectives. In the 45th minute, we
present the most important world events in the sec-
tion The Window to the World. Since the summer ho-
lidays, we have also expanded the broadcast of news
and drivers information. CRo broadcasts the news
programs every half-hour throughout the day, accom-
panied by the Green Wave every half-hour. In
September, CRo 1 started broadcasting Night
Radiozurnal. Live broadcast has thus been expanded
to almost the whole day. At the same time, we have
abandoned the all-week broadcast of the music Night
Stream, which did not fit in the CRo 1 format.

NEWS SERVICE

The biggest test of professionalism of the CRo 1
Home Affairs reporters was the events of the Czech
Television crisis. An analysis performed by the Center
For Media Studies of the Faculty of Social Sciences,
Charles University, proved that the broadcast of CRo
1 concerning the Czech TV was balanced, giving
space to all parties involved. The reporters have also
tried to explain the political events to more people,
and apart from the ,official” news, provide news ser-
vice as well. CRo 1 has helped with last year's popu-
lation census. In cooperation with the Czech
Statistical Office, we have prepared a series focused
on the information service concerning the census; at
the same time, we also brought information concer-
ning the protection of personal data, and all problems
related thereto.

On 11 September 2001, CRo 1 - Radiozurnél pro-
ved its high professionalism and versatile flexibility.
Only a few minutes after the first airplane crashed into
the WTC in New York, the wheels of our news service
started turning, thanks to our reporter in the USA, re-
porters in other places of the world, and in the Czech
Republic. During the greatest stress, we much appre-
ciated the layout of the newsroom. The editors pro-
cessed the authentic reports and testimonies from
New York, Washington, and other places, and broad-
cast them immediately.

DRIVERS INFO

In 2001, Czech Radio implemented a new system
of traffic information. In cooperation with the ABA,
we managed to improve both the quantity and qua-
lity of traffic information, as well as to improve the
communication with voluntary traffic reporters - the
Green Angels. We have also continued expanded rec-
ruitment of the Green Angels; at the end of 2001,
their number had reached 3,000. From the annual
comparison of the traffic information input and bro-
adcast, we may conclude that in contrast to 2000, the
number of accepted reports and broadcast informa-
tion of the Green Wave had almost doubled.

A unique program and technical project was the
broadcast from the International Film Festival in

Karlovy Vary. For this purpose, CRo 1 created a spe-
cial festival program that it broadcast only through the
Karlovy Vary transmitter. This program included all of
the main news and journalistic programs of the CRo
in Prague, so that even during this project, the CRo 1
broadcast in Karlovy Vary could fulfill its basic role of
an information medium. Thanks to this broadcast, we
have been able to test the possibility to create, in
a live broadcast, a program balanced both in the
technical and program aspects, prepared and broad-
cast from a remote location.

CRo 1 - iZURNAL

At the beginning of 2001, CRo 1 officially laun-
ched the CRo 1 - iZurnal news server. Every day, it
publishes approximately 20 news items containing
text, small pictures and audio recordings, concerning
both domestic and foreign events, economics, sports
and weather forecasts. Lately, we have expanded the
scope of materials published on the server by the tran-
scriptions of various programs; in September, we
launched the Green Wave and Green Angels website.

In the course of 2001, we focused primarily on the
creation of a more specific profile of the prime time,
following the adjustments made in 2000. We have also
made several changes in the weekend program. In the
middle of the year, the drop in audience ratings stop-
ped, and two rating surveys performed in the first half
of the year have shown an increase. After a slight drop
in ratings in summer, the last survey has again shown
a moderate increase. In the past year, we gained a main
technological asset in the powerful Votice - Mezivrata
FM transmitter. We have also seen the great success of
one of our programs, ,Living in the Shadow of Drugs,”
a document by K. Navrdtil, which won a prize at the
Prix Bohemia Radio contest.

Apart from basic daily information, the Good
Morning show offers journalistic topics of everyday life
and telephone learning contests (quizzes). The quality
of our broadcast has improved thanks to the regional
studios of Czech Radio. Our most important program
events include attractive live broadcasts covering inter-
esting local topics and people. Taking advantage of the
technological assets of Czech Radio allows us to diffe-
rentiate our program from that of our competitors. Last
year, editors of the Good Morning show actively mana-
ged to adjust their broadcast to the extraordinary inter-
national events.

A favorite fixture of the morning show, A Guest in
the House, is the hour called ,My Point of View.” lIts
well-known hosts, Professor C. Hoschl, F. Novotny, and
Dr. I. Rynda, have been joined by new hosts,
Dr. Jiii Pilka and Lenka Zizkovd. The joint project of the
UN and EU called ,Healthy Cities” has become very
popular. Within this project, we have provided regular
broadcast from several Czech and Moravian towns and
cities.

Our everyday sections, Visiting Room and Little
Family Service have also become very popular, as has
the new section, The Clubhouse (featuring topics such
as collecting, gardening, sports, breeding, and DIY ac-
tivities).

The final guest hour has already presented more
than 200 people from various areas. Weekend Guest in
the House is a brand new feature, with the supple-
mentary section ,At the Table.”

Regular broadcasting sections of the News Service
have become an important part of our broadcast in the
past year, providing basic information on important do-

An important improvement in the quality of news bro-
adcasts was the launch of an extended news program
Radio News. The news department has managed to
create a stable and efficient working team.

The Good Afternoon Show, which began its broad-
casts at the end of 2000, was conceived as a magazine
on matters of interest for the entire family. Its perma-
nent hosts include A. Cibulka, P Jelinkova,
S. LekeSova and Z. Vojtiskova. We encourage the hosts
not just to put the stamp of their personalities on each
show, but also to actively influence its content. In the
course of 2001, we have searched for the best form of
each section of The Good Afternoon Show. The What
We Like section has become the key item of the show
- it presents active and optimistic people, who enjoy li-
ving their lives. A refreshing element of the program is
the section Humming a Song. In an entertaining way, it
tries to probe the musical knowledge of the listeners.

The Four O'clock Coffee talk show has become
well established. We will continue to search for attrac-
tive topics of everyday life. One of our successful pro-
jects has also been the Friday event in the radio atrium,
broadcast live in the show The Good Afternoon Guests.

In the creative department, the children's magazine
Periscope has been transferred to a more suitable bro-
adcasting time on Sunday mornings. The entertainment
section has offered several new projects: the show of V.
Bernasek Everyone's Home, the literary montage of H.
Dubnicova, and the Literary Parlor created by a collec-
tive of authors. The documents of R. Tamchyna and ot-
her authors have positively influenced the quality of
a number of Saturday evening documentary programs.

The Saturday morning broadcast has undergone
the most substantial changes in the past year.
,Mint,“the show for families with children, has been
transferred back to the evening broadcasting time, and
we have expanded the broadcast of the Guest in the
House show even to the weekends. The weekend mu-
tation of A Guest in the House is distinctly "family-ori-
ented."

As far as the musical section of the station is con-
cerned, we broadcast at least 85 percent of domestic or

ROCENKA CESKEHO ROZHLASU 2001

In 2001, Czech Radio 3 - Vltava has offered its li-
steners a wide range of cultural offerings from the mu-
sical and literary sphere. In its journalistic programs,
Vltava has provided information on the broadest
range of domestic and international cultural events. In
some parts of the day, the abundance of programs
made it difficult for the listeners to follow the broad-
casting scheme. Before the end of the year, we started
working on a substantial transformation of our pro-
gram, aiming to attract a larger number of listeners.

The station broadcast a total of 525,080 minutes
in 2001; 48.3 percent being classical music, 18.7 per-
cent non-artificial music (11.0 percent of jazz music,
7.7 percent of other non-commercial genres), 2.8
percent news broadcast, 3.3 percent radio drama and
other dramatic programs; 10.1 percent literary shows,
including poetry readings; 14.7 percent journalistic
programs and documentaries, 2.1 percent other pro-
gram components.

From our special projects, the largest and most
time demanding was the cycle, The Glory of the
Baroque in Bohemia. Created, thanks to our media
partnership with the National Gallery, it is the radio
counterpart of an exhibition of the same name. It of-
fered the public a broad view of the Baroque period,
for the first time without any ideological bias. As
a counterpart to this modern view of a historical pe-
riod, we have created a series of program cycles and
shows covering various issues of contemporary Czech
and world culture. Both the general and scholarly
public have appreciated the special all-day broadcast
on the World Theater Day on March 27: seventeen
hours of continuous broadcast, including live items
and a listener contest, dedicated to the contemporary
theater sphere in the Czech Republic and abroad.
The cycle hosted by Professor Martin Hilsky, All the
World's a Stage, reflected the work and period of
William Shakespeare, in a way attractive for radio au-
diences. The "special music days," dedicated to W. A.
Mozart and Antonin Dvorak have also gained favo-
rable audience response. A traditional highlight of the
season has been the live broadcasts from the
Metropolitan Opera in New York, realized thanks to
the EBU network.

The section of the original studio creation, we
have continued the recording of a unique cycle of spi-
ritual cantatas by G. P. Telemann, recorded by Czech
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Radio as the only institution not only among the
European public radio stations, but also as the only re-
cording company. The important events also included
live broadcasts and replays from the Prague Spring,
the concert season of the SOCR, and the traditional
Days of Slovak Culture. We have devoted special at-
tention to Romany culture, especially the way it is ref-
lected in music.

The station has created highly sophisticated jour-
nalistic programs on the personages and events of es-
pecially the German, Austrian and Swiss contempo-
rary culture. A socially important event has been the
investigative documentary cycle dedicated to the tra-
gic events in Babice.

The classical music department has organized 68
live broadcasts, 13 of them being the broadcasts of
the SOCR concerts, and made 73 concert recordings
(6,500 minutes). It has recorded 377 titles, including
original studio creations, and reconstructed 38 histo-
rical musical recordings, especially operas.

The jazz and popular music department broadcast
approximately 100,000 minutes in 2001. This inclu-
ded 57% jazz, 34% ethnic music and 9% other non-
commercial popular music genres (chanson, rock mu-
sic, electronic or alternative music).

The radio drama and documentary department
has created 7,463 minutes of radio programs in 2001
(radio drama, documentaries, journalism). It created
58 radio plays, five of them in regional studios. By
new adaptations of such plays as Shakespeare's best
plays, the department has launched the necessary in-
novation of its classical theater repertory.

The literary department has broadcast a total of
49,718 minutes on Vltava (i.e., 2,584 programs),
17,357 minutes of premiere broadcasts (804 pro-
grams). Regional studios have created approximately
one third of the literary programs. The studios contri-
buting the largest number of programs have been
Brno, followed by Ostrava, Plzen, and Ceské
Budéjovice, Hradec Krélové, and Olomouc. Our coo-
peration with the regional studios has been very smo-
oth and inspiring.

We would be very happy if this statistical data pro-
ved not only the professional attitude of our editors
and contributors, but also the sincere effort to do our
best for those listeners who cannot imagine living their
lives without strong cultural experience and critical
learning.

Spolecensky zdvaznym programovym pocinem byl
mj. investigativni dokumentarni cyklus o babické tra-
gédii.

Redakce vazné hudby uskutecnila 68 piimych
prenostl, z toho 13 prenosti koncertti SOCRu, dale
pofidila 73 koncertnich zdznam@ (6 500 minut).
Veetné studiové prvovyroby bylo celkem natoceno
377 titulli a zrekonstruovano 38 historickych snimka,
zejména opernich.

The beginning of the last year was marked by the
so-called television crisis. The country divided into
two fractions with strong, contrary and mutually una-
cceptable opinions. The reporters of our stations tried
to let both sides be heard. Most of the time they were
successful, even though it was, of course, impossible
to force someone who was not interested in expres-
sing himself publicly to give an interview. The various,
often contradicting opinions of our commentators
were theirs and theirs only, although always supported
by undeniable facts. Commentaries always present
a wide spectrum of opinions, which is the very es-
sence of this journalistic genre. Especially during these
events, the management of the station tried to main-
tain a quiet and matter-of-fact attitude, and prevent
the spreading of unsubstantiated speculations. Varied
opinions presented in commentaries should mainly
help the listener to confront various views and thus
help him to form his own opinion. However, as could
naturally be expected, the side they stood on influen-
ced the views of the commentators.

Very important for us was the analysis of the pre-
sentation of the Czech TV crisis in the news and jour-
nalistic broadcast of CRo 6, created by CEMES - the
Center for Media Studies of the Charles University.

The final summary of the analysis states, that CRo
"dealt [with the situation] within the framework of its
assignment." We "complied with the demands put
upon an opinion-oriented station, and offered a view
united in the aspects of fact, argument, and attitude.
Socially important values that entered the picture du-
ring the 'Christmas crisis' led in the monitored Czech
Radio stations to a certain preference of the perspec-
tive of the protesters. This, however, has not been
a transgression of the professional principles of 'neu-
trality' and 'impartiality,' but a consequence of the ge-
neral attitudes in society. Departure from these attitu-
des toward a fake 'neutrality' and 'impartiality’ would
mean to deny social reality, and an assault on the real
development of events. The monitored stations have
simply followed the logic of their sense - they provi-
ded a 'collective dialogue,' and thus acted in the best
interest of society. If any of the evaluators view this as
a negative aspect, it would demonstrate their inten-
tion to usurp the definition of public interest, i.e. to
put their own optic above the shared optic of the po-
pulation."

Very useful also, both for the public, and us certa-
inly, was the "Analysis of selected programs of CRo
6/RFE broadcast from May 6 to June 5, 2001," orde-
red by the Council for Radio and Television
Broadcasting. In the conclusion, the analysis states
that the monitored programs were varied in themes
and detailed at the same time, "variety being one of
the criteria of evaluation of the quality of the service
provided by the information medium. Typical for CRo
6 is the presentation of a number of international
news, not directly related to the Czech Republic. The
analysis has not proved that during the monitored pe-
riod, CRo 6 expressed favor or dislike toward any po-
litical party, either in the form of direct criticism by the
editors, or by editing selected sources of information."

A heated discussion, carried on in the media du-
ring the summer, was very useful in that it explained
to the public the somewhat confusing issue of the po-
sition of the subjects providing certain programs to
CRo 6. Czech Radio of course operates the station.
Subjects cooperating on the creation of the program-
ming are the American stations Radio Free Europe /
Radio Liberty, and Radio Svobodna Evropa, a non-
profit organization with headquarters in Washington,
D.C., the BBC, and Voice of America.

CRo 6/RSE remains a station of analytical journa-
lism, commentaries, discussions, opinions and inter-
national attitudes toward world and domestic events,
as compared to the attitudes in the Czech Republic;
a political "talk-show station," striving to improve the
political culture of the country. Its broadcast is traditi-
onally based on the plurality of opinions. Out of our
new programs, | would like to mention a program cre-
ated by students for students, and a substantially ex-
panded broadcast for minorities, a very important ac-
tivity of a public service radio station. It remains and
will always remain a station for a minor group of liste-
ners, presenting deep analyses of political, economic
and environmental issues. Its broadcast will never re-
present a mere background sound; it requires con-
centrated listening.

In 2001, the station acquired an important tech-
nological asset in the form of the Dalet system. The
management of Czech Radio is still trying to improve
its medium-wave broadcast by the addition of at least
one more small FM transmitter in Prague.

After Pavel Pechacek, the existing editor-in-chief,
accepted an offer to work directly for RFE/RL, the ma-
nagement of CRo 6/RSE was taken over by Ivan Stern.

As the joint project of Czech Radio and Radio
Free Europe / Radio Liberty Inc., CRo 6/RSE was, from
its very beginning, based on the idea of offering a me-
dia space to the Czech offices of radio stations such as
Voice of America, the BBC, Deutsche Welle, RFE/RL,
RSE, and France International, with the station itself
providing only a supplementary program. Thanks to
the development of the independent Czech media
market in the second half of the 1990's, even in the
sphere of electronic media, the project has lost some
of its original dynamics. At the end of last year, the
new management of the station was assigned the task
of reacting to this situation, and proposing a transfor-
mation of the program, while respecting the key fea-
tures of its existing profile. Our goal is to transform
CRo 6 into a complementary station to the other
Czech Radio stations, still based on original programs,
created mainly by the station itself. The station rema-
ins a joint project of Czech Radio and the company
Radio Free Europe / Radio Liberty (RFE/RL). Apart
from CRo 6, another partner in the realization of the
project is Radio Svobodna Evropa Inc., a subsidiary of
RFE/RL.

For the regional stations of Czech Radio, 2001
was a year of stability. In the course of the year, regi-
onal public stations achieved an unprecedented inc-
rease in the share of the Czech radio market - in spite
of the fact, that since the beginning of 2000, all Czech
Radio stations lost almost half a million daily listeners.

The CRo regional station with the highest audi-
ence ratings, and the most popular radio station in
South Bohemia, remains the Czech Radio Ceské
Budéjovice. For the first time in the history of the
Mediaprojekt, however, it has been overtaken by
Czech Radio Brno in the number of everyday liste-
ners. Czech Radio Usti nad Labem has also achieved
its best result in audience ratings.

The regional studios continued to incorporate
new broadcasting technology, in many cases coinci-
ding with the reconstruction of their buildings. The
most important technological asset has undoubtedly
been the full implementation of the Dalet audio sys-
tem, allowing the mutual sharing of programs in the
interconnected broadcast of regional and nation-wide
stations of Czech Radio. Thanks to the networking of
the audio programs of all Czech Radio stations, regio-
nal news staffs have the possibility of further indepen-
dence - each station may put together their news bro-
adcasts from all Czech Radio sources, be it the
contributions of the neighboring radio stations, or
items provided by Czech Radio's foreign reporters.
This transformation was demonstrated by the replace-
ment of the nation-wide news program, Echoes of the
Day, by the regionally oriented, News of the Region.

A clearly developing trend is the expansion of ori-
ginal regional programs. In 2001, the studios in Ceské
Budg&jovice and Usti nad Labem expanded their bro-
adcast. The evening and night broadcasting times al-
low the stations to present programs that are more
narrowly focused, and support the clear identification
of the station.

In the past year, Czech Radio continued its efforts
to create a more locally oriented regional broadcast,
and thus provide broadcasts for the newly established
regions. The results of sociological surveys and the ex-
change of experience within the European
Broadcasting Union have shown that the closer a re-
gional radio station is to its listeners, the more impact
it has. Czech Radio has developed this concept in
close cooperation with the Council for Radio and

Television Broadcasting, and in agreement with the
Council, it has requested more frequencies necessary
for the separation and satisfactory coverage of the ra-
dio signal in the new regions. After the launch of the
Karlovy Vary local sections in the Plzen program,
Czech Radio has been most successful in Central
Bohemia. Since March, it has offered a second chan-
nel of Regina. Regional broadcast projects have been
prepared for the regions of Vysocina and Pardubice,
which should be launched in the first half of 2002.
Czech Radio has bought a suitable building in
Liberec, and we are working on its reconstruction into
a regional broadcasting studio.

The year 2001, continuing the trend of 2000, was
the most successful year in the modern history of the
station. Czech Radio Brno had best audience ratings
ever, the highest revenues from advertising, and the
number of positively accepted program alterations.

However, equally important have been those
changes that defy exact measurement. Among the key
changes from the perspective of the future develop-
ment of the station, we especially rank the creation of
a clear regional broadcasting profile, preferring the so-
called traditional values and focusing primarily on the
rural community of listeners in South Moravia. At the
same time, the Brno studio has developed highly sop-
histicated cultural and artistic programs for nation-
wide stations.

These successes have been the result of a number
of program and system changes, only the most impor-
tant of which can be mentioned here:

- New musical programs, reflecting primarily regional
music (folk, brass bands, and Brno oldies). A sub-
stantially larger share of Czech and Moravian music
in the selections.

- A whole range of new journalistic programs, focu-
sing especially on helping the listeners to under-
stand the ever more complicated world (such as
shows providing legal, economic, health, consumer,
and other advice).

- Frequent live broadcasts from small towns and vil-
lages in the region.

- Extensive promotion through contests supporting
the Moravian perception of the station (Beautiful
Moravian Lands, The Heart of Czech Radio Brno,
etc.). A typical example of such a long-term cam-
paign, serving both program and promotional ends,
was the four months-long series "How People Speak
Here," which combined the elements of education,
entertainment, journalism, and competition. The
stories of real people speaking the authentic dia-
lects, commented upon by ethnographers and folk-
lore researchers, have not only met with positive li-
stener response, but also attracted the experts.

- Imaginative and extensive promotional activities at
most of the regional events - be it the most impor-
tant ones, such as the folklore festival in StraZnice,
major classical music festivals, or the Blackthorn
Harvest and harvest pageants in small villages.

The unprecedented, almost hundred-percent inc-
rease in audience ratings in a single year has proved
that all of the above changes that have been accepted
not only positively, but judging from personal experi-
ence, even with gratitude.

The new programs seemed to reflect directly the
atmosphere of the building from which we broadcast.
At the beginning of 2001, after almost two years, we
completed the first stage of reconstruction of our bu-
ilding on Beethoven Street. The most prominent fea-
ture of this reconstruction included the new broad-
casting and creative studios, and the adjacent
newsroom and reporter's department. The practical
(and beautiful, we believe) combination of tradition
and state-of-the-art technology has thus become typi-
cal for our station, both inside (in our offices) and out-
side (in our broadcast). However, the greatest reason
for our success in the past year is the fact that in the
contents of our broadcast, we have managed to fulfill
the promises we made to our listeners during our pro-
motional campaign.

Ever since the 1920's, the Brno studio has mainta-
ined the tradition of broadcasting not only for majo-
rity audiences, but of also presenting sophisticated
cultural programs. We present these not only in regi-
onal broadcasting ('Cabbage Square," a literary-cultu-
ral magazine by Alena BlaZejovskd, has become
a phenomenon of its own right, even beyond the ra-
dio world), but mainly in nation-wide broadcasts. Out
of the large number of these programs (higher than
the number of similar programs created by other regi-
onal stations together), let me mention the most po-
pular program of CRo 2 "Wandering Through Czech
History" by Josef Vesely, two dramatized fairy tales
written and directed by Zdenék Kozék, a radio adap-
tation of the famous performance of the Husa na pro-
vazku [Goose on a String] theater, "The Comedy of the
Death and Glorious Resurrection of Our Lord Jesus
Christ," and last but not least, the radio play "Trakl",
written by Marek Horosc¢ék, our script editor. This
play represented all of Czech Radio at the Prix Europe
contest. The cooperation with nation-wide stations
obviously includes news and journalistic contributions
to CRo 1. Even in this demanding and prestigious sp-
here, we have been the most active regional station.
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The list of our problems (as well as the unfulfilled
promises concerning our program, which we carry
over to the year 2002) would no doubt be as long as
the list of achievements. However, the most important
thing we have learned during the past year, and a key
stimulus for the future, has been the exact (and there-
fore difficult to challenge) confirmation of the follo-
wing tendency: The way to achieve success (and
sense - which should be inseparably linked together in
Czech Radio) in regional public broadcasting (not just
in Brno), is to create an exceptionally varied program
(both in form and content) with a distinctive cultural
overtone, accentuating the true attitudes, values and
expectations of the target group. Only then can the
obligation of public service become also a competi-
tive edge over stations with narrower content and for-
mat.

At the beginning of the third millennium, the
Ceské Budgjovice studio ranked among the three
most successful regional studios in Czech Radio. It has
managed to maintain the best position in the newly
constituted South Bohemian region, where it remai-
ned the most popular radio station broadcasting in
this territory, with approximately one hundred thou-
sand listeners who tune in "Ceské Budgjovice" regu-
larly.

In 2001, the studio again expanded its broadcast.
Monday through Friday, people in the region could li-
sten to our program until 8 p. m., rather than the pre-
vious ending at 6pm. We have used this time for re-
runs of a number of programs, and for the
presentation of new programs, focusing mainly on
folk music.

Innovations have also appeared during the day.
The most successful was the introduction of a show
hosted by Pfemek Podlaha and Katefina Kalendova,
titled "Tips & Tricks 4U." Listeners also enjoyed the talk
show "Stroke Me the Right Way," hosted by Zdenék
Srstka. "Cheers," a new magazine on healthy lifestyles,
hosted by David Zak, was met with a positive res-
ponse. At the very end of the year, we introduced
a Friday section "Hosanna," dedicated to current reli-
gious life.

For the first time in history, the Ceské Budéjovice
studio has established a subsidiary office in a town ot-
her than the regional metropolis. In the fall, we ope-
ned a Czech Radio department in Klokotska Street in
Tabor, which contributed to the increased interest of
the townspeople in regional broadcasting.

In 2001, the editorial team presented a series of
thirteen 20-minute episodes covering the expedition
to meet the Czech compatriots in Daruvar, Croatia.
Their high standard may best be proven by the prize
awarded at the prestigious contest Prix Bohemia
Radio to the authors - Hana Krejcova, Libor Soukup
and Ales Vrzak.

In the course of the year, the studio successfully
cooperated with all Czech Radio nation-wide stations.
For Radiozurnal, the studio has prepared regular news
coverage from the Temelin nuclear power plant, and
the related blockades of the Czech-Austrian border.
The station Vltava presented the premiere of the ori-
ginal jazz ballet suite by Milan Kandk, conductor of
the Southern Bohemian Theater orchestra, titled

PYSl ROCENKA CESKEHO ROZHLASU 2001
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"Love in Autumn Foliage." As far as literary programs
are concerned, Vltava successfully broadcast an eight-
part reading of the book "Crimson Lantern," by
a Japanese author Sanyutei Encho.

The documentary "The Journey of Jiff Wolf," about
the author's persecution by the communist regime,
won a prize at Report 2001, in the category of jour-
nalism. For the Praha station, the studio prepared the
regular shows "Let the Trumpets Blow," "Midnight
Country Relax," and "The Nocturne for Lonely
Hearts."

There have been great changes in broadcast tech-
nology. In the middle of the year, the broadcasting
room and the news desk moved to a new location,
adjacent to the reporting newsroom. As a part of these
changes, a Klotz digital counter, including the repla-
cement of the transfer switch, has replaced the analog
broadcasting desk. The company Mediatech also in-
stalled the DALET system. Apart from that, the studio
has been equipped with two more departments using
the DALET technology.

During the entire year, we have continued to
work on the digitization of our archives. After the int-
roduction of DALET, we have devoted some of our
time to recording the most popular compositions to
a computer equipped with this technology.

The construction part of the Complex
Development project of Czech Radio Ceské
Budéjovice Regional Studio was very demanding. The
studio of architect Libor Erban designed it. Still, in
2001, the first stage of the project was launched in or-
der to fulfill the requirements of the Fire Department.
The musical studio has thus been provided with an
emergency exit, which will also be used as an easy-
access entrance for handicapped persons after the fi-
nal reconstruction of the building. The entire studio
building has also been equipped with an external fire
staircase.

In 2001, we continued working on the long-term
project of the efficient utilization of the building
space. We have managed to empty 160 square me-

Hand in hand with spatial optimization,
we have also prepared for the reduction of the num-
ber of employees in the so-called service depart-
ments.

The studio has participated in a number of social
and charity events. The South Bohemian Radio Fast
has celebrated a happy seventh anniversary. This pub-
lic collection, allowing the listeners to donate money
to reliable charity projects in South Bohemia every
Easter, has so far yielded CZK 850,000. A major do-
nor to this fund-raising event was the Dutch founda-
tion Wild Geese.

We have also organized the traditional event
Donate Blood with Czech Radio. On four occasions,
500 blood donors came to the Transfusion Station lo-
cated in front of the radio building, approximately
one-fifth of them donating blood for the first time
ever. This success must also be attributed to the tradi-
tional partners of Czech Radio - the Temelin nuclear
power plant, the Samson brewery, Pekast bakery and
the South Bohemian Theater.

An extraordinary event has been the annual
Czech Radio Award for radio acting, awarded during
the official actor's awards of the South Bohemian
Theater. In 2001, the award went to Petr Sporcl.

Out of other cultural activities, we should mention
the Castle Concert, organized by the studio in coope-
ration with the Slovakian Radio. The concert, featu-
ring songs delivered by Jolana Fogasova, accompa-
nied by the piano of Jan Salay, was broadcast live from
the Trebon Heraldic Hall by the stations Vltava and
Devin.

Czech Radio Ceské Budgjovice has decided to
hold the Music Festival on the main square in Ceské
Budéjovice. It is our intention to have the public au-
tomatically connect the Music Festival with Czech
Radio Ceské Budé&jovice.

"Saxana," the club of listeners of the weekly maga-
zine "Ladies' Part" has seen another year of its exi-
stence. Four times a year, the listeners meet with the
author of the show, Mirka Nezvalovd, to talk about
fashion, healthy lifestyle and cooking. The edited re-
cording of the club meeting shows the atmosphere of

As part of self-promotion, the studio has conti-
nued to broadcast the well-established cycle of live
broadcasts from South Bohemian resorts, titled The
Holiday Radio.

Not only the citizens of Tabor, but also the em-
ployees of the radio accepted with enthusiasm the ad-
vertisement on a city bus. It is unusual that the visual
ad promoting the 106.4 MHz frequency has been
complemented by playing our radio on the bus.

2001 has been a period of stability for the Ceské
Budéjovice studio of Czech Radio. The editors' focus
was on the extension of the programming into the
evening hours. We successfully carried on the process
of digitalization of technology, as can be shown by the
new broadcasting department. Our success culmina-
ted in the opening of our station in Tabor.

Staring at a blank sheet of paper, | always think
about the past year's events. | leaf through old annual
reports, and try to emphasize the most important po-
ints. This year has been no different, and | have reali-
zed that for the Czech Radio studio in Hradec
Kralové, 2001 was a very normal year. Moreover,
since this is not always the case, it means that it was
successful.

As far as audience ratings are concerned, we ma-
intained our position among the four most successful
regional studios. We also witnessed the continuing fa-
vorable tendencies in the structure of our audiences.
We have been more than happily surprised by the re-
sults of a Datamar survey concerning a number of
qualitative indicators (survey of the radio station
brands). It gives you a really warm feeling if somebody
confirms that your name and brand means something
that the listeners value it and trust it. Moreover, if this
result has been achieved in the toughest competition.

We have also been successful in other fields. Our
reporter, Marcela Lankova won the First Prize in the
radio category of the journalistic contest organized by
the United Nations High Commissioner for Refugees.

The adverse side of success has been the excee-
dingly complicated negotiations in order to provide
a broadcast for the Pardubice region. It was not until
the end of the year that we managed to find a solu-
tion to this unnecessarily critical issue.

In public, we managed to "show off" thanks to
a number of successful events, two of them literally
shining out. The probably most prestigious social
event of the winter season has been the 9th Media
Ball, organized in cooperation with the Bohemia
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Newspaper publishing house, and the Aldis congress
center. The Czech Radio Big Band, conducted by
Felix Slovacek, together with almost a hundred of ot-
her performers, attracted more than two thousand vi-
sitors to the spacious Congress Center.

The second most important event was the nation-
wide survey seeking the most glamorous celebrity of
the year, dominated by the singer Helena
Vondrackova. She was also the star of the formal party
that we organized and broadcast in cooperation with
our colleagues from CRo - 2 Praha.

Our program structure has remained fairly stable,
and the moderate innovations that we introduced
were motivated by the effort to improve and enliven
our broadcast. This reflects our wish to provide the
best public service possible. Our news service has
seen many changes at the level of organization and
technology, and to a certain extent at the level of con-
tent. Of the big South Bohemian themes, we covered
the issues of TV Galaxy, the Mafia in Hradec Krélové,
and the prisoner, Kdjinek, in Valdice, where he gave
his first interview to us. Of the broad scope of journa-
listic programs, we should mention a series of regular
public recordings, "Europe under Press(ure)," now in

its third year of existence. Personalities from various
public spheres come to Litomysl to talk about our
accession to the European Union, including Minister
of Foreign Affairs Kavan, our main negotiator Telicka,
and other government ministers.

Every year, when | begin to write my contribution
to the annual report, leafing through the old ones
| compare our resolutions with the present and future.
| know they may be tricky, considering that next year,
we will have to come back to them. This year, | will
not be taking any risks. A promising thing to me seems
to be the unusual interest of new, talented people in
working for us, and not for just any radio, but for
Czech Radio Hradec Krélové.

2000 was a year of major changes for the
Olomouc studio of Czech Radio. It included such
items as the new management of the station, organi-
zation and personnel changes, a new program struc-
ture, programs and sound graphics, extension of the
broadcast by 4 hours, a more consistent promotion
strategy, and improvement of technologies. By com-
parison, 2001 was rather marked by the effort to sta-
bilize and improve the newly established trend in all
of the above areas.

The composition of programs during the day tries
to copy the everyday life rhythm of our listeners: mor-
ning shows focusing on news and information follo-
wed by entertainment in the afternoon. In the eve-
ning, we broadcast music specials, and re-runs of our
weekend title shows. The improvement and expan-
sion of our entertainment and leisure programs rema-
ins our permanent task for the future.

One of the distinctly successful programs of 2001
has been the project, "Good Morning From..." regu-
larly introducing the cities and towns of our region. So
far, we have broadcast from over 22 towns. The town
and city mayors in Moravia are very keen on being
included in the project, and express their approval by
personal visits and frequent correspondence.

The listeners of Czech Radio Olomouc consider
our news service to be the best compared to all
Central Moravian regional radio stations. We have the
background and means necessary for the creation of
a complex news service covering the entire Olomouc
region. Through the Dalet system, we receive nation-
wide and international news from our colleagues from
other Czech Radio stations, or from press agencies.
The ratio of regional, nation-wide and international
news is approximately 60:30:10.

The news department consistently tries to cover
the entire region, and not to limit our newscast to
Olomouc and its vicinity. We have managed to do
that thanks to the good work of our "detached regio-
nal departments" in Prost&jov, Pferov, Sumperk, and
Jesenik. The reporters are thus always close to the
news, even if they are more than 100 kilometers far
from Olomouc.

In 2001, almost all of our reporters also produced
journalistic programs, apart from their regular repor-
ting work. All of the shows had their patrons, who
have created the program cycles with the help of their

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own department and outside co-workers. We have de-
voted special attention to the "human stories," often
verging on investigative radio journalism, and to purely
regional topics. In our morning streams, focusing on
current affairs, we have offered our listeners news ser-
vices, advice and instructions accompanied by surveys.

We have continued our cooperation with the edi-
tors of the paper Mlada Fronta DNES, and the broad-
cast of the magazine New Region for United Europe, as
well as the radio report series, "Written by Life, or
Roaming the Country". We have also introduced a new
program for physically handicapped citizens, The
Ribwort.

We have tried to introduce a lighter note to week-
day afternoon programs by creating new entertainment
shows and contests. In spite of a number of good pro-
grams, there is still a lot of careful work awaiting us in
this field.

The recording of artistic programs is still a great task
for us. One of the best projects was the recording of
a one-hour children's story, "What Are Rampel-stitzkins
Good For?"

The music format of CRo Olomouc is almost fully
generated by the Selector. In the course of the year, we
have slightly shifted the format to focus more on young
listeners. At present, we are trying to expand the sec-
tion of the music from the 1960's to the 1980's, and im-
prove our folk & country section. The overall sound of
the station tries to evoke a kind and friendly radio. In
2001, we introduced seven new music specials.

Even in the past year, Czech Radio Olomouc ma-
naged to cover all of the major musical events in the re-
gion. We broadcast the sound recordings both on na-
tion-wide stations and in our program. Apart from the
traditional concerts and festivals, we have established
the Christmas rock band festival "CRo Olomouc Rock
Christmas," created by the authors of our new music
show "Rockit." The rock band, Vltava, was the main gu-
est of the evening. We also became the partners of va-
rious social, sports and artistic events, and supported
a number of charity projects.

During the whole year, Olomouc was cruised by
Radka, our advertising tram, which accompanied vari-
ous off-air promotion events. Especially worth mentio-
ning is the project "How to Make a Radio," during
which almost 2,800 students and their teachers visited
our stations as a field trip.

In the field of technology, the most important event
of the past year has been the introduction of the DA-
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LET system into the regular operation of station, prece-
ded by the installation of air-conditioning into the ser-
ver room. In spite of various complications and troub-
les (caused mostly by problems with suppliers), we
managed to introduce the program management using
this system at the end of the year.

Our overall financial situation in 20017 managed to
keep a balanced budget with the minimum number of
personnel.

In spite of various program improvements and pro-
motion activities, the much-expected increase in audi-
ence ratings has not come. The reason may lie in the
fact that we have focused more on the listeners in the
age of 40 or higher, and therefore lost our traditional li-
steners, i.e. seniors, or the conservative audience of
brass-band fans. We may also be limited by the insuffi-
cient signal coverage in our region. Maybe we are not
doing as well as we would like.

Nevertheless, we will certainly do our best to satisfy
our deeply valued listeners. For this work, | would like
to express warm thanks to all of my co-workers.

The beginning of 2001 was marked by substantial
changes in technology, which improved the standard
of technical equipment in the broadcasting, produc-
tion and editorial departments. At the end of the year,
however, the drop in audience ratings has negatively
influenced the overall evaluation of the activities of
CRo Ostrava.

In the program section, we increased the number
of journalistic programs and interactive listener sur-
veys. We introduced regular morning editorial com-
mentaries, as well as a new show of investigative jour-
nalism, "In Focus," dedicated to the most interesting
regional affairs. In our everyday telephone survey,
"A Little Plebiscite," listeners answer the current ques-
tion of the day, and often offer their commentaries on
it. The culture magazine, Premiere has managed to
maintain its high standard in the past year. The wee-
kend broadcast has offered an often very interesting
show, "Ordinary People," introducing important artis-
tic or social personages of our region, but also "ordi-
nary people living extraordinary lives." "Skylight,"
a new show of literary journalism, focuses mainly on
regional literature. Apart from live interviews with the
authors, it also offers a number of literary reviews,
sketches and short literary essays.

An important event in the field of musical pro-
duction was the special recording of the Ostrava
Philharmonic Orchestra, who performed the unique
Varése's composition Ameriques during the internati-
onal festival, Janacek's May. We also recorded a whole
series of often-extraordinary concerts at the important
international festival, The Days of New Music, in
Ostrava. We also continued to produce our traditional
concerts broadcast from the S1 studio and open to
the general public. The spectators and the listeners of
the live broadcast heard the Rock and Roll Band of
Marcel Woodman, Mnaga a Zd’orp, Karel Plhal, Ce-
chomor, and Peter Lipa and the Band. | would like to
also mention the great success of the S 1 + R 1 re-
cording facilities, which operated for more than
60,000 minutes, and the commercial revenues from
the lease of the recording studio have exceeded CZK
400,000.

Our literary production section focused mainly on
the creation of a number of programs for the station
CRo 3 - Vltava. We used the grant provided to us by
the General Manager of CRo to produce the original
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adaptation of three radio plays by F Kovarna under
the title, "Midnight in Prague."

We have managed to achieve substantial impro-
vement in the fields of radio and computer techno-
logy. We completed the reconstruction of the literary
production R 3, which has become one of the most
up-to-date worksites in the entire CRo. We have con-
tinued the massive exchange of the PC's in the edito-
rial department, and in October 2001, we implemen-
ted the DALET audio system into full operation. In
relation to the conversion to the 22 kV power supply
system, we have begun a complete reconstruction of
the transformer.

At the beginning of the year, we invested a sub-
stantial amount of money into the important recon-
struction of the interior of the S 1 music studio, which
provides a pleasant cultural ambience mainly for the
public concert audiences.

Our marketing and PR activities focused mainly
on a more active contact with the general public
through attractive radio contests. The most popular of
these is the musical contest, The Smash Hit of
Ostrava. Together with our listeners, we were looking
for the most popular song that was recorded in our
studios or whose singer came from our region. The
clear winner was Marie Rottrova with her song My
Love Smells of Rain. We have traveled to various lo-
cations in our region with broadcasting technology to
listen to talk to our listeners. As a part of the project
A Day in Your City, we prepared an all-day broadcast
from Kopfivnice and Bruntal. The CRo Ostrava web-
site has been revamped.

In 2001, CRo Ostrava had 60 employees; even in
spite of the reduction of the budget in the course of
the year, we have managed a slight reduction of the
costs, as well as exceeded the planned revenues.

When | wrote my last report for the 2000 CRo
Annual Report, | had no idea that the successful se-
cond half of the year 2000 would long remain the
most successful period in the history of CRo Plzef.
| believe that the most effective criterion of our su-
ccess is the usefulness of our broadcast for the audi-
ences, and therefore also in the share in the radio
market. Approximately 80,000 of listeners preferred
our broadcast, with the listening duration of more
than 300 minutes a day, amounting to 14.3 percent of
the West Bohemian radio market.

In favorable circumstances, it is possible to achi-
eve such a share by various means. For example, it is
possible to create a unified music format - pop,
country or brass music, with large sections of request
songs. This option would definitely be a cheap one.
However, it would fail to create the much-needed al-
ternative to commercial music broadcasting.

According to rating surveys in 2001, we were lo-
sing the listener's favor for the first three quarters of
the year. Perhaps our highly sophisticated program
structure promised more than we were willing to ful-
fill in the long run. The quality of our hosts and re-
porters, but also the quality of our newscast showed
a deep stagnation. Some of our reporters could not
handle their sudden popularity, and had difficulties
accepting the criticism of the shallowness of their
work, both in the program and management divisi-
ons. They could not find motivation for their work,
and resorted to passive resistance. Some of our repor-
ters left or were dismissed. At the end of the year, the
quality of our program managed to improve, and the
listeners began to pay more attention to us again. The
usefulness of the CRo Plzei broadcast again impro-
ved.

| 'am very proud that we have chosen a path that
has remained both highly sophisticated and attractive
for our listeners. Our program structure, re-built after
1997, and introduced during the weekends of 1998,
has gradually shifted from individual programs to pro-
gram blocks that pay attention to the themes of mi-
norities and culture, alternately offering entertaining
and varied music sections, connected together by one
or two hosts. We follow the informational Good
Morning show (5 a.m. to 8 a.m.) with this type of
a program block: The Morning Medley (8 a.m. to 12

Deset let tradi¢niho ptilhodinového po-
fadu (pod rliznymi nazvy - téz Grandion a Regiolit)
prineslo stovky profild kulturnich a spolecenskych
osobnosti, udélosti a jevd.

Po zafijovych atentatech v USA se ¢inila v CRo mi-
moradna bezpecnostni opatfeni. V Plzni jsme si uvé-
domili, Zze nase vysilanf je téZ bezpecnostnim fakto-
rem. Nesta¢i zajistit budovy CRo, ale je tieba
poskytovat obyvatel&im zapadnich Cech zdkonné bez-
pecnostni stimuly - hlavné zpravodajskou pohotovost,
ale i psychologickou oporu. V nepiilis pFiznivé perso-
nalnf a finan¢nf situaci jsme zacali intenzivnéji pfipra-
vovat 24hodinové vysilani, nebot jediné nepretrzity
servis umoznuje modern{ rozhlasové stanici plnou
uZite¢nost.

Pod dojmem netspéchu v prvnim pololeti 2001
jsme zvyraznili tradi¢ni programovy format stanice,
zejména hudebnf, zafazenim repriz lidovych muzi-
kantskych zanrl na dkor neposlouchaného, v celko-
vém programu cizorodého rockového formatu.

V ramci upfesnéni programového rozdéleni stanic
CRo jsme ve vysilani zpravodajstvi tsp&sné vyzkouseli
a pripravili pro rok 2002 nahrady za dosud prebirané
Ozvény dne CRo 1. K vypusténi Ozvén dne jsme pFi-
stoupili az ve chvili, kdy bylo mozno poslucha¢im
poskytnout ddstojnou ndhradu, coz technicky umoz-

kends (9 a.m. to 6 p.m.). These program blocks fea-
ture regular daily programs with telling titles -
Lifestyle, Advice for You, Word of a Doctor, Legal
Advice, Heritage of the Past, Nature Moments,
Literary Touches, Moments with the muse, or the
Cultural Echoes. Apart from these, we also feature va-
rious musical programs - Oldies But Goldies, Musical
Picnic, Country Ride, and Classical Music Moment
shortly before noon. At suitable times of the daily pro-
gram structure, we feature one-hour programs of
brass music, classical music, a half-hour of folk music,
and jazz during the weekends. Every day, we include
The Theme of the Day in our broadcast (which does
not have to be just a political issue), culminating in an
evening discussion with the listeners. The evening in-
teractive shows focus on practical life (Hobby Advice
on Mondays), psychology and relationships (Tuesdays
and Wednesdays), and Christian religion (six hours
a week).

We feature listener contests and comical items at
least three times a week. We also include request
songs, a radio market and a cooking show for ten mi-
nutes in the morning. The weekend program additio-
nally offers the one-hour entertainment show, Song
Congratulations, hobby magazines and prestigious
cultural programs. On Saturdays, these include The
Horizon, a magazine of cultural journalism, and The
Kaleidoscope on Sundays: a magazine on literature,
bibliography, cultural history or contemporary issues,
mostly dealing with a single topic (always a regional
one). For The Kaleidoscope, the culture department
won the CRo General Manager's Award in 2001. In
ten years, this traditional half-hour show (featured un-
der various names, such as Grandion or Regiolit) offe-
red hundreds of profiles of cultural and social perso-
nages, events and phenomena.

After the events of September 11 in the US.A,,
CRo adopted extraordinary security measures. In
Pilsen, we have realized that radio broadcast also has
an important security function. It is not only necessary
to protect the CRo buildings, but also provide the ci-
tizens of West Bohemia with legal security service -
not only the emergency newscast, but also psycholo-
gical support. In the slightly unfavorable personnel
and financial circumstances, we have commenced
more intensive preparations for a 24-hour broadcast,
since only a non-stop service will ensure the complete
usefulness of a modern radio station. At the same
time, we have initiated the preparations for the ex-
tension of the separate Karlovy Vary program.
However, the Karlovy Vary newscast has been exten-
ded only by a half an hour, to 120 minutes on week-
days, and 150 minutes on Wednesdays. Further in-
tended extension up to 5 hours is going to be
implemented still in the first half of 2002.

In reaction to the setback in the first half of 2001,
we have emphasized the traditional program format
of the station, especially in the musical section, by fe-
aturing the re-runs of various folk music shows at the
expense of rock music, an altogether alien and unpo-
pular element in our program format.

As part of the project to create a more distinct
program separation of the CRo stations, we have su-
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ccessfully tested a substitute news program instead of
the Echoes of the Day, taken over from the broadcast
of CRo 1. We have decided to abandon Echoes of the
Day only at the moment when we had a fully com-
petent substitute for our listeners, made possible
thanks to the introduction of the Dalet system. Our li-
steners still have all basic information on domestic
and world current events, provided to them out of the
key features of CRo 1 in our shortened version, News
of the Day, or a regular newscast every hour. The im-
provement of our service to the listeners has been ref-
lected in the creation of a regional analytical maga-
zine titled Canvassing, introduction of commentaries,
a more varied structure of the Czech-German maga-
zine Looking Across the Border, and the total regula-
rity of all sophisticated program sections.

Cesky rozhlas REGINA prozil rok 2001 ve znamenf
expanze.

Ve velmi kritké dobé se podafilo pfipravit a od
5. bFezna realizovat zkusebni vysilani Reginy 2 pro
stredoceské posluchace. Od 3. 9. jsme pak (déle roz-
Sitené) vysilani Reginy 2 spustili v definitivni podobé,
takzZe ke konci roku 2001 Regina vysilala dva 24hodi-
nové programy jako mix vlastniho programu prazské
Reginy 1, vlastniho programu sttedoceské Reginy 2
a spolecného programu - fakticky jde o 41 hodin pro-
gramu denné. To vie pfi minimalnim zvySenf poctu za-
méstnancd.

ROCENKA CESKEHO ROZHLASU 2001

2001 was a year of expansion for Czech Radio RE-
GINA.

In a very short time, we managed to prepare a trial
broadcast of Regina 2 for listeners in Central
Bohemia, launched on March 5. On September 3, we
launched the final version of the Regina 2 broadcast.
At the end of 2001, Regina thus broadcasted two 24-
hour programs, consisting of a mix of the Regina 1
program in Prague, the program of the Central
Bohemian Regina 2, and a joint program - which, in
fact, makes a total of 41 program hours a day. We
achieved this with a minimal increase in the number
of employees. In addition, the increase in costs was
nowhere near the possible establishment of a brand-
new Central Bohemian radio station. In cooperation
with the Telecommunications Bureau, we managed to
improve the availability of our signal for the people in
Central Bohemia - since March, we have started bro-
adcasting from the Drahlin transmitter in Pfibram
(100.0), and from the Vysokd transmitter in Kutna
Hora since September (100.5). The transmitter in
Kutna Hora has especially helped to improve the ava-
ilability of Regina.

Both programs, Regina 1 and Regina 2, have been
based on the format of Regina well-established last
year, and became more focused. The diversity of both
programs lies not only in the regional scope of infor-
mation (Prague vs. Central Bohemia), but has also
been based on the varying expectations of Prague and
Central Bohemian listeners concerning radio broad-
casting. Regina 1, which broadcasts for listeners in
Prague, places greater emphasis (mainly in terms of
volume) on newscast, journalism, and the spoken
word in general; whereas Regina 2 focuses slightly
more on entertainment. These differences become
even more pronounced comparing the music format
of the programs.

| have to say that we are still not very happy about
the quality of either of our programs - and the num-
ber of listeners has not grown much so far. In the last
annual report, | wrote that there was a lot of work
ahead of us, but that we enjoyed doing it: this is so-
mething that | have to repeat again this year. The
launch of the broadcast of two programs in 2001 has
also been connected with our marketing activities and
the reconstruction of technologies.

Apart from the regular and traditional events, such
as the Open Day in June, or the show on Old Town

Square, we also organized two advertising campaigns.
"Regina - Your Radio in Prague" was displayed on
trams, buses, metro, benches and public transport
stops in Prague. "Regina - the New Radio for Central
Bohemia" was shown in ads on the outside of buses
operating on Central Bohemian lines, benches and te-
lephone booths, as well as ads inside the suburban
trains and advertisements in regional newspapers.

In connection with the launch of the Regina 2
broadcast, we created a new broadcasting shift of
Regina 2 at the beginning of 2001, and a new self-ser-
vice facility, including the required technology (instal-
lation of sound technology, a modulation line, com-
puter network, new heavy-current wiring, etc.).

However, we did not manage to build a perma-
nent broadcasting facility for Regina 2. This task still
awaits us in 2002. We hope that we will manage to
integrate this work with the reconstruction of the en-
tire west wing of our Karlin building, and possibly the
entrance lobby. Equally important is the further im-
provement of the availability of Regina in Central
Bohemia; in 2002, thanks to new, smaller transmit-
ters, we hope to "cover" even those regions where it is
not possible to listen to Regina.

An ever more important part of our activities is the
Internet. Even in this field, we have made conside-
rable progress in 2001. At the beginning of 2001, the
state of our website was still very unsatisfactory, con-
taining only a few static pages. During the first months
of the year, we have managed to prepare a new pro-
ject of our website publishing. Since March 2001, the
first contributions have been published using this sys-
tem. At the end of 2001, our website has contained
basic information about CRo Regina, the ongoing
contests, program structure, the coverage of our trans-
mitters, commercial services, articles archive (new

Thinking of the year 2001, the Czech Radio station
in Usti nad Labem is going to remember a number of
reconstructions, and the achievements of the highest
audience ratings in the entire history of the station.

The most revolutionary change that has had a di-
rect impact on our broadcast was the implementation
of the Dalet 5.1 system, and the shift from analog bro-
adcasting to using digital technologies. Thanks to the
systematic and well-managed preparations, the station
has managed to put the Dalet system into operation in
a remarkably short time.

The outside of the radio building, left untouched
for almost 100 years, has also undergone major chan-
ges. Reconstruction of its outer shell has been half-
completed. The worksites have also undergone sub-
stantial changes. We have reconstructed almost a third
of the building interiors, so that we could improve the
working process, and transfer the employees' worksi-
tes. We have also successfully completed the transfer
of our unused sound archives to the Prague central ar-
chives, commenced the previous year.

Obviously, the listeners are mostly interested in the
final radio product, i.e. the program. We are very
happy that in 2001, our listeners, due to their high
number, regarded our program to be the most interes-
ting and closest to their needs in the entire history of
our surveys. We have not heard any negative com-
ments concerning the fulfillment of our public service.
On the contrary, we have managed to fulfill our mis-
sion by improving the regional newscast.

We have also answered the demands of our liste-
ners by extending our broadcast by one hour. Since
March 2001, the station has been broadcasting 15
hours a day, from 5 a.m. to 8 p.m. Thanks mainly to

we have managed to attract the middle and older ge-
nerations, thus gaining the youngest audience amongst
all other regional stations. Thanks to our consistent
strategy not to make hasty program changes during the
year, we have made only two program changes in
2001, introducing the shows "The Things We Do" and
"Radio Consulting." An interesting event was the series
of the stories of heroic acts, titled "Oscar 2001," pre-
pared in cooperation with Bohemia Newspapers.
Since the middle of the year, the discussion show

val and The Garden of Bohemia have been completed
by two more events - live broadcasts from the
International Aviation Day in Roudnice nad Labem,
and the Imperial Day in Kadan.

Even though thanks to the low number of employ-
ees, the station ranks among the small studios of CRo,
it has maintained the prominent position among the
regional stations in the field of cooperation with CRo 2
- Praha, providing the most program contributions to it
in 2001. Gone are the years when the Usti nad Labem
studio was urged to cooperate with CRo 1
- Radiozurnal: in 2001, the station became the third
largest contributor of information to the CRo 1 broad-
cast. Czech Radio Usti nad Labem has thus become
one of the most important suppliers of news and in-
formation for the nation-wide stations of Czech Radio.

We have been very happy about the high atten-
dance of the public event organized for children: The
Children's Day of Czech Radio Usti nad Labem has
welcome over 1,300 visitors. In spite of the low acti-
vity and bad results of our advertising agency Arbo, we
have managed to meet our planned revenues from ad-
vertising, sponsoring, and total external revenues. We
have thus managed to maintain the total planned bud-
get of the station.

We have also managed to stabilize our working
team. In the course of the year, we have hired nine
new employees. The number of jobs has been redu-
ced from 52 to 51. At the end of 2001, for the first
time after many years, the station managed to main-
tain the full number of its employees, without any
changes in personnel.

All of us in Czech Radio Ust nad Labem wish that
2002 is at least as successful as the previous year.

BROADCASTING ABROAD

In 2001, we celebrated the 65th anniversary of
our foreign broadcasts. This event provided an excel-
lent opportunity to search through our radio archives.
The search has yielded some interesting results in the
form of old sound recordings that we used in com-
memorative programs. The archives also contained
many valuable documents and photographs. With the
help of eyewitnesses, who worked in the foreign bro-
adcast department back in the 1930's, we managed to
reconstruct the long-forgotten history of Radio Praha.
We have published the results of this reconstruction in
a booklet RADIO PRAHA - 65 YEARS.

The anniversary celebrations of Radio Praha have
been accompanied by many other events. The most
important of these was a contest where listeners had
to answer the questions, "What was your first en-
counter with Radio Praha?" and "If Radio Praha was
a person, what would he/she be like?" 921 listeners
from the whole world participated in the contest. The
winner was Juan Carlos Buscaglia from Argentina,

who sent a literary essay comparing Radio Praha to
a woman who was always close to him. Thanks to the
contest sponsors - the Trebon spa and Czech Airlines,
Mr. Buscaglia could spend a week in the Czech
Republic. During his stay, he also paid a visit to Czech
Radio.

On the day of the anniversary, Radio Prague held
a press conference where it introduced the current
shape of foreign broadcast to the Czech media. We is-
sued a special QSL set for our listeners, and the most

Vyroc¢i vzniku Radia Praha provézely dalsi akce.
Nejvétsi z nich byla soutéz, v niz méli posluchaci od-
povédét na otdzky: Jaké bylo mé prvni setkanf
s Radiem Praha ? a Kdyby bylo Radio Praha ¢lové-
kem, jaky by byl ? SoutéZe se zicastnilo 921 poslu-
chac¢l z celého svéta. Vitézem se stal Juan Carlos
Buscaglia z Argentiny, ktery ve své literarné stylizo-
vané odpovédi Radio Praha pfipodobnil k zené, jez
mu je stdle nablizku. Diky sponzoriim soutéze - ldz-
nim Trebori a CSA - mohl J.C. Buscaglia strévit tyden
v Ceské republice. V priibéhu svého pobytu navitivil
i Cesky rozhlas.

V den vyroci usporadalo Radio Praha tiskovou
konferenci, kde byla ceskym médiim predstavena
soucasna tvar vysilani do zahranici. Pro posluchace
byl vydan zvlastni QSL listek, ti nejaktivnéjsi obdrzeli
vérnostni diplom. Vyro¢i bylo prezentovano na stani-
cich Ceského rozhlasu i v krajanském tisku.

Vedle vyroci se do programu vysildni CRo 7 pro-
mitly vSechny udalosti, které v roce 2001 hybaly ces-
kou vefejnosti, tzn. udalosti v Ceské televizi, zatéeni
poslance Ivana Pilipa na Kubé, cesko-rakouské
vztahy v souvislosti se spusténim Jaderné elektrarny
Temelin, teroristicky dtok na USA a ndslednd opat-
feni atd. Kromé tradi¢niho vysilani na kratkych vi-
nach a pres satelit byly tyto udélosti prezentovany
i na webu Radia Praha ve formé zvlastnich stranek.

V programové oblasti doslo k mirné inovaci.
V ceském vysilani vznikly tfi nové rubriky - Historické
otazniky, Knihovnicka a Diskusni klub - profilové roz-
hovory s vyznamnymi osobnostmi, kterym maji moz-
nost polozit otazky i krajané. Hosty byli napf. Jan
Kavan, Tomas Halik a Vaclav Klaus. Od konce roku
vysila ceskd redakce rozsitené ilustrované zpravy,
které umoznuji hlubsi rozbor hlavnich udalosti dne
ve zpravodajském bloku.

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active of them received a diploma as a reward for
their faithfulness. The anniversary was presented on
all stations of Czech Radio and in the Czech pres ab-
road.

Apart from the 65th anniversary, the program of
the CRo 7 broadcasts has been influenced by all do-
mestic and world events that have dominated the
public concern in 2001. These include the Czech
Television affair; the arrest of the MP Ivan Pilip in
Cuba; Czech-Austrian relationships in relation to the
launching of the Temelin nuclear power plant; the ter-
rorist attack on the U.S.A. and the subsequent events,
etc. Apart from our traditional short-wave and satellite
broadcast, we have also covered all of the above
events on special pages of the Radio Prague website.

We have introduced some minor innovations into
our program. We introduced three new programs in
the Czech broadcast - History, Books and Discussion
Club (profile interviews with important personalities,
where czechs abroad have the possibility to ask them
questions. Our guests included Jan Kavan, Tomas
Halik and Véclav Klaus). Since the end of the year, the
Czech department has started broadcasting expanded
illustrated news, which allows a deeper analysis of the
events of the day in the news block.

We continue to attach great importance to pro-
grams co-produced in cooperation with our foreign
partners - Radio Polonia, RFI, Deutsche Welle and the
BBC. In the past, we introduced such projects in our
English broadcasts (Weekend, Central Europe Today),
in our French broadcasts (Accents d'Europe), and in
our German broadcasts (Radio E, Europa in
Gesprach). In 2001, we introduced a new, co-produ-
ced magazine, Begegnungen, produced by the
German department of Radio Praha together with the
Slovak Foreign Broadcasts.

We consider a great success the acquisition of th-
ree new re-broadcasters, i.e. partner radio stations
that borrow the program of Radio Praha. Since the
beginning of 2001, parts of the Russian broadcasts
have been borrowed by the radio station Studio
Gorod in Ekaterinburg, and Radio Ivanovo. In the
summer, we have managed to establish cooperation
with Radio Cadiz, which broadcasts two sections of
the Latin American department.

An important component of the foreign broadcast
is the contact with our listeners. We are very happy
about the growing number of letters we receive, be it
through post or e-mail. In 2001, Radio Praha has re-
ceived 15,653 letters, which represents a 25 percent
increase compared to the previous year. Similarly, the
hit rate of the Radio Praha website has also increased.
The number of individual sessions has reached
50,000 a month in 2001 (compared to 40,000 in the
previous year). These results show that the direction
Radio Praha has chosen is the right one.

In 2001, the Czech Radio website underwent ra-
pid development.

On January 1, we launched the new editorial sys-
tem, which allows us to create dynamic pages, and
continued to improve it during the year. The majority
of pages at www.rozhlas.cz are now operated using
this system.

In the course of the year, we expanded the con-
tent of the existing pages, and established many new
pages well.

- The Czech Radio portal site has not only changed
its graphics, but also the scope of provided infor-
mation. It offers links to the various stations and
their key programs, to the live broadcast pages and
the program, as well as the contents usually taken
over from the broadcast - newscast and current af-
fairs, but also sound samples from the Czech Radio
archives.

- We launched dynamic new web pages of CRo 1 -
Radiozurndl, CRo 2 - Praha and CRo 6 / RFE, with
new graphics and extended contents. These pages
offer information on the respective radio stations,
their programs, events and reporters. We also laun-
ched the trial operation of the CRo 3 - Vltava dyna-
mic web page.

- We created, or substantially transformed the web
pages of a number of regional studios.

- We launched the iZurnal web pages. The news re-
porters of CRo 1 - RadioZurnal create the contents
of iZurnal, offering often a more up-to-date and
complex news service than the well-known servers
such as iDnes or Czech News. This has proved true

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especially during the events of September 11, when
we created a special site thanks to the excellent co-
operation of CRo 1 and the Internet division, not
only covering the current events but providing
background information as well.

We launched the Creen Wave web page, automa-
tically generated from the data in the Avstar system.
New graphics were also created for the theme pa-
ges. Some have maintained their existing content
(World, Science, Culture, Opinion, Internet Tips),
others have been substantially expanded (Nature),
and still others have been newly established (Sport).
All of the theme pages together create a newspaper
that provides information even in fields usually ne-
glected by the media.

We established specialized web pages for children.
These consist of a complex of pages, divided into
several fields for various children age groups:
Hajaja, Advice, Culture, Wonders of Nature,
Camping and Adventure. The pages are accompa-
nied by original illustrations and multimedia ele-
ments (sound effects, games) and they are periodi-
cally updated.

Radium, the pages for young people, was expan-
ded and acquired a more distinct profile. Apart
from their textual and pictorial context, Radium
launched its own broadcast - a one-hour stream
show, re-run for one week.

A number of other pages have been established,
either smaller in scope or for a limited time (such as
the Press Service, Prix Bohemia Radio, The Svéraks,
Karlovy Vary International Film Festival, Vengeance,
Winter Olympics 2002).

We have continued our effort to introduce multi-
media effects to our website. Visitors can take
advantage of a larger number of sound recordings,
and of newly established special sections. Our effort
has culminated in the creation of the "Christmas
Page" at the end of the year, which offered 6 hours
of original audio program. It remains a fact, howe-
ver, that due to technical and financial reasons, the
sound streaming remains a very difficult issue.

In cooperation with the Atlas Company, we laun-
ched total multimedia projects - the direct visual
broadcast of the speech of the Minister of
Education, delivered on the occasion of the begin-
ning of new school year, and a live broadcast from
the National Theater.
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- The project "Falcons in the City," offering a look into
a falcons' nest on the Tyn Church through two on-
line cameras, has achieved enormous success and
publicity. Videotape sequences of the most interes-
ting moments from the falcons' lives are integral
parts of the "falcon pages." These regular entries of-
fer background information to the visitors. The pro-
ject has been organized with the major help of vo-
lunteers and sponsors, keeping the expenses of
Czech Radio for this project at a virtually negligible
level.

- We introduced the Program E-mail service, with
590 users registering during the first month of its
operation.

- We carried on the Painting Online project. In 2001,
the theme of children's' pictures was A Journey into
Imagination. The contest was very popular: We re-
ceived over 4,000 children's paintings and dra-
wings.

- In cooperation with a number of institutions (such
as the Zoo in Dvir Kralové nad Labem, or the Tel
Aviv University), we continued the project, The
African Odyssey, further exploited not only on the
Internet, but also in the radio broadcast. The pro-
ject has also met with wide response abroad. The
broadcast of a documentary on the project in pri-
metime on ARD, a German public television chan-
nel, was probably the most important event in this
connection.

The hit rate of our website has steadily increased.

Two peaks in the hit rate were related to the Falcons
in the City project (582,000 visited pages in April,
with 36,000 unique IP's), and to the events of
September 11 (364,000 visited pages, with 46,000
unique IP's).
By 31 December 2001, the Czech Radio dynamic
website consisted of 47 webs (1 station or 1 theme
page = a web), divided into 399 themes, which con-
tained 21,225 text articles, 12,632 pictures, 6,738
sound recordings, 55 video recordings, 384 picture
galleries, and 194 surveys.

2001 was a year of major reorganization for the
technology division. The objectives of this reorganiza-
tion have been to improve the efficiency of the ope-
ration of the sections, create a more transparent orga-
nizational structure and create more direct links
between activities directly supporting the broadcast of
the various stations. The reorganization was comple-
ted by 1 March 2001, and we believe that it was su-
ccessful. The most substantial changes occurred in the
broadcasting department: in all stations, a single engi-
neer would now support the broadcast; the main
transfer switch department has been canceled and its
function transferred to the operation support depart-
ment. This department has been strengthened and
today, it provides technical broadcasting support (i.e.
support of the Dalet system, non-stop technical sup-
port service, operation of the main transfer switch,
and maintenance of all digital equipment). In the di-
rector's office, on the other hand, some functions
have been canceled. In the IT department, the num-
ber of employees has been increased, due to the gro-
wing number of PC's used in CRo, and the growing
importance of information technologies for the entire
operation of CRo. In the course of the year, the num-
ber of employees of the entire technology division
was reduced from 214 (by 31/12/2000) to 203 (by
31/12/2001).

After the launching of broadcast from the Studio
Building, our objectives for 2001 included the conso-
lidation of the various departments, gradual installa-
tion of other Dalet system stations in the regional stu-
dios, and especially the reconstruction of other
broadcasting technology equipment in Ceské
Budg&jovice and Usti nad Labem. In CRo Regina, we
have launched a second, temporary broadcasting
workstation (including the installation of a Dalet bro-
adcasting station), and carried out adjustments of the
transfer switch, which have allowed us to launch an
independent broadcast for Central Bohemia. We have
worked continuously on the projects for the future
broadcasting in Pardubice and Jihlava, and carried on
a number of other activities.

In the course of the year, we have focused on the
improvement of workstations in the Vinohradska bu-
ilding: for the needs of CRo 7, we have installed
a self-service workstation, and reconstructed both
sound production technology stations. In August, we
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have carried on a major innovation of technology in
Production 1, designed for the recording of classical
music. We have replaced the sound mixing counter,
the hard-drive recording system, and laid new cable
wiring.

A very successful event was the design and instal-
lation of a mobile broadcasting production worksta-
tion at the Karlovy Vary International Film Festival; du-
ring the entire festival, it worked faultlessly to the
complete satisfaction of both reporters and techno-
logy specialists.

In the spirit of cooperation, we completed the in-
stallation of the training recording studio at the
College of Journalism.

In the course of the year, the department of sound
production had to deal with two long-term downti-
mes of the workstations R31 (caused by technical pro-
blems of the RADAR system), and R1 (planned partial
reconstruction). In spite of that, we completed some
extraordinary projects. The new productions of the
classical plays, Hamlet and Macbeth, by William
Shakespeare are but two examples. Milan Kfivohlavy
then became a member of Vlado Rusko's team that
won the international prize at Prix Bohemia Radio
2001.

The department of musical production made a re-
cording of the works of A. Caldaro in the Church of
St. Simon and Jude, with the participation of a great
orchestra, soloists and a choir. We have traditionally
worked at the Prague Spring, Prague Autumn and the
Festival of Contemporary Music. We also continued
our search for historical organs throughout the Czech
lands. We also successfully participated at the
Concertino Praga festival, including the closing con-
certs in JindfichGv Hradec. We dispatched 20 con-
certs into the Euroradio EBU network.

During the year, the journalistic department has
done a lot of work using the DALET system. Most of
our employees have successfully mastered the work
with the system, and improved some of their professi-
onal methods. A great encouragement for all of us has
been the recognition of the work of Mr. Pavel
Dejmek, who has provided technical support for the
program of R. Tamchyna that won the main award of
the CRo general manager in the REPORT 2001 con-
test.

The appointment of Mr. Petr Janecek to a one-
month support position at the EBU Summer Festival
has been a great success for the entire Czech Radio,
as well as an excellent proof of our abilities. Mr.
Janecek has been appointed this job for the second
time in a row.

We also have to mention that, thanks to the great
dedication and professionalism of the technology de-
partment specialists, we managed to meet all the de-
mands of the production department during the ex-
traordinary events after the terrorist attack on the
U.S.A. and the subsequent U.S. retaliation on
Afghanistan.

As we have already mentioned, 2001 was also the
year of the consolidation of the Dalet system in Czech
Radio. We managed to keep the system functioning in
spite of the faltering support of our supplier. The sys-

Tradi¢ni bylo plsobeni na
Prazském jaru, Prazském podzimu, Festivalu soudobé
hudby. Stale také pokracuje cyklus mapovanf historic-
kych varhan v Ceskych zemich. Uspéchem Ize nazvat
i Gcast na festivalu Concertino Praga, véetné zavérec-
nych koncert( v Jindfichové Hradci. Do sité Euroradia
EBU bylo odbaveno 20 koncertd.

Jak jiz bylo zminéno, byl rok 2001 i rokem konso-
lidace systému Dalet v Ceském rozhlase. V obdobf po-
kulhavajici podpory ze strany dodavatele se ndm poda-
filo udrzet pIné jeho funkénost. Pfitom Dalet prochazel
vyraznymi Gpravami jak v adresafové strukture, tak
v metodice prace.

tem has also undergone substantial adjustments, both
in the directory structure and work procedures. In co-
operation with a new supplier, we have managed to
launch a "customized" version of the Interweb mo-
dule, i.e. a tool for the transfer of sound files from the
local SoundForge cutting rooms into the Dalet net-
work and back. We have also managed to launch the
project of storing sounds on digital carriers (both data
and audio CD's), and in cooperation with the Sound

Archives, established the necessary "rules of the game"

for these processes.

A very important part of the technology division ac-
tivities, namely the section of transmitter operation, is
the handling of any issues related to the transmitters
and the transfer of signal to the listeners. In this field,
we have implemented the following important pro-
jects:

- In the course of the year, we launched the operation
of the following transmitters: - Plzen Kosutka 91,0
MHz for the CRo Plzef studio, Pfibram/Drahlin
100,0 MHz for CRo Regina 2, Pfibram/Drahlin 107,0
MHz for CRo 2 - Praha, Kutnd Hora/Vysoka 100,5
MHz for CRo Regina 2 a 102,2 MHz for CRo 2 -
Praha.

- We completed the connection of the digital circuits
of the new CRo Studio Building in Rimska street with
the Czech Telecom workstation (UTB).

- We conducted negotiations in relation to the neces-
sity of providing CRo broadcasts in the newly estab-
lished administrative regions of the Czech Republic,
and the effort to improve the coverage of the station
CRo 2 in the territory of the Czech Republic. The ne-
gotiations were conducted with the cooperation of
the Technology Department of the Czech Radio and
Television Broadcasting Council and the technology
division of CRo. Because of these negotiations, we
presented proposals for the broadcasting solutions in
the regions with different deadlines, including certain
frequencies for which the Council has requested
a permission to initiate the necessary international
coordination. For a number of regions, the work
team has managed to find more frequencies.

- Since September 1, we have completed the distribu-
tion of modulation and RDS data of the station CRo
Regina 2 via the Eurobird 1 satellite.

- Since October 15, the transmitter Votice/Mezivrata
103,2 MHz has been transferred from the CRo 3
transmitter network to the CRo 2 network and con-
versely, the transmitter Pfibram/Drahlin 107,0 MHz
has been transferred from the CRo 2 network to CRo
3. Furthermore, the transmitters Trutnov/Cernd hora
101,9 MHz (originally CRo HK) and 90,5 MHz (ori-
ginally CRo 3) have mutually exchanged frequencies.
In the 90,5 MHz, frequency there has been an inc-
rease in the effective radiated power to 20 kW.

The intensive development in the field of infor-
mation technologies obviously continued even in
2001. This development has been permanently ref-
lected in the work of the IT department, which has,
apart from all other routine activities, ensured the
conditions for the maximum effective utilization of IT
tools in CRo. The IT department specialists have fo-
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cused primarily on the increase of output, improved
security and optimization of the CRo information sys-
tem. In cooperation with the company
EXPERT&PARTNER, we have carried out the infiltra-
tion security tests of the external connection of the
CRo information system. After the adjustments made
in reaction to the problems at the beginning of 2001,
the security of the external connection has been eva-
luated as very good. To support the users, the IT de-
partment has developed and implemented the
HelpDesk system. We have also launched the instal-
lation of the PC Info system, allowing us to perform an
HW and SW audit, and remote administration of the
end stations.

The IT department participated in the set-up of
new CRo regional studios, organized the possible ex-
pansion of the LAN networks in the existing CRo regi-
onal studios, and cooperated in the preparations for
the reconstruction of the Vinohradska building.

One of the major activities of the IT department
has undoubtedly been the implementation of the AIS
2.0 information system. In this field, we made consi-
derable progress in 2001. We should mention the im-
plementation of broadcast planning in CRo 3 - Vltava
into regular operation, the installation of the task
group "Technology Orders Control," transfer of the ar-
chives and documents records, and numerous minor
adjustments.

Another important event has been the introduc-
tion of AIS in full scope in Regina as the first Czech
Radio regional studio. It began at the beginning of
March 2001 in connection with the launch of the bro-
adcast of the station Regina 2. For the gradual invol-
vement of other studios in the work with AIS, we have
prepared the import of data from the SRS, i.e. a task
allowing us to make entries concerning the programs
described in the SRS, and exported from it using its
standard tools. Finally, the last but not the least im-
portant expansion was the permanent connection of
AlS 2.0 to static web pages providing information on
important changes and news in this system, but espe-
cially to dynamic pages created pursuant to the requ-
irements of the users and their assignments.

An important element of the IT department is also
the section of communication technologies, which
has implemented the Memobox service, i.e. a voice
page for each extension line. The voice mail service
replaces the answering machines, while offering many
more possibilities in message recording and proces-
sing. In March, we managed to launch the operation
of the CONEX service, connecting the CRo and
Eurotel exchanges. We have thus managed to im-
prove voice transmission, availability (we are now
connected through 30 ISDN channels, compared to
the previous three GSM gates), and we have realized
substantial cost savings. At the end of the year, we re-
placed the old telephone exchange, including the te-
lephones, in CRo 6 - Radio Free Europe in Dykova
street, and linked it to the Vinohradska telephone ex-
change.

Jednou z hlavnich cinnosti OVT je bezesporu bu-
dovanf informacniho systému AIS 2.0. V této oblasti
doslo v pribéhu roku 2001 k pomérné vyraznému po-
kroku. Zejména lze upozornit na zavedeni pldnovani
vysflani na CRo 3 - Vltava do rutinniho provozu, zave-
dené celé skupiny dloh ,Dispecink objednavek tech-
niky“, prevod evidence archivniho a dokumentacniho
fondu a mnoho dalsich drobnéjsich dprav.

Dalsim vyznamnym pocinem bylo zavedeni AlS
v plném rozsahu do Reginy jako prvniho regionalniho
studia Ceského rozhlasu od pocitku brezna 2001
v souvislosti se zahajenim vysildni stanice Regina 2. Pro
postupné zapojovani dalsich studii do prace s AlS byl
pfipraven import dat ze SRS, tj. Gloha umoznujici vkla-
dénf zaznam( o poradech popsanych v SRS a z néj ex-
portovanych jeho standardnimi néstroji. A konecné
v tomto vy¢tu poslednim, rozhodné vsak neméné dd-
lezitym rozsitenim, bylo trvalé propojeni AlS 2.0 nejen
se statickymi webovskymi strdnkami informujicimi
o ddlezitych zméndch a novinkach v tomto systému,
ale zejména s dynamickymi strankami tvofenymi podle
pozadavkd uzivatell a jejich zadani.

Vyznamnou soucasti OVT je i oddéleni spojové
techniky, které zabezpecilo zprovoznénf sluzby memo-
box, coz jsou hlasové stranky pro kazdou pobockovou
linku. Schranky nahrazuji zéznamniky a maji mnohem
vice mozZnosti pfi zdznamu vzkazd nebo jejich nésled-
ném zpracovanf. V bfeznu se také podaftilo zprovoznit
sluzbu CONEX, tj. propojenf tstreden CRo a Eurotelu.
Tim se zkvalitnil pfenos hlasu, dostupnost (jsme pfipo-
jeni 30 kandly ISDN oproti pfedchozim 3 GSM bra-
nam) a nezanedbatelné jsou také ekonomické tspory.

Nadac¢ni fond Ceského rozhlasu byl zaloZen
v lednu roku 2001 z iniciativy generalniho feditele Ces-
kého rozhlasu, aby poméhal v oblasti charitativnf, soci-
alni, kulturni a vzdélavaci.

Program v jehoz rdmci
planujeme fadu benefi¢nich akci, byl na podzim roku
2001 zahajen celonarodni vefejnou sbirkou Bild pas-
telka. Symbolické odstartovani Bilé pastelky probéhlo
15. Fijna u prilezitosti Mezindrodnitho dne Bilé hole
pred budovou Ceského rozhlasu za pFitomnosti pro-
gramového feditele PhDr. Josefa Havla a nékolika desi-
tek studentl oblecenych do slusivych masek ve tvaru
pastelky. Toto vsak byla kapicka v mofi. Stejné rano vy-
krocilo do ulic 160 ceskych mést okolo 2000 dobro-
volnikl. Lidem, ktefi nejsou lhostejni k nepfiznivému
lidskému osudu, nabizeli drobné bilé pastelky jako
symbol svéta neviditelnych linii, svéta nevidomych.
Kazda zakoupena pastelka pomohla ,nakreslit pfibéh
do tmy.” Soubézné s akci Bild pastelka probihala také
fada doprovodnych akci, napf. prodej virtudlnich pas-
telek po internetu, drazba obff pastelky ve vysilani Ces-
kého rozhlasu nebo specialni zkusenostnf trasy, na kte-
rych si mohla vefejnost s satkem pres oci vyzkouset,
jaky je Zivot ve tmé.

The Czech Radio Endowment Fund was establis-
hed in January 2001 on the initiative of the General
Manager, in order to provide help in the fields of cha-
rity, welfare, culture and education. Still in the first year
of its existence, it managed to distribute almost CZK
5,000,000 within the grant program for the blind and
visually handicapped. We have not chosen this target
group for our first long-term program at random.
Visually handicapped people belong among the most
faithful and sensitive listeners of Czech Radio. They
lack the funds for full social rehabilitation. In the fall of
2001, we launched the program (which should feature
a number of benefit events) by the nation-wide public
collection White Crayon. The White Crayon campaign
was symbolically launched on October 15, the
International White Stick Day, in front of the Czech
Radio building. In the presence of the program mana-
ger, Josef Havel, several dozens of students dressed in
pretty crayon-shaped masks. However, this was just
a little drop in the whole sea of events. On that very
morning, approximately 2,000 volunteers have set out
into the streets of 160 Czech cities. They offered little
white crayons to those who are not indifferent to sad
human fates, as a symbol of the world of invisible lines,
the world of the blind. Every crayon people bought hel-
ped to "draw a story in the darkness." The White
Crayon campaign has been accompanied by a number
of supporting events, such as the sale of virtual crayons
on the Internet, the auction of a giant crayon in the
Czech Radio broadcast, or special experience routes,
where people could "see" - blindfolded - what life in to-
tal darkness was like. To support the project, two spe-
cial series of electronic postcards have been issued; and
Czech Radio, as one of the main media partners bro-
adcast a 24-hour radio marathon "The Art of Living in
Darkness," thanks to which the public had the chance
to catch glimpse of the life of the blind. The whole pro-
ject had been thoroughly prepared, and this was per-
haps the reason why it was so enthusiastically received
by the public. People especially appreciated the trans-
parency of the collection, as well as the fact that the
costs of the collection were covered exclusively by
sponsor gifts, not from the collection itself. We would
therefore like to express our deep respect and gratitude
to all of the volunteers, institutions and organization
donors, who have been willing to participate in the
project and refused any financial compensation. The
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distribution of the funds was in the hands of a commit-
tee of eight experts appointed by the management bo-
ard of the Czech Radio Endowment Fund. The com-
mittee distributed the funds among non-profit
organizations helping the blind and visually handicap-
ped, based on the evaluation of the projects these or-
ganizations submitted. Seventeen organizations ente-
red the competition with 26 projects, out of which the
committee selected 18 projects to be awarded a grant.
Among the winning projects was the project of a field
out-patient rehabilitation of the blind and weak-sighted
in the regions, implemented by the company
Tyfloservis, o.p.s.; or the projects focusing on the sup-
port of the professional assertion of visually handicap-
ped citizens in the regions, implemented by the United
Organization of the Blind and Weak-Sighted. White
Crayon has also helped to furnish a new early treat-
ment center in the region of West Bohemia, where
such a center was still missing. The grant for the project
"Give West Bohemia a Chance" was awarded to the
Society for Early Treatment. The funds raised in the col-
lections have also been used to support the project
Wings. Wings organizes professional assistance service
for the blind residents of the St. Constantine and
Methodius Home in Vlastovicky near Opava (Charity
Opava), the summer rehabilitation camp for blind
children, prepared by the company Manus, o.s, and
the project "Beyond the Handicap" organized by the ci-
vic association Moment, focusing on working with visu-
ally handicapped young people. White Crayon has also
helped people with combined handicaps. The organi-
zation LORM - Society for the Deaf and Blind has ob-
tained a grant for the educational and rehabilitation
stays of the deaf and blind.

The Czech Radio Endowment Fund also focuses on
young talented musicians who come from poor families
or are mentally or physically handicapped. It raises
funds through regular internet auctions of "uncommon
things" - personal or quaint items, donated for this pur-
pose by important social and cultural celebrities. In the
auction room of the endowment fund (www.dobro-
cinna.aukce.cz) we have offered things donated by do-
zens of artists, including Jifi Labus, Ondrej Vetchy, Jiff
Korn or Jitka Molavcova. After reaching the target sum
of CZK 300,000.00, the funds will again be distributed
in a public grant competition among handicapped mu-
sicians, based on the decision of the appointed com-
mittee of experts. At present, Czech Radio Endowment
Fund has collected more than CZK 100,000 toward this
goal.

Principal conductor

In the year 2001, the Czech Radio Symphony
Orchestra marked the 75th anniversary of its establish-
ment. The orchestra began the year under the leaders-
hip of its principal conductor Vladimir Valek. In August,
he was joined by Jan Simon, a new director. Season-tic-
ket holder concerts and other activities of the orchestra
were organized with regard to the important anniver-
sary.

Let us begin by recounting the most important guests
of the concert evenings in the Rudolfinum music hall.

At the beginning of 2001, the conductor of the Cairo
Symphony Orchestra, Ahmed Elsaedi accompanied the
pianist, Jan Simon in the Concert in D Minor by W. A.
Mozart. A remarkable event was the February perfor-
mance of the American saxophone player James Houlik.
Houlik is being given the credit for winning his instru-
ment a new legitimate position at the contemporary con-
cert events in the field of artificial music. In April, the
Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra performed under the
baton of Grzegorz Nowak, principal conductor of the
Edmonton Symphony Orchestra. The performance of
the Welsh pianist Richard Ormrod was very impressive,
too.

The 75th concert season officially opened on
Tuesday, October 2, 2001, exactly 75 years after the
first public performance of the orchestra. The principal
conductor Vladimir Vélek chose for this occasion the
cantata "The Spectre’s Bridge" by Antonin Dvorak, fea-
turing the soloists Z. Kloubova, J. Bfezina, G. Belacek
and the Kiihn's Mixed Choir. Czech Television taped
the concert (broadcast on November 3), and the
Radioservis is planning to issue a representative CD.
The first concert of the new season was preceded by
the open rehearsal, the attendance of which has con-
firmed the audiences' interest in the radio orchestra
production.

While listing the names of the soloists and conduc-
tors, we must not forget to mention the individual
members of the orchestra, who substantially contribute
to the overall glamour of the concerts. They fully de-
serve to be introduced in the series of profiles publis-
hed in the Radio Weekly, or in the new program cycle
on the Praha station "l Play in the Radio." As was men-
tioned before the broadcast of the first part, many pe-

ople know the SOCR as a first class ensemble, regularly
dazzling the audiences not only in Europe, but also in
Japan and America. However, it is seldom perceived as
an orchestra consisting of more than a hundred remar-
kable artistic personalities, as well as human beings ex-
periencing everyday joys and sorrows. The above-men-
tioned program has been dedicated to these people.

The concert held at Vinohrady on April 24 has furt-
her helped to introduce various members of the or-
chestra: Bach's Brandenburg Concert No. 1 introduced
the concert-master V. Kobrle; and Mozart's concertanto
symphony featured the oboe player J. Brozkovd, the
clarinet player T. Secky, the french horn player S.
Koutnik and the bassoon player M. Muzikar.

On this occasion, a profile CD of S. Koutnik was
christened. Apart from that, the catalog of the
Radioservis Recording Company also featured the re-
cording of Prokofiev's and Sibelius' violin concertos per-
formed by M. Vélek, accompanied by the SOCR con-
ducted by V. Valek.

SOCR played a main part in another CD issued by
Radioservis, a live broadcast from the Opening Concert
of the 2001 International Prague Spring Music Festival.
This year, our orchestra has been entrusted with seve-
ral honorary tasks. Apart from the opening concert of
the festival (My Country by B. Smetana, conducted by
V. Vilek); it also performed at the concert in the St.
Vitus cathedral (May 25-26, Stabat Mater by
K. Szymanowski, the Glagolitic Mass by Janacek, con-
ducted by V. Vélek), and the closing night (Beethoven's
Ninth Symphony, the Violin Concerto by V. Kalabis, so-
loist: J. Suk, conducted by R. Nierenberg).

SOCR has also performed at other major musical
events. Let us mention especially the benefit charity
concert held in the Spanish Hall on January 23, con-
ducted by Ondfej Kukal, and performed by the Kiithn's
Mixed Choir and the Brno choir Vox Juvenalis, featu-
ring the oratorio The Song of Hope by Jan Hanus,
which had never been performed under the commu-
nist regime. A very unusual and unique event was the
concert of SOCR held on June 21 on the Old Town
Square in Prague: it was the culmination of the whole
day of playing at the European Music Féte. Carrying on
the tradition of the previous years, our musicians have
played a prominent role at the 2001 Prague Autumn
festival.

However, the SOCR performances have not been
exclusively limited to the capital city. The orchestra per-
formed, as a guest, at the Smetana's Litomysl festival; in
August, it had a successful performance at the Spilberk
festival in Brno, and at the International Music Festival

67
from 1936; SONGS FOR THE CHILDREN'S CHOIR by
Frantisek Skvor, with flute and clarinet accompani-
ment; and the cycle TINKLE AND CHIME by Zdenék
Sestak on the poetry of Jan Carek. The CRCC has also
participated in the stage music accompaniment to the
radio play LULLABI. The program CONCERTS FROM
STUDIO 1 has featured, apart from the concert sec-
tion of the CRCC, the prep school for small children,
in the cycle "Songs for the Little Ones" by Magda Sol-
covd, a young composer and student of the Prague
conservatory.

On May 1, the CRCC participated in the perfor-
mance of Bohuslav Martind's FLORILEGIUM, together
with Pavel Kithn's Mixed Choir (conducted by Tomas
Koutnik), at the 9th season-ticket holder concert of the
SOCR in the Dvordk Auditorium of the Rudolfinum
music hall. In June, a selected group of CRCC mem-
bers performed at the opening of the exhibition FROM
ANOTHER WORLD (authors: Markéta and Milos
Konvalina) in the National Technical Museum, with the
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program "The Songs from Asia, Africa and South
America."

A great idea was the performance of the Czech
Radio Children's Choir at the Czech Radio Day on 13
October 2001 at the Prague Castle. The program, fea-
turing songs from the time span "from Adam Michna to
Zdenék Lukas," was divided into four small concerts
held in the Old Royal Palace, the Imperial Stables, the
Prague Castle Riding-School and the Queen
Anne's Summerhouse. The choir has traditionally par-
ticipated in the New Year and Spring Concerts in the
Smetana Auditorium of the Municipal House. On
November 30, members of the CRCC sang to the em-
ployees in the Automobile Club, opening the Advent
time in a pleasant atmosphere of collective singing of
Christmas carols.

The summer workshop in Pec pod Snézkou, was
held in a very industrious, creative atmosphere, which
has not only helped to create a new repertory, but also
to improve the singing technique of each member.

ing no exception. Some of the child actors have offe-
red truly remarkable performances: Jifi Konvalinka as
Toulouse-Lautrec; Aia Berdnkova in the role of a girl
sick with leukemia in The Diary of Princess Anne;
a significant event was also the performance of
Berenika Kohoutova in The World Lullaby, etc.

In contrast to the previous years, the members of
the DRCE directly participated in the radio broadcast
more often. The ensemble devotes a part of every re-
hearsal to the work with a microphone, sound editing
and recording montage, and the contributions of the
DRCE have been regularly included in the CRo 2 bro-
adcasting time. In the course of the year, the station
broadcast 44 episodes of the program The Nest; with
smaller items featured at other times and stations.

In the course of the year, the ensemble presented
six theater premieres. Stage practice is a well-establis-
hed and extraordinarily effective method of training,
which definitely pays off in the studio. The group of
children that prepared the project Walls of Prague, at
the end of 2000 (together with the French stu-
dent's ensemble Les Mauvaises Herbes), featured at
the festival Prague 2000 - The European City of
Culture, has produced and staged, together with
slightly older assistants, the poetry of Vaclav Hrabé in
a show titled Too Great a Heart. During the summer
workshop, they wrote and produced a work titled The
Gorilla Swimsuit, inspired by the authentic experi-
ence of one of their peers. The summer training camp

traditionally included a midnight performance staged
in the woods by the assistants; this time it was
Hrubin's Beauty and the Beast. The shooting of a film
on Czech Radio required the reconstruction of vari-
ous scenes from the poem May by K.H. Macha. The
entire poem was produced and staged in May. The
first premiere of the 2001/2002 season was Oscar
Wilde's The Importance of Being Earnest, directed by
Zdenék Bartos, followed by Vrchlicky's Night at the
Karlstejn. At the end of the year, the ensemble has re-
turned to Dispute in Bethlehem, a Rakovnik Nativity
Play from the 17th century.

The stage repertory of the ensemble traditi-
onally includes the children's opera Bumble-Bee by
Hans Krasa. The hundredth stage performance, deli-
vered by the DRCE on the occasion of the 60th anni-
versary of the transports to the Terezin ghetto, was fol-
lowed by the radio interview with Ela Weissbergerova,
the former child performer of one of the main parts,
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and guide of the DRCE during their U.S. tour. The ref-
lections on racial hatred and religious intolerance, but
also the experience of tolerance and hope, are very
valuable for the today's young generation. It is indica-
tive that, in October, the ensemble successfully per-
formed the same production in the city of Bremen in
Northern Germany, where it offered a joint Czech-
German performance in cooperation with the
Bremen Boy's Choir and the Bremen Philharmonic
Orchestra.

Many members of the DRCE have had the oppor-
tunity to appear in film in 2001. Kristyna Kvétova,
Zdenék Charvat, Vojta Barta and Gabina Pribilova
were given the chance to make a movie with the di-
rector Vaclav Vorlicek (Max, Sally, and the Magic
Receiver); Krystof Hadek made his first appearance in
the movie Deep Blue World, his mature performance
in the role of Sergeant Vojtisek earning him the nomi-
nation for the Czech Lion movie award. Monika
Svobodova had a role in director KFistek's movie The
Insane Wife's Diary. Matéj Mordvek, Jifi Konvalinka,
Adam Rut, Bétka Tuckova and others appeared in the
movie about bullying and victimization amongst
children.

Festival rozhlasové tvorby Prix Bohemia (pofadany
ve dnech od 1. do 3. fijna 2001 v Podébradech) pred-
stavuje jednu z vyznamnych neprogramovych aktivit
Ceského rozhlasu. Souté?, ktera si dala za cil zvyso-
vanf kvality plvodni rozhlasové tvorby, se v posled-
nich letech stala mostem, ktery preklenuje nejen
predstavy rozhlasovych tviirct s podobou jejich po-
fadd, ale soucasné spojuje a propojuje statisice poslu-
chact rozhlasového vysilani.

Prix Bohemia, a festival of radio production, held
on 1-3 October 2001 in Podébrady, represented one
of the most important non-broadcasting activities of
Czech Radio. The contest, aiming to improve the qua-
lity of the original radio production has become, in re-
cent years a bridge connecting the ideas of radio aut-
hors with the final shape of their programs, but also
connecting the hundreds of thousands of radio liste-
ners.

The basic structure of the festival underwent seve-
ral changes in 2001. It included the actual contest in
three basic categories. The public presentations inclu-
ded a selection of the best programs, meetings of aut-
hors, a specialized workshop organized by SRT on the
theme "Word - Music - Noise - Silence," and a live
broadcast from the festival studio, produced jointly by
all nation-wide stations. CRo Regina provided news-
cast for the regions. The festival was complemented
by cultural and social events, including a painting con-
test for the students of the schools in Podébrady on
the theme "TV, Radio and Me." In contrast to the pre-
vious years, the festival had a less official, more inti-
mate and professional atmosphere.

For the third time, Prix Bohemia Radio offered the
public the opportunity to listen to the most successful
programs in the different categories. The aim of these
sessions was to give all contestants the opportunity to
listen to several programs considered the best by the
juries in the different categories, compare them to the
quality of their own program, and allow them to ex-
perience the actual response of young listeners. In the
afternoon, the authors met with the members of the
jury, where they may hear their opinions on the com-
peting programs, and ask specifically about their own
program.

Discussions with the jury proved very useful for
the contestants, especially for the younger authors.
Gone are the authors' complaints from the early
1990's that they would not even be told how their
programs had been evaluated, or whether the jury ac-
tually listened to them, etc. Thanks to these events
and the workshop, Prix Bohemia Radio has acquired
a more prestigious and professional character.

A happy solution has been the transfer of the fes-
tival center to the newly reconstructed premises of the
castle theater Na Kovarné. The composition of the
evening shows represented not only the individual
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CRo broadcasting sections, but in case of the final an-
nouncement of the results, also the performers that
are part of the CRo (DRCE, SOCR Epoque Quartet),
or laureates of the contests organized by CRo
(Concertino Praga, Concerto Bohemia), including the
CRo program hosts.

The public service function of CRo has been ref-
lected in the accompanying evening show for the
public on October 2, dedicated exclusively to the
Romany ethnic minority.

The key factors of the distinctly positive response
to this year of the PBR contest included not only the
professional work and enthusiasm of the CRo organi-
zational staff, but also the optimal composition of the
different juries, whose valuable comments, concer-
ning especially the definition of the various categories,
will be taken into account in the announcement of
PBR 2002.

In 2001, the contest of the pupils' and students' or-
chestras titted CONCERTO BOHEMIA celebrated its
Jubilee 10th. The contest, sponsored by Czech Radio
and Czech Television, is for the string and woodwind
ensembles of 6 to 12 players, and orchestral of a simi-
lar category of 36 to 50 players. In 2001, 32 ensem-
bles applied for the two-round competition. The radio
committee, based on listening to their demo recor-
dings, and then selected eighteen ensembles. These
eighteen participants then made their contest recor-
dings using professional radio technology. 535 young
musicians recorded a total of 44 pieces.

The professional juries of the contest
Concerto Bohemia 2001, presided over by the hono-
rary chairman Professor Ilja Hurnik, consisting of the
members Karel Bélohoubek, Karel Dospiva, and Jan
Pavel (for woodwind ensembles), and Ilja Hurnik, Jif{
Smutny, and Miroslav Smrcka (for string ensembles)
chose the winners in the different categories.
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The official highlight of the 10th year of
Concerto Bohemia was the concert of winners, held
on 11 November 2001 in the Spanish Hall of the
Prague Castle under the auspices of Mr. lvo Mathé,
Chancellor of the President of the Czech Republic. As
usual, it was held on the important occasion of the
Day of the Students' Fight for Freedom and
Democracy of November 17. Czech Radio 3 - Vltava
broadcast the performance of the ten best contestants
live, in cooperation with the Prague Castle
Administration. Czech Television ran a videotape of
the concert a week later. The producer, Vitézslav
Sykora and director Stanislav Vanék also shot a 20-mi-
nute documentary, covering the ten years of the con-
test through the eyes of radio and television authors,
the participants, jurors, and patrons.

At the concert in the official atmosphere of the
Spanish Hall, the pupils' and students' orchestras per-
formed the works of famous composers, such as Jiff
Igndc Linka, Georg Friedrich Handel, Jan Véclav
Stamic, Ludwig van Beethoven, Bedfich Smetana,
Bohuslav MartinG, or Leos Jandcek. The orchestras also
performed, with extraordinary enthusiasm, the works
of contemporary Czech authors (Pavel Stanék, EvZzen
Zamecnik). The spontaneous atmosphere of the con-
cert was supported by the participation of important
personages, interviewed by the host of the evening,
journalist Jiff Vejvoda: the President's Chancellor Ivo
Mathé, Véclav Capek, Josef Havel, program director,
and Professor Ilja Hurnik, the ever witty and resource-
ful speaker and patron of the contest. Present were
also Véclav Kasik, general manager of Czech Radio,
and the representatives of the generous sponsors - the
Bohuslav Martinli Foundation, the Leo$§ Janacek
Moravian-Silesian  Foundation, Czech Musical
Archives and the OSA Foundation. The excellent con-
cert of the best pupils' and students' orchestras from
the Czech Republic met with the spontaneous ap-
plause of the audience in the Spanish Hall. It was also
highly appreciated by television viewers and radio li-
steners.

As part of our cooperation with the Slovak Radio,
we organized two chateau concerts.

On 14 June 2001, we organized a concert at the
chateau Cerveny Kamen in Slovakia, featuring the
Wallinger Quartet, with the soloist Emil Drapela (clari-
net) from Brno. On 6 September 2001, we organized a
chateau concert in the Heraldic Hall of the Trebon cha-
teau, featuring artists from Slovakia - the mezzo-soprano
Jolana Fogasova accompanied by Jan Salay on the pi-
ano. Both concerts were broadcast live on the Vltava
station and the Slovak Radio station Dévin.

A regular event in the cooperation between the
Czech and Slovak Radio has become the Big Band
Exchange. The Czech Radio Big Band, conducted by
Felix Slovacek and featuring the singer Marie Rottrovd,
performed on 11 April 2001 in the great auditorium of
Slovakian Radio. On 16 October 2001, the Gustav
Brom Big Band, with conductor Vlado Valovi¢, singers
Peter Lipa and Mell Canady from the USA, gave a guest
performance in the National Hall in Vinohrady.

In total, we have exported 48,226 minutes of mu-
sic abroad. The radio stations most interested in broad-
casting Czech music came from Canada, Denmark,
Norway, the USA, Germany, Latvia, Romania, Greece,
Korea, Finland, Belgium and Australia.

Foreign music in Czech Radio broadcasts

The international department has acquired, prima-
rily for the VLTAVA station, live broadcasts and recor-
dings of the Concert, Opera and Jazz Seasons, Summer
Festivals and Special Days of the EURORADIO, and the
Metropolitan Opera in New York. From this wide scope
of programs, we broadcast 118 concerts and opera per-
formances, 43 of them live, and 75 recordings.
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Radiozurnal has adopted the live broadcasts of two
pop music concerts from the Slovakian Radio station
ROCK FM Radio (March 3 and October 6). VLTAVA
provided the live broadcast from chateau Cerveny
Kame in Slovakia, and PRAHA broadcast the recording
of the Earth Day concert held in Japan on April 22.

Apart from that, we have obtained, in cooperation
with the technology division, 423 satellite concert re-
cordings from the EBU database, requested by the VL-
TAVA station. The international department has also re-
ceived 120 music CD's from abroad, which have been
submitted to the Music Archives.

In 2001, the International Department acquired a
total of 52,097 minutes of foreign music for the Czech
Radio. The most musical recordings have been ordered
from France, Germany, United Kingdom, the Nether-
lands, Austria, Switzerland, Denmark and Sweden.

International Contests and Festivals

International Forum of Young Performers 2001
Bratislava - pursuant to the results of a competition,
luventus Woodwind Quintet and oboe player Jan Thuri
were nominated. The latter acceded to the final round
and presented his solo recital in the public round of a
contest on 25 September 2001 in the Bratislava Music
Festival. The recording of the recital is available from
Euroradio.

The International Composers' Tribune 2001 Paris
- For the presentation in Paris, we chose Ondrej Kukal's
First Symphony and Katefina Rizickovd's composition,
Betweenworld. As result of the participation of the
Czech Radio in the ICT in preceding years, Martin
Smolka's composition Euphorium was performed at the
IMF Warsaw Autumn and Martin Hybler's Brass Trio in a
public concert in Australia.

We prepared a series of five programs for the Vltava
station from the recordings acquired from international
radios present at ICT 2000 in Amsterdam.

At the workshop, there were three lecturers from
Finland, 4 from France, 1 from BBC Asian Network, 1
from Multikulti station in Berlin, 1 from Hungary, 2 from
Czech Radio and Mrs. Nathalie Labourdette, the
Manager of Education of the EBU. All the participants,
the lecturers, and the EBU praised the workshop.

Sports

For the entire year, the International Department
provided technical support, commenting posts, interna-
tional or temporary phone lines, accreditation for the
Czech Radio reporters abroad and the same for the
sports reporters from the foreign radio stations in the
Czech Republic. Forty-four foreign reporters came to
the Czech Republic to comment upon 22 sports events.
Thirty Czech Radio reporters participated in 28 sports
events abroad.




ARCHIVE AND PROGRAM FILES

Eva JeSutova

For the APF Department, the first year of the new mil-
lennium was also the first year in the improved con-
ditions of the new Czech Radio building.

Apart from the regular activities that the APF per-
forms for the broadcasting needs of Czech Radio,
there were several new activities as well. These inc-
lude a research of radio history from the commence-
ment of regular broadcasting until present day, activi-
ties pertaining to the Czech Radio Recording
Company and Publishing House, check of the pro-
duction planning in AIS 2.0, arrangement of study li-
stening sessions in Records Archive and the back-up
of the Dalet records in the Sound Archives.

Despite the introduction of many new agendas,
compared to the preceding year there was an average
increase of the majority of standard activities by 30%.
The number of external Archive researchers increased
four times and the number of in-house Czech Radio
researchers 5.4 times.

The cooperation with universities and cultural in-
stitutions and organizations continued.

Based on the APF initiative, the Czech Radio ma-
nagement decided, in April 2001, to commence
works pertaining to a program on the history of radio.
The work is to be completed in the year 2003 in ce-
lebration of the 80th anniversary of the commence-
ment of radio broadcasting in the Czech Republic.
Apart from the team of 12 authors, there are many
colleagues from the Association for Radio Production,
as well as the APF employees working on the project.
For instance, we have begun recording the memories
of the former radio employees. General manager V.
Kasik supported the project by giving it a grant. The
editors-in-chief and the directors of the stations also
proposed to cooperate on the project.

In April 2001, the office of the APF department
took over the editorial board of Radio World (a radio
newsletter), together with which it prepared two sche-
duled issues for publication: Radio World 5 and 6.

Due to the Agreement on Cooperation between
Czech Radio and Association for Radio Production,
the range of activities conducted by the department
extended considerably.

In September and October 2001, the department
management prepared a comprehensive brochure sti-
pulating the organizational structure, description of
the department's activities, staff of the department

Czech Radio Recording Company

The Czech Radio Recording Company, attached
to the Music Archives, commenced its publishing ac-
tivities On 1 January 2001. Its main goal is the secu-
ring of consistent protection of rights to note materials
owned by Czech Radio. In the first year of its operati-
ons the CRMBPH managed to enter 10 author-publis-
her contracts, draft another 17 contracts and prepare
several more.

Recent Acquisitions

The acquisitions of the files and collections from
internal and external sources have increased conside-
rably, the total number, including the electronic acqu-
isitions, amounting to 63,000. The majority of the
sound archives have been recorded on digital media.

There is an independent archive collection com-
posed of documents that the listeners donated to the
Czech Radio as gifts based on the call to contribute to
the research of the radio history by providing the re-
levant documents.

Processing and Accessibility

The sound recordings selection and shredding
committee discussed 113 deletion orders and 69 tran-
sfers of the Archives at its 16 meetings. There were
shredding proceedings in the Hradec Krdlové and
Ostrava studios. The review of the proposal for the fi-
ling of sound records from Ustf nad Labem was com-
pleted. The audit of the literary production after the
abolished editorial boards continued. The Sound
Archives revised the series 00025 - 76,500, concent-
rating on the quality of the media, while the Library
conducted the obligatory regular review of the entire
collection in connection with the check after the relo-
cation of the files.

Almost 88,000 new records were added to the
AIS, AISPF and Relief; 37,000 records from the files
and collections were updated. The broadcast staff was
regularly informed of the new CD's added to the ca-
talogue of the Records Archive. In AlS, the Personality
database was put into operation; the Events database
has been under construction.

Using the collections

The relocation of the files and the opening of a re-
search room substantially improved the conditions for
the use thereof by both Czech Radio reporters and
the external researchers, which resulted in the incre-
ase of the number of researchers (421 radio and 190
external researchers). The files and collections were
used mainly for the enrichment of the radio broad-
cast, for the administrative needs and promotion, for
study purposes by Czech Radio and general public, as
well as for commercial purposes. This required the
negotiation of conditions (provision of consultations),
search of the archives or the listening to required pro-
ductions and the transfer to media. The archives are
also used for the research of the radio history.
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New technologies

The Archive for the filing of news and journalistic
broadcasts used the DALET and AVSTAR system to the
full. Since July, the Sound Archive has transferred the
DALET files into data for the needs of Czech Radio 2
and 3.

The Music Archive acquired software for the pre-
paration of copies of musical notations and collabora-
ted with the company, INCAD, on the creation of
entry forms, numeral forms and the entire structure of
the database of musical notations including the loan
report forms and the registry necessary for the work of
the recording company (production, contracts, per-
centage rates).

Since 1 July, the documentation used for the pro-
cessing of the Radio Echoes and for other information
services the resources has been provided pursuant to
a contract with the Czech Information Agency com-
pany, Anopress (media monitoring, information servi-
ces). The acquisition of the access to the Anopress da-
tabase - TAMTAM and TOVEK TOOLs (archive)
considerably extended the number of monitored in-
formation resources. The quality and the form of the
displayed information has improved, while some ot-
her activities have become more effective.

The Relief software in the Library has worked
faultlessly and routinely. The development and conti-
nual improvement of AIS 2.0 has progressed. For in-
stance, part of the data acquired in the Archive has
been converted.

The beginning of 2001 was marked by a further
expansion of activities of the members of our "art
community." The research of the history of radio bro-
adcasting, from the start of regular broadcasting to the
present, was one of the most important projects. The
team of authors, which cooperates with the depart-
ment of Archive and Program Funds of Czech Radio,
consists primarily of the members of our association.
Their initiative corresponds to the APF department
plans. With the help of CRo management, the mana-
gement of the APF department has created the ne-
cessary background for the research. The aim of this
project is to emphasize the position of radio as an im-
portant cultural institution that has played a major
role in the development of Czech national identity
and the ethnic minorities in modern history. It deser-
ves great merit for the spreading of information, pro-
motion of education and enlightenment, and in criti-
cal moments of our national history, it also assumed
the role of an organizer. Our objective is to research
the history of Czech Radio in the national context, fo-
cusing our attention on the development of the pro-
gram, organizational structure, legislation, important
personages of the radio world, broadcasting technolo-
gies and artistic ensembles within the CRo.

Since April 2001, SRT has implemented the agre-
ement on cooperation with the management of
Czech Radio, with the support of the APF depart-
ment. This has been demonstrated during the first
event, a traditional spring workshop organized in co-
operation with the Department of Journalism of the
Faculty of Social Sciences of Charles University. The
workshop took place on 19 April 2001, and its topic,
"On the Issues of Radio Theory and History" was rela-
ted to the above-mentioned assignment. We have
published the speeches delivered by J. Hrase, J.
Marsik, P Pavlovsky, M. gpirit, Z. Boucek, R. Béhal, E.
Jesutova, J. Novakova, and V. Moravec, together with
two theoretical essays, on the occasion of the festival
of radio production Prix Bohemia Radio, in a separate
proceedings titled "On Radio Theory and History."

The second specialized workshop "Word, Music,
Noise, Silence" was organized by the SRT on October
2 in the Charles University auditorium in Podébrady
on the occasion of the radio festival Prix Bohemia
Radio. All papers have been published in the maga-
zine Radio World, No. 6. Almost 80 people participa-

ted in the workshop, which proved a considerable
amount of interest in this purely radio-related topic.
The members of our association have played an im-
portant role in the No. 5 and 6 editions of the maga-
zine. The response we receive from libraries, univer-
sities, and a number of radio employees and external
co-workers have proven that this publication prepa-
red by an editorial team of volunteers is a necessary
(as well as the only one) theoretical and critical ref-
lection of radio production. It is being published at
minimum expenses, since the authors of the papers
(teachers, theoreticians, historians, and radio specia-
lists) do not receive any author's fees. This means, ho-
wever, that the editorial board, with Zdenék Boucek
as its chairman, may not order papers from any other
authors. The technical problems with the publishing
of the texts in the CRo Intranet also still remain.

By publishing this magazine, the Association has
managed to replace at least partially the activities of
the former research department of Czech Radio.

We have also participated in the Production
Work-shop for Prix Italia 2001 and prix Europa 2001
- a meeting held on 4 December 2001 to discuss the
results and prospects of these most important
European radio contests, completed by listening to
the most successful programs, and their comparison
to Czech radio production.

The permanent increasing interest in our activities
may also be proven by the success of two exhibitions
primarily organized by SRT.

The first, ASSESSMENT 2001, the ninth year of a
production workshop and exhibition of literary pro-
grams took place on June 7-9 at the Sporthotel, Zivo-
host, offering the participants 19 programs for liste-
ning and discussion. This event included also
extensive information on the results of the EBU pro-
duction workshop, complemented by extracts of the
shows, as well as the discussion with the Program
Section director J. Havel, CRo 3 Vltava editor-in-chief
Blanka Starkova, and Technology Division director M.
Zadrazil. We have published a short report on this
event in the Collection of SRT Creative Events in
2001.

The largest event was the tenth year of REPORT
2001, a competition exhibition of journalistic and do-
cumentary programs, which took place on November
7-10 at the Slovanka hotel in Stochov. 32 programs
applied for the three competition categories. The
main award of the general manager of CRo Vaclav
Kasik went to Robert Tamchyna for his program Dear
Mr. Voskovec.

Out of the other eight prizes, seven of them went
to regional studios (3 to Ceské Budgjovice, 2 to Brno
and Pilsen). Of the sixty participants, one-third of
them came to the competition for the first time. Most
of them were students of journalism from the Faculty
of Social Sciences in Prague, and junior reporters of
Czech Radio. This contest allows an irreplaceable pro-
fessional refinement of opinions, and represents an
informal creative link between Prague and the regio-
nal studios, between radio experience and radio
youth. We always coordinate the contents of the com-

teoreticko kritickou reflexi rozhlasové prace.

One of the key activities of the Section of
Communication in the year 2001 was the coopera-
tion on a range of projects in the form of the media
partnership. In the course of the year, we worked with
the State Opera, National Theatre, Prague Castle
Administration and with the National Museum. We
also cooperated on the festivals and trade fairs -
BookWorld, Prague Spring, Prague Autumn,
International Film Festival for Children and Youth in
Zlin, International Folk Music Festival in Straznice and
many others. The cooperation with the said partners
brought interesting materials for many broadcast pro-
grams and enabled us to present Czech Radio on va-
rious occasions as a modern medium, which brings to
its audience information from all areas of human life.

Whereas in the year 2000 the main strategic goal
was the communication of the Czech Radio brand, in
the year 2001 we concentrated on the improvement
of the market position of individual program spheres.
In the course of the year, we implemented media
campaigns for Czech Radio 2 - Prague ("A Beautiful
Day), Czech Radio 3 - Vitava ("Ethno", "The
Christmas") and Czech Radio 1 - Radiozurnal
("Reliable information"). A special effort was made to
promote the traffic broadcasts of Czech Radio -
Zelend vina (Green Wave) and of the new website. An
extensive summer public enlightenment campaign
took place to support the payment of license fees. The
campaign also included a creative contest for the li-
steners on the topic of "My greatest adventure with
Czech Radio."

In the year 2001, we managed to bring the com-
munication with mass media onto a professional ba-
sis. We established a special website called The Press
Service, where we publish all the news and informa-
tion about Czech Radio, including press releases and
reports. The website is open to both the journalists
and to the public. We regularly monitor and analyze
all media reports about Czech Radio.

The Department of Program Information keeps in
touch with the listeners. In the year 2001, the depart-
ment dealt with more than 40,000 letters and 10,000
phone calls and e-mail messages. More than 14,000
minutes of radio files were recorded in response to
the listeners' reactions.

The most significant of all publications issued by
the Section of Communication, is the Czech Radio
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Annual Report, for the first time issued as a bilingual
document. The Section of Communication also pub-
lished 12 issues of the internal monthly, VInénf
(Waves), three issues of the study material Svét
Rozhlasu (Radio World) and the Prix Bohemia Radio
Festival News.

The integral part of the work of the Section of
Communication was the organization of social events
for both the listeners and the employees of Czech
Radio. The most important of these events were:

- Donate blood with Czech Radio (14 March, 13
June, 12 September and 12 December) and a
Concert for Blood Donors (29 May)

- Celebration of the International Children's Day at
the Jiff z Podébrad Square (1 June)

- Presentation of Czech Radio at the BookWorld
International Trade Fair

- Festival of radio productions Prix Bohemia Radio
- organization of accompanying programs, expert
workshop and press center including the issue of
the Festival Bulletin

- Give a toy - Christmas collection of toys for the
handicapped children from the children's homes

- Czech Radio Christmas message (15 December) -
introduction of personalities working in Czech
Radio to the general public

- Czech Radio at the Prague Castle on the occasion
of the exhibition project Ten Centuries of
Architecture

- A Bethlehem Light - in the Czech Radio buildings,
the listeners could light their candles from the fire
brought from the Jesus Christ's birthplace

- The annual meeting of Czech Radio employees
connected with the award of prizes to the selec-
ted employees

- Program Director Cup - mountain bike competi-
tion

- Excursions for the general public in the Czech
Radio building

Commercial activities

Czech Radio is entitled to engage in business acti-
vities, which are arranged by the Sales Department of
the Section of Communication. The business activities
of the public service Czech Radio contribute to the
acquisition of the budget funds.

Advertising and sponsorship

The most significant long-term business activity of
Czech Radio is the sale of radio advertising and spon-
sorship, arranged by company ARBO media.net Praha
for nation-wide and partially also for the regional sta-
tions of Czech Radio. The legal limit of the advertising
time is 3 minutes a day for the nation-wide stations
and 5 minutes a day for the regional stations.

The advertising is sold especially in the most po-
pular radio station Czech Radio 1 - Radiozurndl, in
Czech Radio 2 - Praha, Czech Radio 3 - Vitava, Czech
Radio 6/Radio Free Europe and CRo 5 - Regional bro-
adcasting. The net revenue from the sale of adverti-
sing in the year 2001 was CZK 25.5 million. Czech

In the year 2001, in an age group from 12-79 ye-
ars of age, monitored by a continual media survey
MEDIA PROJEKT; 1.923 million people listened to at
least one Czech Radio station on an average day. This
represents 22.4 % of the population and almost 1/3 of
the overall radio audience in the above-mentioned
age group. Some of the Czech Radio stations, either
nation-wide or regional, were the most popular radio
station for 2.15 million listeners. Less frequent liste-
ners of the Czech Radio in the average week amoun-
ted to two million seven hundred and eighty-seven
thousand listeners, which represents approximately
37% of the monitored radio audience. The share of
Czech Radio on the radio market in the year 2001
was 27.0%; of which 20.2% represented the nation-
wide and 6.8% represented the regional Czech Radio
stations.

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CZECH RADIO AND ITS LISTENERS

Despite the strong competition of the commercial ra-
dio stations, CRo 1 - RadioZurnal remained the most
popular Czech radio station. Other nation-wide stati-
ons, CRo 2 - Praha, CRo 3 - Vltava and CRo 6 / Radio
Free Europe remained in the same position as in the
year 2000. Their common problem is the concentra-
tion on higher age groups of the audience and low ra-
tings of younger listeners. The most successful of the
regional stations was CRo Brno, whose ratings increa-
sed rapidly throughout the year.

The changes of the ratings of the public service radio,
which occurred during the year, reflect, apart from
the specific elements of changes of the radio environ-
ment, also some general trends. The Czech Radio ra-
tings data reflects the overall decrease of the number
of listeners to radio broadcasting in general. At the
same time, we have indications that the function of
the radio in the life of the listeners has changed. With
the increasing amount of information and the increa-
sed availability of the medium, the rate of attentive li-
stening decreases, which strengthens the concept of
radio as a background medium. Naturally, this trend
hardly suits the traditional radio form, which requires
considerable attention, concentration and interest. At
the same time, the public service radio fails to stand
the pressure of the private broadcasting characterized
by high dynamics. A strong element of the success of
the public service radio is the professional quality and
the width of the journalism and news, the value of the
artistic productions and the general cultural supply.
The main problem of the public service radio lies in
the form and style of the radio broadcasting as well as
in the overall method of communication with audi-
ence.

Ekonomicky pohled na hospodateni Ceského roz-
hlasu za rok 2001 vykazuje v predbéznych vysledcich
zisk. Jeho vyse 62 mil. K¢ oproti predlofiskym 133 mil.
vyplnila ocekdvané progndzy o rlstu cen vstupl a po-
treb Ceského rozhlasu pii klesajici vy3i vyuZitelnych
zdrojt, predevsim piijmd z rozhlasovych poplatkd. Zisk
roku 2001 byl dosazen vyraznou dsporou ndkladl
v celkové vysi 63,4 mil. K. Tuto Gsporu je mozné po-
vaZzovat za Uspéch. Vyrovnany rozpocet roku 2001 byl
konstruovan pro podminky omezeného rozvoje Ces-
kého rozhlasu a diky limitnim ¢astkdm zdrojt financo-
vani se podafilo eliminovat nékteré ocekdvané infla¢nf
vlivy roku. Jednim z dkold bylo peclivé vyuzivani do-
stupnych zdroj(, hledanf alternativnich zdrojt financo-
vani a hospoddrné vynakladani vydajd. Byla zavedena
nova struktura schvalovani dil¢ich rozpoctd jednotli-
vym divizim tak, abychom ziskali lepsi prehled o ndkla-
dovych skupindch ovlivnitelnych vydajd.

Ddraz byl kladen na peclivé schvalovani planu in-
vestic a jeho dodrZovani véetné vytvareni prehledd na
vyvoj v dalSich letech. V planovanf investic byla vyuZita
rolovaci metoda a pokracovalo se v dodrzZenf stfedné-
dobého horizontu planu s upfesfiovanim a kontrolou
zdrojl vyuzitych na akci. Byly uskutecnény investi¢nf
akce a ekonomické piipravy na zahdjeni vysilani novych
redakci v Pardubicich a Jihlavé. Podafilo se dotvorit
dobré provozni a pracovni podminky v budové Rimska.

The preliminary business results of the Czech Radio
for the year 2001 show that we achieved a profit. The
profit of 62 million CZK, compared to 133 million CZK
in the previous year, confirmed the forecasts concer-
ning the increase in prices of input and requirements of
Czech Radio, at the decreasing amount of utilizable re-
sources, especially the revenues from radio fees. In
2001, we achieved a profit due to the substantial cost
savings of CZK 63.4 million, which we could consider
a real success. The balanced budget for 2001 had been
created based on the conditions of limited develop-
ment of Czech Radio, and thanks to the limited funding
resources, we managed to eliminate some of the pre-
dicted effects of inflation. Among our tasks has been
the careful utilization of available resources, the search
for alternative funding solutions, and the economic uti-
lization of expenses. We introduced a new structure of
the approval of partial budgets for various divisions, in
order to achieve a better overview of the groups of in-
fluenceable expenses. We searched intensively for new
ways of savings and funding. We focused on the elimi-
nation of reserves inside the radio, periodically monito-
ring the current economic activities. All objective chan-
ges in the structure of costs and revenues have been
delimited to the division plans. We thus managed sup-
port the principle of cost differentiation according to
their origin.

We placed a great emphasis on the careful appro-
val of the investment plan and strict adherence thereto,
including the creation of development outlines for the
following years. For investment planning, we used the
"rollover" method, and continued to keep up the inter-
mediate planning horizon, specifying and monitoring
the resources utilized for each event. We carried out in-
vestments and economic preparations for the launch of
new bureaus in Pardubice and Jihlava. We managed to
complete the creation of good operational and working
conditions in the Rimska building. In the field of in-
vestments, completion deadlines were negatively influ-
enced by preparations for the rules of public tenders,
which went into effect at the beginning of 2002.

RADIO FEES

We are aware of the importance of our main
source of income - the radio fees, which make up 86
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CZECH RADIO FINANCES IN 2001

percent of the total revenues of Czech Radio. There has
been a constant decline in these incomes, with the
drop of CZK 13.7 million compared to the year 2000.
The main reason for this trend has not been the bad
payment morale of our listeners, but an ongoing pro-
cess of cancellations of licenses. This is due to the lack
of legal instruments to check the legitimacy of cancel-
lations. In 2001, we therefore focused greatly on the
creation of an integral concept of further development
of the Fees Department. Our main objective was the
improvement of fee collection, and the gradual trans-
formation towards the creation of our own licensees
database, in order to achieve a better payment morale.
We managed to take steps toward the improvement of
the fees collection system, and thus achieve maximum
efficiency in the collection of overdue bills. We broad-
cast an advertising campaign, aimed at increasing the
number of payers, and emphasizing the legal obligation
of citizens to register for the payment of license fees.
The situation has become more serious due to the ter-
mination of the contract on the collection of radio fees
by the Czech Post. Czech Radio declined to accept an
increase in collection charges from CZK 2.80 to CZK
3.30, which represents an increase of 17.9 percent.
Because radio fees are not subject to valorization, it is
very difficult to meet the inflationary price increases of
our business partners, including the Czech Post.

ASSSET MANAGEMENT

Our main effort remains the maintenance of eco-
nomization and effectiveness in the management of the
Czech Radio assets. We introduced a new guideline
concerning asset management. We had to adjust to the
act on public contracts, which now applies to us. The
law charges us with the duty to organize tender com-
petitions in the form of public invitations to tenders, or
addressing a required number of applicants in a selec-
tion procedure. We launched the preparatory works for
the reconstruction of the Vinohradska building.

ACCOUNTING AND TAXES

In accounting terms, the course of the year was
normal. Preparations are presently underway for the
audit, and therefore the final closing of the year. We
also cooperate with tax advisors, whose suggestions, to-
gether with the findings of the voluntary audit, will give
us new impulses to improve our work and the mana-
gement of the company.

In 2001, for the first time, we adhered to the amen-
ded version of the Value Added Tax Act. We coopera-
ted with state authorities, and fulfilled our lawful duties
by cooperating in the solution of tax cases. Due to the
necessity to focus on the effective utilization of entrus-
ted funds, we expanded our cooperation with banks,
and introduced the so-called cash pooling system. This
allows fully automated bank transactions, enabling us
to shorten the time of transfers between Czech Radio
accounts within one bank, and thus achieve better app-
reciation of funds. At the end of the year, we launched
cooperation with a new banking institution, eBanka,
whose last year's offer has contributed to the apprecia-
tion of available resources.

Zdkon ndm tak ukldda povinnost
podstupovat vybérova fizeni v podobé verejnych ob-
chodnich soutéZi, pfipadné oslovovani predepsanych
pocth uchazecl ve vybéru. Byly zahdjeny prace na pfi-
pravé rekonstrukce budovy Vinohradska.

UGETNICTVi A DANE

Ucetné byl zaznamenan normdlni pribéh roku.
V soucasné dobé probihaji pfipravy na audit a tedy de-
finitivni uzavieni roku. Spolupracujeme i s danovymi
poradci, ktefi nam spolecné se zavéry dobrovolného
auditu poskytuji podnéty ke zlepseni prace a Fizeni
spolecnosti.

EMPLOYEE CARE

Last year, we enforced a unified personnel and wa-
ges policy. In the course of the year, the Personnel
Department became a part of the General
Manager's Office. We placed great emphasis on the
optimization of the number of employees in each divi-
sion. This objective was also met by the new guideline
concerning the re-distribution of wage resources, 75
percent of which remained in the divisions. Our goal
was to rationalize the process in order to achieve a bet-
ter appreciation of the required work force, and elimi-
nate redundancy. Even though the process has been of-
ficially launched, it has not yet achieved the required
effect. We will continue to implement this process in
the next few years. Czech Radio still contributes to the
additional pension plans of our employees in selected
pension funds.

ECONOMIC DEVELOPMENT

The preliminary economic result has fulfilled the fo-
recast concerning the necessity to adopt fundamental
decisions in utilizing the Czech Radio resources. It is
important to emphasize that the profit of Czech Radio
was achieved thanks to substantial cost savings compa-
red to plan. We saw broadcasting costs increase by CZK
15.8 million compared to the previous year. A substan-
tial part of this increase consists of transmitter costs.
There was also an increase in the fees paid to licensing
associations and organizations. The simple analysis the-
refore shows that apart from regular planned expenses,
we were forced to cover these unexpected cost increa-
ses. We are more pleased about the achieved cost sa-
vings in the area of materials and services, which hel-
ped us to achieve profit in 2001. The apparent savings
in travel expenses compared to the year 2000 are illu-
sory. There were no Olympic Games in 2001 and the-
refore no associated travel and broadcast costs.

As far as revenues are concerned, the revenues
from sponsoring further decreased (by CZK 19 million
compared to the year 2000). The revenues achieved in
2001 met the budget plan. It therefore remains our task
to seek alternative sources of funding.

The positive economic result could also be used for
investment construction and development. The decre-
ase in profit by 53 percent in comparison to 2000 sug-
gests that the profit can no longer cover the required fi-
nancial needs. Czech Radio has been under increasing
pressure from the public's demand for the establish-
ment of new regional bureaus, related to the new regi-
onal structure. Due to the limited resources of Czech
Radio, it is impossible for us to react flexibly to this de-
mand. Permanent restriction of development and the
creation of forced cost savings is not the way towards
the creation of a successful company. We thus must fo-
cus on the search for alternative sources of funding,
and obtaining the legal support for the valorization of
the radio license fees.

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Czech Radio Publishing House, Radioservis, a. s. im-
plements four basic activities. The Radio Weekly has ma-
intained its dominant position both from the economic
viewpoint, as it produces two thirds of the company's tur-
nover, and from the viewpoint of its technical and per-
sonnel demands as well as its reach. There have not been
any major changes in the magazine, and it shall continue
to be a culture-oriented periodical. The average press run
of the magazine did not drop below 40,000 copies last
year. Secondly, there is the Czech Radio Recording
Company, working under the auspices of Radioservis for
two and half years and still looking for its position on the
market. In the year 2001, the Czech Radio Recording
Company was, unfortunately rather groping in the dark,
finding out which way not to go. Concerning the profita-
bility of the recording company, it has once again shown
loss, which is why it will have to witness rather dynamic
changes in the year 2002.

For the Czech Radio Publishing House, the last year
was rather relaxed, as it published fewer books than in
the year 2000. Nevertheless, the publishing house has
shown stable and positive economic results with the tur-
nover comparable to the recording company. The good
position of the publishing house is due mainly to the ex-
traordinary cooperation with Czech Radio reporters ab-
road.

The fourth component of the publishing house con-
sists of the two Prague shops. The representative shop at
Vinohrady has its traditional and well-established clien-
tele. The shop specializes in the spoken word, small gen-
res and popular music up to the 1990's. The composition
of the clientele of the shop reflects this shop's orientation,
as its customers still prefer the across-the-counter sale
and the personal attention of educated shop assistants to
the self-service in hypermarkets. Another sales point is
the specialized shop of classical music in the Rudolfinum
Music Hall. The sales point is not as attractive, and due its
specialization, its economic results are worse than the re-
sults of the shop in Vinohrady. Nonetheless, the sales of
the shop improved considerably last year and its turnover
almost doubled.

Last, but not least, | would like to mention the most
dynamically developing medium, i.e. the Internet. We
operate our own website at www.radioservis-as.cz. An
increasing number of Internet orders from our music
shops make us believe that we have chosen the right
path. At our website, you may also find the presentation
of the Radio Weekly, which is being regularly updated.

Radio Weekly

On Monday, March 5, 2001, there was a major
change in the history of the cultural and program
magazine, Radio Weekly, which could be compared
only to the transition to a color print. The eleventh
issue of the magazine, with a photograph of llja
Hurnik on the front page, for the first time came out
in the form that we had discussed in the editorial bo-
ard and in the printing works for a long time. Radio
Weekly has become a magazine with three content
specific supplements. Although we opted for this
change in order to provide our readers with a better,
more clearly arranged magazine, we were afraid of
their unfavorable reactions. Luckily enough, it tur-
ned out that we did not have to fear at all, as the re-
aders gave us the A mark. One of the reasons is that
with the new, more colorful jacket, the Radio
Weekly has also acquired new sections and authors.

In March, for the first time, there was a new sec-
tion at the front page called "The Start of the Week."
Today, it is one of the most popular sections in the
entire magazine. The names of its regular contribu-
tors inspire respect: singer Jana Koubkova, docu-
mentary directors Jan Spata and Olga Sommerovd,
Czech Radio foreign reporters - Milan Fridrich and
Petr Volddn - and actor Pavel Soukup. Each of them
decided to treat his or her thirty lines in a different
manner, though with respect to the opportunity the
editorial board gave them. Another well-known per-
sonality appeared later on in the magazine - Prokop
Petr Siostrzonek, Bfevnov Monastery Prior, who in-
vented a graceful name for his mind-searching co-
lumn: Found beneath the Scapular.

The booksellers themselves award
the prize, as they assess the quality of the manuscript,
the sales of the book, the graphical layout and the
technical quality of the book.

We started the year 2001 in the Czech Radio 2 -
Praha Toboggan program, at the occasion of the 500th
broadcasting of the program. On this occasion, we
published a spectacular publication called Toboggan
500. After the summer holidays, we issued a long-
awaited book by Pavla Jazairi and Jifi Halka, Egypt
Egypt. The edition of the book amounted to 10,000
copies, with exclusive whole-page photographs, and
was sold out immediately. At the same time, the se-
cond edition of a Pavla Jazairi's successful book, Israel
and Palestine Palestine and Israel came out - and sold
out again. At the end of the year, we published a book
called Phonogram - Practical Guide Through the
History of Sound Recording by Gabriel Gossel, who is
the author of a program at Czech Radio 2 - Praha,
which bore the same name. We have also cooperated
with Czech Radio 2 - Praha on the publication of a
book of poetry by FrantiSek Novotny called An Echo
Thin As A Hair. These days, when an edition of poetry
rarely exceeds 1,500 copies, we consider the run of
4,500 copies to be out of the ordinary.

The recording company published 34 new records
of all genres in the year 2001. The most successful pop
music recordings include the Golden Duets and Not
On the Head! by Ivan Mladek's Banjo Band. The
fourth part of the series Oldies are Goldies was also a
great success. We also published a new jazz CD - this
time the recording of the joint concert of trumpet
player Benny Bailey with Josef Vejvoda Trio from the
Prerov Jazz Festival. This recording has been nomina-
ted for the Harmony Awards. The most popular music
genre with regard to the published number of records
was classical music. We produced the recording of My
Country from last year's opening concert of the Prague
Spring (Czech Radio Symphony Orchestra conducted
by Vladimir Vélek). A CD profile of Marie Tauberova
extended our Famous Opera Arias series and the CD
of the Czech Radio soloist Ales Barta Jewels of French
Organ Music is a real gem. In cooperation with OSA
Foundation, we have also published another CD from
the exquisite Contemporary Czech Music series, and
we could go on.

In the area of spoken word, we published four cas-
settes of the Wandering Through Czech History series
- a selection of the most interesting installments of the
extremely popular radio series. We continued in the
Voice for This Day series (commented voices of our
animals, especially of birds). Out of the wide range of
new recordings we should also mention two recor-
dings with Zden&k Stépanek from the Golden Archive
of Czech Radio - The White Plague and Othello or a
recording intended for teenagers- Mark Twain's The
Adventures of Tom Sawyer.

We have found our website - www.radioservis-
as.cz to be increasingly popular. Due to the website,
the public's awareness of our recordings has increased.
The amount of the mail-order sales has also increased,
